ull that could be seen was humanity
and the colors of Hags and banners
wedged Iwtweeri the lake shore and the
fringe of buildings west of the beach
premenade.

The celebration ,of (lerman day,
judged by the standard of attendance,
was the most successful of any fete day
which haa been held in connection with
the fair. Princes Eulalia's day must
now take second place. At 10 o'clock
th roeiebesi and oanda of music which
particiftateil in the city parade began to
rendezvous in sections in front of the
building erected by the German em
pire, which stand between; Spain and
Ceylon. On tha atone heddod beach in-

clining towards lake Michigan was the
large gallery of seats which were rapidly
filled by the German-America- n world's
fair chorus and the united singin?
societies of Chicago. Tho singers faced
the iuvited guests, who were accom
modated on tiers of seats which had
been raised acros tho promenado slop-
ing from the entrance-ste- ps to the Ger-
man building. Extending from the
center of the aats wat a box in which
the speakers stood, but in their lot ef-

forts the words were ouly heard by a
few thousand.

GcTuinny Over AIL

At one time there Were probably 50.-00- 0

men, women and children with their
faces turned toward the imperial build-
ing of Germany. From the Maine state
building on the north to Victoria house
and the Canadian pavilion on the south
and east to the very water s edge were
the people of thia republic, mostly Ger-
mans born in the fatherland or children
of Teutonic iarents. There waa no ac-

commodation for thia vast mas. of hu-

manity, although the exercises were
long and lata in beginning.

On the top pier of the singnrs stand
glistened the eagle capped banners and
ttags of the societies which marched in
the parado. The whole animated pic-
ture wa as grand aa haa ever been seen
in the White city. One thousand voices
