Several years apo gilft monsters to-ca-

somewhat in demand for eastern
collector, and stuffed or In the fieh
they command better prices now, largo
spechncna, presumably wanted for
coolog'ic&l gurdenn, lx.du pall for at
pood figures. Strangely enough, alnco
the intercut in the reptile has grown it
baa become somowhftt scarce. In fuet,
tho capture of one and its transition
to a wire rat trap in the shop of ft an

Arizona town Is cormid-er- el

worthy of an item by the local re-

porter. Jo sooner has the news of the
tliinguished arrival been heralded
than It is gravely inspected by every
tenderfoot in town, who pesters its
owner with so many "dam fool ques-
tion that he is glad to hido his ac-

quisition in the back yard.
' Most of tho fabulous stories circu-
lated about the gila monster have had
their origin in the minds of the corio
seller, who were-- thus bored to doath
by the seeker after information who
was not willing to buy something ar.d
thus recoup tho business man for his
loss of time and the ennui that an-

swering greenhorns produced.
Whatever may have been baid alout

the looks of the gila monster, it is a
fact that it is repulsive, crawling, ty

reptile, ierhap not so ugly as
many another lizard tho Iguana, for
inntanco but instinctively abhorred
becau:c It is so hlow. Filch t being a
matter of impossibility with the gila
tnonttcr, and sa it lacks the cunning to
feign death, it inut ntesarily a.t-au-

ft bold front when threatened
with capture or injury.

The length of the motif tors usually
captured varies from one foot to two
f.ot and ft few inches, but specimens a
foot nd a half in length are those
most generally brought lz. Of thin the
big. ronical tail fornix t.ne-thir- Tho
weight will ftverugo from three to five
Hunds. The head in mure lance-shape- d

than that of any other lirard
found in Arizona, the eouacqaence be-

ing that the narrow neck is very pro-
nounced and imparts to the head
whilo It movos something rery much
like the rattlesnake's perforrnan'ce.

When attacked the gila monstor re-

treats a'.Hut hr.lf Ms length and
crouches clo?e to the ground, but rear-

ing head and neck in a tierce manner,
while ft black, forked tongue over an
inch in length, darts swiftly out of a
mouth abnormally wide and cavernous.
At the same time it emit. a his, joint-
ly with ft creaking nue, which is
made by ncrapixig either its claws,
wliich are ioiuted at.d sharp, or the
rough scales of its lidy upon tho
atones or gravel beneath it If this
demonstration fails to rvpulo the

tlio gila monster will not hesi-

tate, when thoroughly angered, to
mvke a snap at the foe, be it man or
beast Hut it will never attack any-
thing that it d(s riot require for food
unless llrftt Inter fered with. If ccaio
be near in the shape of ft burro in the
ground or a hole in the rocks large
enough for its accommodation, the
monster will diacreetly retire from
view and remain hidden until the
enemy has retired.

If the reptile manages to get a grip
with its horny mouth, as Lard and cut-

ting as that of a snapping turtle and
tilled with sharp needle-lik- e te!th,
upon the yielding fleah of an ftggrcsor,
the viced ike Jaws can only bo pried
spurt by great muscular act' on witk
some instrument The wounds show
all the indication of blood poiaoVdng
by means of venom, the limbs swell,
failure of the nervous system become
apparsnt, and death may nsu, unless
prompt medical assistance brings re-

lief.
The Ktory that the bite of the gila

rooivvter is incurable is not true, but
help must be obtained quickly, as er-er-al

cases havo
pnrved. Curljiily eoougU. in the rase
of men who have Wn bitten, it was
