Edward lilake'a turn
came to addreea the great Irifh gather-
ing, he received a flattering indorsement
of his patriotic course in leaving his
Canadian home to tight for Ireland in
tho Hritish parliament-- He went on to
eay: "To us Irish all over the world
this occasion is one of anxiety indeed, and
alito one of hoto and expectation. It
ia unnecessary before this audience to
recall the sorrows and wrongs and
oppression of the past in connec-
tion w ita. the straggle for home gov-
ernment Let us look at tho happy
present. A few weeks ago after sewn
ear of struggle on new lines and a de-
bate in parliament more severe and pro-

longed than any which have preceded it,
ou have seen the people's house in par-iame-

pass a uieaaure of home rule by
a eufficient majority. We may expect to
see it a law at no distant day. This
measure means that all things which
affect the material and n.oral interests
of Ireland are to be controlled in future
by themselves. There aro defects in the
bilL We don't claim it is perfect, and
we hopo to eliminate them in time. Hut
it is a broad, generous grant of home
rule for Ireland. Two men have con-
tributed more than any one else to the
success which has just crowned the
efforts of tho Irish party in parliament.
The first, who has departeu from this
life, was Charles Stewart Parnell."

When Mr. lllake pronounced the namo
of the great leader now gone, the aud-
ience liecamo wild with enthusiasm,
hundreds rising to their feet and cheer-
ing while waving anything they had ia
their hand.

The name of the other man, ho said,
is William 11 Gladstone.

Tho mention of tho grand old man's
name was received in a similar manner
as that of Mr. Parnell, and a demon-
stration lasting several minutes followed
before Mr. Llake could resume his
speech. Mr. Hlake then proceeded to
read a rutwd important letter which Mr.
Gladstone wrote to him on the evening
of his departure for America. The let-
ter was read for the first time in public
and aroused great enthusiasm among
the Irish men and women.

Gliulatone's Letter.
The letter is as follows: "Downing

Street, Whitehall. Sept. i lRlCL Iear
Mr. Hlake I learn with great pleasure
that there is to be an Iri.sh day during
the world's fair at Chicago; nor am I
les satistied to know that you have
undertaken to attend the gathering on
behalf of the Irish people and of their
representatives. There could not be a
more interesting meeting, nor on a more
encouraging occasion.
