Ho stepped
into the second car and saw the con-
ductor pull tho automatic brake cord
and it had no effect He backed out of
the car aud jumped off at the moment
of the crash. Ho said the trains were
running on the block system, which
means that one train must not leave a
station until the train ahead has left
the station ahead. This system was
observed on these trains, but as Jack-
son is considered a terminal station tho
train wa not expected to arrive in Jack-
son before the other train left, but wa
extected at the semaphore.

II. H. Sutherland. suxrinteodcnt of
the eastern and Hay City divisions of
the Michigan Central, gave the time at
different point of the two trains, which
showed that the trains were runniug
half an hour apart up to tho time they
left Grass Lake.
