
THE BARTARNOLES.

Ikeletone and an Abandoned Placer That
Reeall an Arisona Tradition.

Ever since the days when people In
this country considered all new com-
ets, even the track layers on the rail-
road, itas tenderfeet, there has been a
tradition among the old inhabitants
about the Bartarnole mines. Three or
four old fellows earned a living for
years by telling strangers about them,
and many a drink has been obtained
by some chap who pretended to know
all about them and the fate of the men
who worked them.

"The lBartarnoles," the ancient Ezra
flowen used to say, when he could get
a crowd around the barroom stove and
there appeared to be a prospect of a
few drinks ahead.

"After wt'd waited two or three'
weeks iand heard nothing, we dlranik
up our suppllllies and went oult ill starclh
of the mliner's. After we got ouilt about
lifty miles we ran foul of a party of
Apachet's, and it'hey driov-e Its in. "We
didn't get out that far again for a
minthll, blut, though we laid low for the
boys for years, the never comne.

"Now, what becainme of the'm? We've
hunt'ed this whole country thrilttgh and
so hiave others. Prosilpectos i:ihave beLen
all over the Sierritas, and hundreds of
menu have crossed and re-crossed the
Iplacee where nhose fellers Ullus have

worked'. and slid olt withltit fitiding
any trace of tliem. ~Some of oulr lhlivs
di'd with the belief that lihe ltHirt;r-
nol~s was a fralld, hiut I always in-
-i te>d thailt there was clolme pretlty good
r.asotn wh'y they didn't keep thleir
iagreement with ls."

A SCENE IN MADAGASCAR
Incidents on the Anwlveruay of the Cores.

aelon-i-ath of the Queen.

A remarkable and interesting cere-
mony, which is fully described in the
Madagascar Times of November 26th
was performed at Antananarlyo on the
21st of that month. It was the Fandr-
vansa or Festival of the Bath. This
ceremonial always takes place on thu.
Malagasy new year, which the Queent
fixed to be held on the anniversary of
her coronation. Ranavalona III. re-
ceived her principal subjects and all
the members of the foreign community
-English. American and- orwegian-
at the palace. The reception hal was
embellished with objects of native
workmanship, including several hand-
some silver vases of large size. The
Queen was carried into this hall In a
palanquin borne by four oflicers, and
when she had taken her seat on
the throne, the choir sang an English
hymn. All the Malagasy present were
dressed in home-made fabrics which
looked very picturesque. A large earth-
en jar filled with hot water having beed
conveyed to an adjacent apartment,
the Queen retired, and after her bath
she returned and resumed her seat.
The Malagasy nobles then filed, three
at a time, betore thethrone, afterwhich
Mr. Vice-Consul Pickersgill. on behalf
of the foreign community, made a con-
gratulatory speech to her Majesty.
Subsequently the guests were all served
with refreshments, which chielly con-
sisted of rice m.xed with honey, called
"'sosoa." All present, according to
custom, handed the Queen the "basina"
or crown fee. The Prime Minister
wound up the proceedings with a pa-
triotic speech, which excited much en-
thusiasm among the natives.-London
News.
