Washington, July 3. Attorney
General Devens has written tho fol-

lowing- letter to Gen. Matthews,
United States Marshal at Detroit, in
reply to a telegram asking whether
tho latter should continue to sorvo
warrants in criminal cases as here-
tofore :

Dear Sir I advise you to perform
the duties of your office, which you
are in no way forbidden to do, to the
extent of your power. The law
prescribes those duties and affixes
certain fees as compensation there-
for. No provision for payment of
foes of marshals and their deputies
has been made, nor can I make any
contract or promise that this provi-
sion shall hereafter be made; but
yonr performance of your duties, iu
so far as the law contemplates that
they are to be compensated by fees,
seems to me to constitute good
ground of obligation against the
United States. Whore sorvice of dep
uties are required and expenditures
are to be made, I recognizo the diff-
iculties you may have to encounter.
In all these matters, however, you
will have to rely upon your expecta
tion of future legislations by Con.
gress that shall be just to' you. All
other expenses except fees of mars
shals and llmr deputies have been
provided or

Petroleum As A llvinedy For Con-

sumption.

The scenes which are. daily wit-
nessed at the oil works at Point
Breeze,- to which numbers of con-

sumptives resort in order to inhale
the vapor from the stills and obtain
crude oil for internal application,
have their . counterpart over in
France. A government report, re-

cently published in the Bulletin de
Thorapeutique, narrates that a refiner
of petroleum was prohibited by a preb
feet from distributing petroleum, in
medicinal doses. Some of the suffer-
ers appealed, and the government
ordered Dr. Blache, a prominent
medical practitioner, to institute an
investigation as to the utility of
petroleum in effections of the chest.
Native petroleum from Pennsylvania
and Virginia was experimented with.
Dr. Blache, in his report, stated that
he found that in chronic bronchitis,
with abundent expectoration, it
rapidly diminished the amount of the
secretion and in the poroxysms rapid
amelioration was obtained. Its em-

ployment in phthisis was continued
for too short a time to warrant any
opinion regarding its efficiency, bes
yond that it is diminishing the ex-

pectoration, which also lost its puru-
lent character. Dr. Blache says
that the potroleum is popularly taken
in doses of a tablespoonful before
each meal, and that after the first
day any nausea which it excites iu
most persons disappears.
