The ]';51.1;':5 valet de chambre,
Fleury, afterwards became possessed of
the chair, and tock it to England, where
it became the property of the Prince Re-
gent, and afterwards the Duke of Cum-
berland. The latter took it to Berlin,
and there it was given to an upholsterer
to repair, The workman charged with
the jr_ob found secreled in it & diamond
pin; a portrait in pencil of a boy, and a
number of small sheets of paper filled
with very fine writing. The things he
::p;~.n_1i-ri:m:=!. the pin Le sold, and the
porteait and papers he gave to a watch-
maker, a friend of his. Although the
writing was in a foreign language, the
watchmaker succeeded in making out
that it consisted of series of secret and
very important instructions drawn up by
Louis XIV for the Dauphin, his son, the
purtrait being that of the latter. The|
watchmaker, whose name was Naundorfl,
some years after gave limsell out as
Louis XVII, and produced the papers
and portrait in question to prove Lis alle-
gation.  After making some noise in
France and Delgium, in which latter
country he passed by the name of Morel
de Saint Didier, this man died in 1840,
His som, who called himself Duke of
Normandy, went to Java in 1853. The
Berlin workman who discovered the doc-
uments naturally did not state how Naun-
dorff became possessed of them, but just
before Lis death, which took place lately, |
he made a full disclosure to his. family.
They found out (hat the famous arm
chair bad remained in Berlin, and had
come into possession of the old woman;
and they caused it to be bought in order
to sell it again in Ausina,

The Use of a Nose.

A good story is told of Mozart at the
time he was a pupil of Haydn. The
latter challenged his pupil to compose a
picce of music which be could not play
at sight. Mozart aceepted the banter,
and a supper and champague were to be
the forfeit, Everything being arranged
between the two composers, Mozart took
his pen and a sheet of paper, and in five
minutes dashed off a piece of music;
and much to the surprise of Haydn,
handed it to him, saying:

“There is a plece of mausie, sir, which
you cannot play and I can. You are to
give it the first trial. ™ .

Haydn smiled contemptuously at the |
visionary presumption of his pupil ; and
placing the notes before him, struck the
keys of the instrument. Surprised at
its simplicity, he dashed away until he
reached the middle of the piece, when |
stepping all at ovce, he exclaimed, ‘

“ How's this, Mozart? How's this ?|
Ilere my hands are stretched out to both |
ends of the piano, and yet there's a mid-
dle key to be touched! Nobody cnnl
play such music ; not even the composer
himself.”

Mozart smiled at the half-exciled in-
dignation and perpleaity of the great
master ; and taking the scat he had quit- |
ted, struck the imstrument with such an
air of self-assurance that IHaydn began
to think himsell duped. Running along
through the simple passages, he came to
that part which his teacher bad pro-|
nounced impossible to be played. Mo-
rart as everybody is aware, was favored,
or at Jeast endowed, wilth an extremcly
long nose—a prodigious nose, which, in
modern dialect, *‘stuck out a feet.”
Reaching the difficult passage, he stretch-
ed both hands to the extreme ends of the
piano, and leaning forward, bobbed his
nose against the middle key which *“*no-
body could play 1”

Haydn burst into an immoderate fit of
llngllnr and after acknowledging the
« corn,” declared that nature had en-
dowed Mozart with a capacity for music
which he hd never befm discovered.
