Sketch of Ges. Evans. A New York
paper has the following sketch of Gen.
Evans : -

Brigadier General Nathaniel George
Evans is a native of South Carolina, and
graduated at West Point in 1844. He
was appointed to a Second Lieutenancy

the First L'nited States Dragoons in
July, 1343. and was transferred to the
Second Dragcons in September, 1849.
In March, he became First Lieutenant of
the Second Cavalry, and was promoted
lo a Captaincy in the following -- ear,
whih posi'ion he held under Major Van
Dom when the latter commanded the ex-

pedition against the Camanches, in' 1853.
winning no little distinction for his Lrave-r- y

in the severest battle of the campaign,
near Wachita Village, in Texas. His
connection with the rebels is contempora-
neous with the secession of South Caro-
lina, by whose Governor be was appoint-
ed Adjutant General of the regular forces
of the State. He was subsequently ap-

pointed Brigadier General, and in con-

junction with Gens. Jackson and Cook,
commanded the left wing of the rebel
forces at the battle of Bull Run. in which
engagement he was in immediate com-

mand of the brigade composed of Wheat's
Battalion, Cel. Hays' Seventh Louisiana
Volunteers, and the Washington Artil
lery.

Protection fob Coward Hearts
