McNeil 'had. in the early part of last
month, executed ten Confederate rmson- -
ers at Plymouth, in Missouri, because a
tory citizen of that State had been car
ried off a prisoner by our forces. From
further accounts of the affair in the ene-
my's own publications it appears that the
missing man, Andrew Allaman. was a
legitimate prisoner of war ; that on the
descent of the Confederate forces upon
Palmyra he was captured by them ; that
he belonged to the Federal cavalry, but
that being too old to endure all the hard-
ships of active duty, he was' detailed as a
spy, being "frequently," as one of the
Yankee papers states, "called upon for
information touching the loyalty of men.
which he al ways gave to the extent of
his ability." '

When Gen. MeNeil returned to Palmy-
ra, be caused a notice to be issued that
unless Allsman was returned in ten days
he would shoot ten Confederate prisoners
as "a meet reward for their crimes,
among which was the illegal restraining
of said Allsman of bis liberty." The
ten days elapsed, and the prisoner wa3
not returned. The following account of
what ensued, is condensed from the
Palmyra Courier, a tory journal, without
any variation from the language in which
it describes the deed of the demons with
whom it was in sympathy : Jflssisst'pp'n.

The tenth day expired with last Friday.
On that day ten rebel prisoners, already in
custody, were selected to pay with their lives
the penalty demanded. A little after eleven
o'clock, a. jr., the next day, three government
wagons drove to the jail. One contained
four, and each of the others three rough board
coffins. The condemned men were conducted
from the prison and seated in the wagons one
upon each coffin. A sufficient guard of sold-
iers accompauied them, and the cavalcade
started for the fatal grounds. The ten coffins
were removed from the wagons and placet! in
row, six or eight feet apart, forming a line
north and south. Each coffin was placed
upon the ground, with its foot west and head
east. Thirty soldiers of the 2d M. S. M.
were drawn up in a single line, extendiug
north and south, facing the row of coffins.
The arrangements completed, the men knelt
upon the grass between their coffins and the
soldiers. At tho conclusion of a prayer by
the army chaplain, each prisoner took his
seat upon the foot of bis coffin, facing he
muskets which in a few moments . were to
launch them into eternity. They were nearly
all firm and undaunted.

Most noted of the ten was Captain Thomas
A. Sidner, of Monroe county, whose capture
at Shelbyville, in the disguise of a woman, we
related several weeks since. lie was now
elegantly attired in a suitof black broadcloth,
with a while vest. A luxurious growth of
beautiful hair rolled down upon his should-
ers, which with his fine personal appearance,
could not but bring to mind the handsome
but viscious Absalom. There was nothing
especially worthy of note in the appearance
of the others. A few moments after 1 o'clock
the chaplain in attendance shook hands with
the prisoners. Two of them accepted ban-
dages for the eyes, the rest refused. A hun-
dred spectators had gathered around the
amphitheatre to witness the impressive scene.
The stillness of death pervaded the place.
The officer in command now stepped forward,
and gave the word of command ' Beady I

aim! fire I' The discharges, however, were
not made simultaneouslyprobably through
want of a perfect previous understanding of
the orders to fire. Two of the retels fell
backwards upon their coffins and died in-

stantly. Capt. Sidner sprang forward and
fell with his head towards the soldiers, his
face upwards, his bands clasped upon his
brean. and the left leg drawn half way up.
He did not move again, but died immediate-
ly. He had requested the soldiers to aim at
his heart, and they obeyed but too implicitly.
The other seven were uot killed outright ; so
the reserves were called in who dispatched
them with their revolvers."

Hermes, of the Charleston Mercury, writes
from Richmond :

General Randolph's friends have given
their version of the causes which induced his
resigna ion. aud now the President's friends
follow in their turn.

The importance of Bragg's successful
strategy can only be appreciated when it is
remembered that if Buell had understood his
real movements, a few thousand sharpshoot-
ers could have arrested Bragg's inarch in a
dozen of the defiles over these two moun-
tains. Buell, awaking to the truth, fled to
Nashville. By a forced march, Gen. Bragg
crossed the Cumberland river at Carthage.
Again flanked and outgeneraled Buell, push-
ed with his whole force to Bowling Green,
Kentucky. Marching rapidly forward, Bragg
reached Glasgow, pushed on to Mumfords-vill- e,

and there paused to capture a fort with
4,500 men, teu pieces of artillery, and a large
quantity of small arms, ammunition and
stores. Buell was too late to save the gar-
rison or attack Bragg in the rear while en-

gaged with the fort. The question has been
often asked, why Bragg did not fight Buell
at Mumfordsville ? The answer is first,
that he did otfr him battle and he declined
it. Gen. Bragg's commissariat was in such

condition that he could not spare the time
to force him to fight. He had been twenty
odd days 011 the road, and his supplies
brought from Chattanooga were exhausted.
If be had had four days' rations hs would
have there forced Buell to fight. But it was
necessary to move into a part ot Kentucky
where his commissary could be replenished,
Gen. Bragg was anxious to have given the
enemy battle at this point, aud knew then
the importance of beating Buell before he
advanced into Kentucky as well a3 his crit-
ics do now. But man and beast, composing
armies, must have food, and Gcu. Bragg was
forced to seek it.

Louisville was directly counter to hi3 policy, i

which was to conciliate and befriend the j

neoule of Kentucky and not to make war
upon them. General Bragg had more im-

portant objects in view. They were first, to
reach the rich provision region 01 tue state,
to arouse and arm the50,000 Keutuckians
that had been promised him, and to effect a
junction with Kirby Smith and Humphrey
Marshall. lie therefore turned off from the
Louisville into the Bardstown pike. Buell
made the shortest route to Louisville. AVhat
happened after reaching Bardstown, I have
related in my first letter. When the two im- -

All history and experi-
ence proves the hazard and uncertainty
of war. And we are admonished by
Holy Writ, that the race is not to the
swift, nor the battle to the strong.

But if they were to conquer, whom
would they conquer ? A foreign foe
one who had insulted our flag, invaded
our shores, and laid our country waste ?
No, sir. no. It would be a conttst with
out laurels, without glory a self, a
suicidal conquest a conquest of broth-
ers over brothers, achieved by one over
another portion of the descendants of

Ill DEFENCE OF SOCTHERS ACTION.

The inhabitants of the slave States
are sometimes accused by their Northern
biethren with displaying too much rash-
ness and sensibility of the operations and
proceedings of Abolitionists.

Would
they excite no emotion? occasion no
manifestations of dissatisfaction, nor lead
to any acts of retaliatory violence ? But
the supposed case falls far short of the
actual one, in a most essential circum
s(gnce. In no contingency could these
cg p;ta3 manufactories and ships rise in
rebellion and massacre the inhabitants of
the Northern States.
