Substitute for Pollen, or "Bee-Bread- ."

These warm days stimulate the bees to
the rearing of brood, although there is as
yet no pollen to gather. Pollen, or "bee- -
bread, as it is called after being stored
in the hive, is the chief food of thelarv.--
and, as they cannot be reared wilhout it
the bee keeper will find it necessary to
give them a substitute for it when their
natural supply is insufficient forthe young
l. I. : ..1 1.1 1,. .: , . .:,uiwu; 11, sfiouiu uu given ai lcasi tiniii
the early flowers appear. There is usual
ly a supply of old bee bread in the combs
during winter for early spring use, and
comns containing this may be equally dis
trihuted among the swarms that are de
ficient. Flour has been civen" as a sub
stitute, and the bees appear to prefer it to
the old pollen. Rve flour, unbolted, is
generally considered the best: but Gra
ham, or unbolted flour from wheat, may
also be used, while common flour is of
little value. Place it in shallow dishes
among the hives, where the wiud will not
disturb it, and the bees will soon begin
appropriating it to their use. It is yet
too cold Jor the bees to fly, excepting
when the sun shines; therefore it is only
necessary., to - give ' rnein nour on
warm and pleasant days. Unless it
is fed now, it will soon be . use
less 10 Take tne trouble; tor, as soon
as flowers yield pollen in sufficient Quan
tities tliry will no longer touch the flour.
Spring is not the only time when this
substitute is found necessary. Sometimes
during a period hi the honey season there
are no flowers mat yield pollen, or, at
least, but an insufficient quantity, and
then it is well to supply the lack by feed-
ing unbolted flour. The bee keener will
fiud a knowledge of botany of use to him
111 this case, as he can then ascertain
when the is devoid of per
fect and staminate flowers that is, such
as produce pollen. A simple way of ascer-
taining if the bees are unable to find pol-
len, is to watch at the entrace of a hive.
and see if any of the worker-bee- s return
from the fields laden with it. They are
easily distinguished trom the honey-gather-

as their loads of red. brown, or yel
low pollen, which "they carry on their
thighs, are distinctly seen. When there
is a deficiency of this food, the swarms
will necessarily decrease in numbers, as
no young bees can be reared ; without it.
It is also undoubtedly used by the bees in
the formation of wax, although it has
been shown that it is not indispensable.
as wax can be made from honey alone.

Early Cucumbers.

There are several modes of growing
early cucumbers. Our one is to plant the
seed early in hot-bed- Soon after the
plants begin to show their second pair of
leaves, pusn a Knite or trowel under them
so as to sever the tap-root- in a day or
two, transplant them in the hot-bed- ; do
tins without divcstinsr the plants of earth.
A week later push a knife down around
them so as to cut lateral roots within an
inch of the main root ; then lift the ball
and transplant it.

Once every eight days or so. shorten
the roots, each time going a little further
out, ana alter each pruning transplant.
Some two or three weeks before setting
in the field, transplant into cold frames, or
annul coiu air lreely to harden. .Nothing
can be gained by transplanting into cold
frames or into the garden until the soil in
either place hrst becomes warm.

Small frames covered with glass may
be advantageously used iu the open field
on cold nights, as a protection against
frost or cold winds; but at other times the
glass ought to be left off. In this way, if
plants are properly hardened and balls of
earth containing them are carried to the
held and set without disturbing the roots,
encumbers can be had six weeks earlier
than by planting seeds early in the epen
grouuu. irrairw farmer.

The true
remedy is to keep cool and try to master
the difficulties, and not let them master
you.

Radishes. To lie worth anything the
radish must have a quick growth, ltotten
wood from the forest is excellent to mix
with the soil. The seed germinates very
readily. Sow as early in the spring as
possible, ill drills six inches apart, thin
ning to two inches in the drill.

They are much encouraged
by every sort of tilth, in which they
breed, and consequently may be dimin
ished in numbers by constant and thor
ough cleanliness both around our houses
and in our streets.

Sowixo Clover, Seed. Farmers who
grow clover seed are recommended, by a
writer in the Iliirul 1IWW, to sow the
seeds in the chaff without hulling, since
it is actually worth more and will bring a
better crop than the same quantity of seed
will if hulled. He says many of the seeds
are tniitreu by hulling, and the chait is
protection to the young and tender
plants.

n extern Mural that he has cured many
" knee sprung" horses by having them
snod witli lieel-calk- s very loner and toe-
calks short. Thus the constant strain of
the cords of the leg is removed. The
horse thus shod, should have his legs
bathed twice a day, for a few days, with
salt and vinegar, and should not be driv
en nor ridden fast down hill.

Heap as much
salt as will. stand on the beef, and let it
remain twenty-fou- r hours; then take the
meat oil and boil it, and you will find it
as salty as- - if it bad been in pickle for
weeks ine water having drawn the salt
completely through the beef.

