Well, you know, we got the clothes
out there all right, and after a while we
distributed them among some of the
natives in the neighborhood. We
thought maybe it would attract them to
the mission, but it didn't, and after
some time had elapsed and not a native
came to church with those clothes on, I
went out on an exploring expedition to
find out about it. It seems that on the
first day after the goods were distrib-
uted one of the chiefs attempted to
mount a shirt. He didn't exactly under-
stand it, and he pushed his legs through
the arms and gathered the tail up
around his waist. He couldn't make it
stay up, however, and they say he went
around inquiring in his native tongue
what kind of an idiot it was that con-
structed a garment that wouldn't hang
on, and swearing some of the most aw-

ful heathen oaths. At last he let it
drag, and that night he got his legs
tangled in it somehow, and fell over a
precipice and was killed.

" Another chief who got one on prop-
erly went paddling around in the dark,
and the people, imagining that he was
ghost, sacrificed four babies to keep off
the evil spirit.

"And then, you know those trous-
ers you sent out? Well, they fitted one
pair on an idol, and then they stuffed
most of the rest with leaves and set
them up as a kind of new-fangl- idols,
and began to worship them. They say
that the services were very impressive.
Some of the women split a few pairs in
half, and after sewing up the legs used
them to carry yams in, and I saw one
chief with a corduroy leg on his head
as a kind of helmet.

"I think, though, the socks were most
popular. AU the fighting men went
for them the first thing. They filled
them with sand and used them as war
clubs. I learned that they were so much
pleased with the efficiency of those
socks that they made a raid on a neigh-
boring tribe on purpose to try them,
and they say they knocked about eighty
women and children on the head before
they came home. They asked me if I
wouldn't speak to you and get you to
send out a few barrels more, and to
make them a little stronger so's they'll
last longer, and I said I would.

Great Snalx.

- The Milford (Pa.) correspondent of
the New York Sun vouches for the
truth of this story : John Quick, Da-

vid Angle, George R. Bosler and Frank
Quick, quarrymen,a few days ago start-
ed into the woods in search of a new
stone quarry. On reaching Red Ridge,
six miles north from Milford, they were
suddenly startled by a loud and contin-
uous noise, caused by rattlesnakes. Be-

ing aware that they were in the vicinity
of a den of these reptiles, but not know
ing the exact locality, they concluded to
follow the sound, and if possible nnd
the den. After walking through the
thicket for a few rods, they found
themselves on the verge of a huge mass
of loose shell rock, at the extreme north
end of which they discovered a black
moving mass of rattlesnakes basking in
the sunshine. A stone dropped
among them by one of the
party caused them to rattle
fiercely, aud the buzz that followed was
almost deafening. Each quarryman
then procured a long, heavy stick, and,
approaching cautiously to within reach
ing distance, began the battle, the
rock upon which the reptiles lay was
surrounded, and rapid blows were
brought to bear upon them. John
Quick, a tall, powerful man, by bring
ing his huge club to bear across the top
of the rock, killed 15 of the snakes at
one blow. The combat continued for
nearly half an hour, when the snakes
that were not killed managed to escape
by crawling into the surrounding rocks.
The party counted nearly 300 dead rep-

tiles, some of them measuring nearly 5
feet in length and having from 15 to 20
rattles. This den is within six miles of
the famous Ball Hill den, in Sho-ho- la

Township, where thousands have
been killed during the past ten years.

FORTY-FOURT- H CONGRESS.
In the Senate, on the Sth, Mr. Sargent,

from the Conference Committee 'on tbe Consular
and Diplomatic Appropriation bill , reported that
the committee had been unable to agree, and a
new committee was appointed, as follows:
Messrs. Sargent, Howe and Bogy. The
Legislative, Executive' and Judicial Ap-
propriation bill was further con-
sidered In the House, r. Blaine,
rising to a question of privilege, made a lengthy
speech in reference to the investigations into the
Union Pacific and Northern Pacific bond trans-
actions with which his name had become in-
volved, and read the Mulligan letters and the
men.oranu.um accompanying the same, and
made explanations of various allusions contained
therein. Mr. Blaine charged the committee en-
gaged in investigating these matters with
unfairness towards mm , and Messrs.
Knott and Hanton reolied . denvinff the chartres.
The discussion was listened to with intense in-
terest, and at one time, when Mr. Blaine
charged the Chairman of the Judiciary Commit-
tee (Mr. Knott) with having received and sup
pressed a dispatch from Mr. Caldwell in Lon
don, confirmatory of Mr. Scott's testi-
mony, the applause on the Republican aide
of the House and in the galleries
was so loud and long continued, that the Speaker
pro tern. (Mr. Cox) reprimanded tbe galleries
and ordered the Doorkeeper to clear the floor of
all unauthorised persons. Mr. Knott denied
having suppressed the dispatch alluded to, and
intimated his belief that it (the dispatch in ques-
tion) was a fixed up Job, inasmuch as the
oommittee bad endeavored to ascertain. Mr.
Caldwell's address, but had failed to do so. In
conclusion Mr. Blaine moved tbe previous ques-
tion on his resolution that the Committee be in-
structed to report regarding the Caldwell tele-
gram) and attempted to make further remarks,
but was prevented by loud calls to order, and by
