THE INSANE ASYLUM HORKOR.

Purticnlars of the Burning of o Portion of
the Minncsota Insane Asylum nt 8¢ Peter
—Severnl Lives Kost by Burning and
Frevzing,

Sr. Pace, Ming., November 16

A bulletin to the Froacersress, from
St Peter, says:.

The numvper of lives lost by burning
apd freezing in the Insane Asylum are
yariously ¢stimared from twenty to ffty,
Loss on building, $300,000.

" A specinl dated “at four a. m., says:
“* The seepesut the buriringr of the south
wing of Llie hosgpital were heartrending
in the extremg.” So appalling a sight
bas turely beell witnessed, und, 1 trust
in Gad, many never be again. The

fany” @f them refu<ed to leave the
buildipg at all. They ran_up aml down
ing and erying and act-
ng like the Bediamites they were. Of

ourse’those who edild not be coaxed
norfugged out of the building became
theambanpy vietims of the lames and
st ‘a borrible sdeath in the pit
of fire, others were saved by lad-
ders, and some by leaping from the
windows; some were nearly nude,
some shoeless and hatless, and all were
exposed to  Lhe exceedinzg ecold
of the night. Many of the r, do-
mented and crazed inmates fled as if
for their lives, and could not be over-
taken or confined. Their sufferings in
this frightful condition can betier be
imagined than described. The whole
eatustrophe is a fearful one to contem-
plate. und one impossible to deseribe.

The poor, dazed inmates of the asylum

who had eseaped the flames were at

Inrge half clothed, and were to be seen

in all directions flying in wild fright

from those who attempted to save them.

The air was bitter cold, and the poor

wretches with half nnked bodies and

bleeding feet were flying about hiding

in alleys and dark corners. It was a

sizht once scen never to be forgotten.

* For some time the capacity of the
building has been tried to its utmost.
There were about 600 patients, and
every inch of space was utilized. What
will be done with these poor creatures
turned out in the cold, and their mal-
ady increased by the excitement of the
oceasion, is & serious question. There
are two other buildings sitnated in the
town which are used, but they are al-
ready crowded to their full capacity.
The asylum at Rochester is full, and
will doubtless be unable to provide ac-
commaodations for any of the inmates
at St. Peter, turned out in the cold by
the terrible calastrophe.”

them down in their arms, without cloth-
ing, in many cases, At the other win-

A specinl from St. Peter ot 3 p. m.
says: It is still dificult to get at the
names and particulars of the awful ca-
lamity that came upon us lust night, as
all is terror and excisement, and the
grim ruin and slowly rising smoke strike
the heart as sullen reminders of the
shoeking fire. To get at a complete
list of those killed and hurt is not now
among the possibilities, I have just
seen Dr. Bartlett, of the asylum, and
he says there are not more than twelve
lives lost, and probably as many more
burt and suffering from the bitter cold
of last night; indeed, more people are
believed to be hurt and dying from
exposure to the weather than from
burns received. Other people say that
&8 many as twenly insane people either
perished in the flames or died on the
cold hills during the night. So many

** The suffering has been terrible, and
no pen can deseribe it or human mind
realize it. Hundreds of the patients
are ns helpless ns children, and are
scemingly shocked and dazed so as to
render them almost insensible.

The
center building and south wing have
been preserved and the ruins of the
other portions of the building are being
overhauled as fast as possible in the
search for the dead. The officers of the
institution are making every effort to
discover the wherenbouts of missin

atients and take care of those nliﬁ
iere.  Arrangements will be perfectod
before night closes by which all will be
comfortably cared for."
