SALT L A ice, Utah. Oct. 7.—At (he general 
conference of the Church of Je3us Christ of 
Latter Day Saints to-day the official declar­
ation ot President WWord Woodruff for­
bidding in the future any marriages in vio­
lation of the Jaws ot the land was read, and 
the congregation, numbering nearly 10,000 
persons, including the apostles, bishops and 
leading elders of the church, by unanimous 
vote recognized the authority of tho presi­
dent to issue the manifesto and accepted it 
as authoritative and binding. 

George Q. Cannon publ ic ly announced 
his endorsement ot the manifesto and his 
recognition of the supremacy of laws that 
had been declared constitutional by tho 
supreme court of the United States. H e 
thanked God he lived among such people, 
those w h o wore not a/rald of the conse­
quences and took their pun i shment l ike 
heroes. The t ime is coming when this con­
duct of the Latter Day Saints wi l l stand out 
as the brightest page in modern history. 
Their sufferings would be accepteble to the 
Lord. Cannon further baid that Saints 
would obey the laws and bow in submission 
to the nation's will and leave the conse­
quences with the Lord. H e told the people 
not to worry about 1891, that Christ would 
not come then. 

In the afternoon President Woodruff 
3poke. H*e said the Lord is about to prune 
his vineyard ior the last t ime and that 
3prouts would fall l ike grain before the 
mower. H e spoke of the martyrdom of 
Joseph Smith and the crucifixion of Christ 
as matters of l ike import. 

The con erence also readopted the origi­
nal articles ot faith, which is this: "We be­
lieve in being .subject to kings, presidents, 
rulers and magistrates in obeving, honor­
ing and sustaining the law." 

The action taken settled the vexed ques­
tion, and places aii effectual bar again iuture 
polygamous marriages in Utah. It is the 
most important Btep taken by the church 
lor more than a quarter of a century.

The question will probably be decided in a 
lew days. 

" I : was stated at the treasury department 
this afternoon that in v iew of the provis­
ions of section J4 o f the customs adminis­
trative law, which applies also to all i m ­
portations under the present tariff law, the 
department wil l posi t ively decl ine to in­
struct customs officers on anv questions 
arising under the present l aw affect­
ing the classification or assessment of 
duties o n imported merchandise. 
The section reierred to provides 
that the decision of c o l l a t o r s of customs in 
regard to tne rate and amount of duties on 
imported merchandise is hnal against all 
persons unless they protes and take the 
case to the board of * general apprais rs. It 
provides f rther that if the importers are 
dissatisfied with the action of that board 
they may apply to the circuit courts ot the 
United States. The treasury department 
holds that there is n o other remedy, and 
that the department can in no way interfere 
in the matter.

From her experience Miss 
Coultre says that she knows this to be a 
fact, i h e ignorant converts come to Salt 
Lake City filled with promises of a life of 
ease and luxury and with an idea that the 
church will aid in their support. Instead 
oi this, they are housed l ike animals in 
miserable little adobe huts. 

Upon the grinding labor of the converts 
the Mormon church flourishes. They have 
to nay one-tenth ol all they possess and 
one-tenth ol all they earn to support the 
church. Many of the Mormon settlements 
use sage brush lor fuel and have to subsist 
principally upon fish, which thev dry and 
keep lor lood in the winter. * I

Resolved, That we organize ourselves into a 
deliberative, intelligent and unswervingly reso­
lute national union, to be known as the 
Great American Agricultural union, loyal to 
all constitutional and patriotic principles of 
of our great republic, strengthening and cemem-
mg the bonds of sectional union North, South. 
East and West by our common cause and sym­
pathetic interests, so adjusted as to leave no 
confi.ct of sectional competition and estrange­
ments. 

And, further, be it resolved m this, that our 
moral force, by a sublime consistency of sym­
metrical integrity in principles, m motives and 
results, shall be felt and approved throughout 
the whole nation; and. whereas, we till the land, 
feed all mankind, and are, in truth, the source 
and dependence of all prosperity, mechanical 
and commercial; be it, therefore. 

Resolved, That we know henceforth but one 
party or purpose, politically, and only vote as 
one man for the good of all as agreed by tb» 
union.