IlARiiowrxo Corn. A correspondent
of the Wcrtern Fanner gives the follow-
ing description of how he harrows his
corn: "I commence just before the corn
conies up and continue as needed, to keep
sou loose and weeds out ot sight, until it
is so tall the harrow will break it otF if
used. There is nothing so needful to se-

cure a crop of corn, with our short sea
sons, as frequent stirring of the soil when
it is in its first stages of growth, and no
tool will do this so cheaply or so thor
oughly in the hill as a rightly constructed
harrow. 1 harrow back and forth till
have my land as 1 desire. If the coin is
rowed both ways of the field, the second
harrowing should cross the first, the third
the second, and so on. I have not had a
failure in four years with Dent corn on
my white, heavy, cold soil.

To Dye Sheep-ski- n Mats. A sub-
scriber asks for a method of preparing
ana coloring snecp-ski- n mats. 1 he first
necessity is a good skin; the skin of
healthy animal slaughtered for meat
should be chosen, not one taken from a
sheep dead trom disease, as the wool on
that rill easily come off. A yearling
Cotswold's skin makes a beautiful mat.
The skin should be taken off carefully,
and no cuts or gashes made in it, spread
on a table, and scraped from adhering
tlcsn or tat, and sprinkled on the tlesli
side with alumn and salt pounded fine; it
should be folded in the centre, and rolled
up and tied tightly with a string, and al
lowed to remain forty-eigh- t hours, then
rubbed with a piece of chalk until dry
and soft. The skin should then be tacked
with the wool outwards on to a piece of
board of the size the mat is desired to be.
The bath of dye is then prepared, the
wool washed in pure soap and water mod-
erately warm, until freed . from all dirt
and grease, and the mat carefully dipped
in ine nam until tnc wool is immersed,
but not the skin, in which position it is
allowed to remain until it has taken the
dye sufficiently, which will vary with dif
lerent dyeing materials. To prevent a
streaky or cloudy appearance, the mat
should be gently moved to and fro in the
bain occasionally wimout lilting or de-
pressing it. Any dye that will color wool
may be used. Scarlet, blue and yellow
are favorite colors for mats. When dry,
the skin is cut fiom the board, and the
mat is finished. lleartt and llome.

To raise onions from seed, the seed
must be fresh. Throw a pinch in a cup
ot water, it it sinks it is sound, it not.
plant potatoes in your onion-be- If
good, it should be put in the ground the
last of March or first of April not later
than the middle at any rate. Make drills
a foot apart. Sow the seed pretty
thickiy. It will come up in about two
weeks. Thin to an inch or more apart.
Keep perfectly clean. It is best to weed
by baud. Girls can tend an onion-be- d

and be happy. Never hoe dirt up tajard
an onion plaut. When the tops die, it
is a sign that the bulbs want digging.
Leave in little heaps for a few days and
then store away. ets are mostly raised
from seed. It should be sown thickly and
not thinned. You will thus get a vast
number of little onions, which are to be
laid by and planted in the fall or spring.
In the purchase of seed you had better
select either Wethersfield lied, or Dan
vers Yellow.

s should be planted in autumn.
and covered with straw when winter sets
in. You will thus get the start of your
neighbors, and thereby nil them wim in-

tense pleaiisurc. Ihey will succeed
planted in the spring, but will not give
so early a crop. The potato onion is the
best to plant lor the main crop, llicv
should be set out in the fall, and treated
as sets.

Abonfr Lawns.

We have touched the renewing and im-
proving of lawns time and time again, yet
every now and then we are button-hole-

on the street with: "I wish you would
tell me what to do with my lawns." Well,
we ask about it "why, somehow the
grass seems to have irot tliin, and don't
look good and strong; the soil is rather
light, although every year I have given it
a top dressing of stable manure in the fall
and raked it all oil in the spring. '

Yes, we say, just as many another man
void of knowledge of the wants of the
grass roots has done. You have sup
plied a little stimulus, and a very little
one, to enable the plant to make a first
start in spring, by reason of theammoni- -
acal alkali obtained from the leachingof
the manure during winter, and as soon as
that is exhausted, which generally is ere
the heated season comes in, the plant has
nothing but the poor old soil and its
broken roots to support it. Now, if you
would first sow over your lawn fine boue
meal at the rate of eight bushels to the
acre, then salt at the rate of four bushels
to the acre, then plaster at the rate of one
bushel to the acre, then cover the whole
half an inch thick with fine garden soil,
leaf mold, or fine chip mold from an old
wood yard pile, and then sow clean blue
grass sued at the rate of two bushels to
the acre, and rake the whole with a fine
toothed iron rake, finish by rolling, and
we guarantee you a lawn that will keep
fresb and green all summer, no matter
how dry the season. We hope some of
our button-holin- g friends will read this.