The eonferrees' report on the deficiency ap­
propriation bill was adopted in both houses 
to-day. The bill as i t passed the house ap­
propriated 85,230,536. The senate increased-
this appropriation by $2,644,956. making 
the amount carried by the bill as it passed 
the senate $7 ,875 ,492 . 

The Northwestern senators to-day won a 
distinctive victory in the fight for an irriga­
tion appropriation for artesian purposea. 

The senate decided that the senators from 
the new states should draw salaries from the 
time the states were admitted into the 
Union by the proclamation of the president. 

The con'erence report on the bill for th» 
relief ot settlers in the Northern Pacific rail­
road iudemnity lands was presented and 
agreed to . 

HOUSE. 

Representative Burrows of Michigan to-day 
in the house introduced for reference a bill 
appropriating $9 ,000 ,000 t o repair and 
build the levees of the lower Mississippi from 
the head of the passes t o Cairo. 

The senate bill was nassed extending for 
one year the time for the payment by Bettlerv 
on public lands in cases oi drouth. 

A bill* was passed t o pre vent the desecra­
tion o f the United States flag by the print­
ing thereon of any painting advertisements. 

SENATE. 

Mr. Sherman (in company with Mr, Harris V 
reported tha t the committee ofthe t w o houses 
had waited on the President and had inform­
ed him that the two houses had concluded 
their business and were prepared to adjourn 
if he had no further communication t o make 
t o them; and that the president had answer­
ed tha t he had no further commmcation t o 
make, 

A message was received from the house an­
nouncing its concurrence with the resolution. 
as to negotiations wirh Great Britain and 
Mexico t o prevent Chinese entering the United 
States. 

Mr. Morton then arose and announced t h a t 
the senate should adjourn. 

HODSE. 

The report o f the wheat investigating com­
mittee were accompanied by a resolution de­
claring the office of postmaster ot the house 
vacant, and directs the postmaster t o j»er-
lorm the duties of postmaster until a post­
master shall have been elected and duly qual-' 
lined. 

Alter winding up a little unimportant bus­
iness the House adjourned, and BO the first 
session o f t h e Fifty-first Congress expired.

October Outing: The pheasant is an arti­
ficial production and not a bird of the 
wilderness, l ike the quail, the snipe, the 
woodcork and the wi ld duck, or even the 
partridge and the grouse. H e is an im­
portation, no t on ly into England but into 
Europe. Whether h e came into England 
through their Roman conqu-arors, whose 
aviaries he adorned, or through France, 
where he has always been wide ly spread, 
is matter of little or n o moment . Suffice, 
as the Americans sav, he got here all' the 
same, as h e would, i f carried, get into and 
thrive in any country where the tepiper-
ature is no t too low and where there are 
silent woods wi th a thick undergrowth tor 
shelter, for he i s a ready colonizer. H e 
would doubtless have crossed eastward into 
America from Asia centuries ago 
but for the intervening sea. W h y 
h e has no t been introduced into 
t h e admirably adapted Southern states; 
w h y the ample woods o f Virginia do not 
g low with h is p lumage and echo with his 
crow is one of tho«>e things which, as Dun­
dreary says, "no fellow can find out." It i s 
no t very difficult, in a n y suitable country, 
to maintain the pheasant, a l though i t "is 
costly to do so. After his infantile days his 
natural food is s imple. The acorn, the 
beech nut, the root of the buttercup or the 

fulewort crowfoot suffice h im; but i f these 
ail h e is quite ready—nay, more than ready 

—to take Irom the hands o f man the fruits 
of artificial cultivation—the barleycorn, the 
buckwheat, the fragrant pea or even the 
ubiquitous potato. The difficulty with h i m 
as an aduic (leaving poachers out o f t h e 
question) is not to rear h im in plenty, hut 
to keep h i m at home, so that he may be- -
there when he is wanted; for he is a very , 
gregarious bird, especially fond of compa- ] 
ny, a bird ot many wives (relic ot his East­
ern origin) and much given to wandering-
abroad to find them. Many a ie the shifts 
to which the keeper is put to repress this' k 
wandering instinct. •. >
