MINNESOTA.
John Niak was indicted by the grand
. jury for murder in the first degree.

E. A. Burbank has been appointed health
inspector to succeed ex-inspector Tousley,
recently removed,

Experts working on the books of the ele-
vator companies completed transcribing

- and checking a number of cars remaining
unaccounted for,

Geo. H. Sheire has been elected Calonel

- of the Minnesota division Sons of Veterans
and has established headquarters at St.
Paul.

Mrs. R. Duxbury, of Harmony, mother
of I A. Duxbury, principal of the Mabel
school, also of W. R. Duxbury, Preston,
was buried recently.

A brakeman named Frank Liddell, aged
20, was killed in  the Kansas City yards at
Lyle, while switching. His parents re-
side in Canada.

Chief MceQuade of Duluth received a tele-
gram from the sheriff at Benson, stating

that Noak, the murderer of the Finlander:

Markay had been captured.

Cards have been received at Red Wing
announcing the marriage at Syracuse. N. Y.,
of Frank E. Knox, formerly ofthis ecity,
and Mrs, D, V. Avlesworth, ;

Two Salvation Army officers were  est-
ed and lodged in jail at Red Wing for play-
ing musical instruments on the streets,
contrary toa city ordinance.

Deputy Sheriff O'Gannan arrested John
P. Rowan, of Grove City, at Annandale
ona charge of forgery preferred at Meeker
county. Rowan protests his innocence,

Mrs, Helen Wylie, a pioneer resident of
Goodhue county, died at her home in
Sugar Loaf valley afier a long iliness, aged
fifty-three years.

John F. Rowen was bou.d over to the
grand jury at Litehfield, on the charge of
forging a check on the Merchants and
Farming bank at Grove City. In defaultof
#3500 bonds he was sent to jail.

The MeMahon murder tri al was conclud-
-ed at Henderson. The jury, after being in
ten hours, rendered a verdict of not guilty
onthe ground of insanity. T.J, McMahon
shot his wife May 24, 1390,

The Calitornia wine house, at St. Cloud,
owned by M. Miller & Co., was sold re-
cently to Nick Lambert. The wholesale part
ofthe hLouse will remain under the same
management.

Adelbert Goheen, under sentence of
«death, at Fergus Falls tells Sheriff' Billings
he will never be hanged alive. The sherift
differs from him. Two watchers, onenight
and one day, are with Goheen constantly.

The first graduating exercises ever held
in Glenwood took place in the town hall.
Edwin Thorson, son of Judge Thorson
being the only graduate. The hall was
handsomely decorated for the occasion.

In the case of Margaret J. Mitchell vs.
W. B. E. and C. 8. Mitchell for $5,000
damages, which has been occupying the
atrention of jury for two days at St. Cloud,
a verdict was rendered of $500 for the
plaintiff,

Chuck-Un- Dum, an Indian, wasbrought
before United States Commissioner Tillot-
son on the charge of selling liquor to the
Indians at White Earth. The evidence not
being conclusive the commissioner dis-
charged the accused.

Albert Fisher was sectenced at Rochester
to two years in Stillwater for larceny in the
second degree and Charles Lester, his ac-
coplice, to the reformatory at St. Cloud.
Both are Rochester boys, and their erime
was the robbery of a local hardware store.

In the case of Orcutt vs. Northern Pacitic
railroad at St. Cloud, the jury returned a
verdiet of 8575 for the plaintiff, Oreutt sued
for 32,000 damages for personal injuries re-
ceived while side-tracked with a car load of
goods at Sauk Rapids,

An 8-year-old son of Joseph Kohland, a
cizarinuker employed by Marx & Wier, of
St Clond, was probably fatally shot in the
abdomen while playing with a revolver.
It 12 not known just how the accident oc-
curred, as the boy's mother found him un-
con=cions in the wood shed.

F.8. Hunt, a prominent young veterinary
surgeon, of Sauk Center, was quietly mar-
ried by Judge L. R. Barto to Miss Nellie
Deidrich, also of that city. The girl's par-
ents objected to the marriage, and were not
informed of the event until Hunt went for
h1s wife's clothes and his own. 4

Jos.Meike and Jos. J. Doll have been ar-
rested at Fergus Falls for placing an obstruc-
tion on the Northern Pacific track at Rich-
land. Doll was held to the grand jury in
bonds of £1,000 and committed to the coun-
ty jail. Meilke was released on his own re-
cognizance,

At the closeofthehig school commence-
ment exercises at Northfield, Prof. W. T,
¥, Shelleck, the superintendent of the pub-
lic schools, and the leader of the high
gchool orchestra, was presented with a
beautiful coronet, the gift of students in
the high school,

At St. Cloud, Harry Branch, arrested a
short time ago on the charge of incendiar-
ism, and was subsequently released on $2-
000 bail, failed to appear for trial, and in-
quiries prove that he has flown. Nic Karls,
who was arrested on the same charge, ap-
peared and waved examination.

A farmers’ institute will be held at
Browns Valley June 25, and will be con-
ducted by SBupt. G. C. Gregg and his ex-
cellent corps of assistants. Farmers and
1erchants have taken hold of the matter
and will endeavor to make it one of the
most successful institutes ever held in the
state,

A bad wreck was cansed at Anoka by the
west bound Eastern Minnesota freight run-
ming into an open switch and colliding
with the yard switch engine. Both engines
were siashed into kindling wood and Fire-
man Temple badly injured about the head.
Five cars of wheat werestove up and a
tramp stealing a ride nearly killed.

At Aurora John and Knut Hanson at-
tacked Peter Zeiner. Zeiner defended him-
self with a hatchet, cutting off John's ear,
breaking his skull and cutting a long gash
in his side, so that he cannot live. Knut
was somewhat injured. Zeiner gave him-
self up to the authorities, and he and Knut
are both in jail awaiting a hearing.

Patrick Murphy, a tramp, was injured
by the cars at Wadena. He tried to jump
a freight train, andslipped and fell under

the cars, the wheels cutting off the fingers
ofthe right hand and crushing the right
shoulder and arm. He was taken to the
hospital at Brainerd, where his arm was
amputated, but he died soon after. His
home was in Sand Hill, N, Y. He was
a soldier n the War of the Rebellion and
about fifly years of age.

NORTH DAKOTA,

All the merchants burned out at Wahpe-
ton are continuing business at new stands.
D. E. Rice says his loss was $6,000 and in-
surance $2,500, instead of the figures given
before.

The anuunal meeting of the Red river
valley university was in session.
Many Methodist clergymen and laymen
are in the city to witness the corner stone
exercises.

Senator Casey has received notice from
Acting Secretary Chandler of the interior
department, that authority has been
granted for the temporary use of the Rock
Island reservation near Devil’s Lake city,
for the encampment of the North Dakota
militia.

Heavy losses of sheep and lambs are re-
portedsince the present storm began, Farm-
ers and stock companies have brought
about 50,000 sheep into North Dakota this
spring, and in very few instances have they
been prepared to house them during the
lambing period.

The attorney general of North Dakota
has rendered an opinion declaring the
election of H. P. Rucker, of Grand Forks,
as chairman of the state world’s fair board
void. Rucker is a member of the board of
national commissioners, and the attorney
general holds that he cannot hold an office
on the state board, being only an ex-
oflicio or advisory member of the board.

Joseph H. Shaw, a farmer living three
miles southeast of Hope, was found dead in
his shanty with two bullet holes in his
head, It is unquestionably a case of
murder with money as the motive. He
has been quite successful in Dakota, and
was in the habit of boasting about it. A
farm hand from an adjoining place is sus-
pected of haying committed the deed. He
was seen going to Shaw's place abouta
week ago, and the decomposed body in-
dicates that the murder had been com-
mitted then.

SOUTH DAKOTA.

A Carthage report says cut worms are do-
ing great damage to the corn, flax and gar-
dens in various parts of this county.

Rev. H. 8. Mills, pastor of the Congrega-
tional church at Huron, has tendered his
resignation, to take effect July 1.

Thegrand lodge ofthe Knights of Pythias
of South Dakota held their session in Madi-
son.

During the recent thunder storm light-
ning struck the dwelling of J. A. Nye, one
mile south of Salem, injuring two of the
family, a son and daughter, quite severely.

An artesian well derrick 60 feet high blew
down at Letcher. Sam Lane, half way up
tostrengthen the guys miraculously escap-
ed injury.

At theschool election held at Watertown
W. D. Morris, A. Connor, H. A. Hilde-
brandt and A. C. Johnson were elected for
a term oftwo years. Alight vote was poll-
ed.

Government offieials are having trouble
in many instances in forcing Indian child-
ren to attend the government schools. In
some cases rations have to be cut off before
the parents are willing to let them go.

Hans Vole, a younz man t'wenty-three
years old, living near Bristol, committed
suicide by jumping head foremost into an
old well thirty-four feet deep. Tha cause
is supposed to be insanity.

The state breeders association elected the
following officers: President, J. B. Geddis,
of Beadle county; vice-president, Z. M.
Hopkins, of Wahworth, secretary, W. Z.
Bushnell, of Huron; treasuver, E. L. Shurl-
ing, of Brookings.

At the first regular meeting of the newly
elected board of education at Mitehell
Frank A. Helwig of Clarence, N. Y., was
clected superintendent ofschools in place
of Miss J. M. Pryne, the present incums-
bent. A number of other changes in the
force were also made.

The sherift jailed Charles Oliphant at
Sturgis. He is a young man living 30 miles
in the country. Ieshot a neighbor's boy
named Fellon, the trouble arising from a
dog chasing cattle. Fellon will die. Oli-
phant admits committing the erime.

A Pierre dispatch says: The proposition
to issue $120,000 worth of fanding bhonds
was submitted to the people of this county.
The proposition carried by a practically
unanimous vote. In this city there were
but three votes against. Owing to inclem-
ent weather and no opposition, the vote
was very light.

Judge Campbell at Aberdeen denied the
motion of the defendant for a new trial in
the case of Cramer vs. Kennedy. The issue
was the states attorneyship of this county,
the plaintiff being an independent and the
defendant a republican. The case attracted
much attention and aroused much bitter-
ness.

The feeling is growing among South
Dakota farmers that the settlers who stick
to their farms will never have reason to re-
gret their determination. A real estate
dealer in Castalia, Charles Mix county, has
sold within the last week nearly 5,000 acres
of land in that county for $10 per acre to
one person for cash. Papers in that county
are now calling on the farmers to hold on to
their farms.

The South Dakota sheep breeders'and
wool growers held the second annual meet-
ing at Huron and it was largely attended.
Col. Gedd is president and W. F, T. Bush-
nell, of Huron, is secretary. Congressman
Pickler addressed the association and a
large crowd of citizens. H. G. Wolfe has
been elected clerk of courts for Beadle
county to fill the vacancy occasioned by
the death of J. L. Spaulding.

WISCONSIN.

‘While Mrs, Lambdin of New Richmond
was upstairs for a few momenis, psneak
thief entered the house and took all thesil-
verware he could find, including napkin
rings, spoons and knives and forks.

At a meeting of the council ofthe diocese
of Fond du Lac it was voted to refuse to
consent to the consecration of PhMMps
Brooks for bishop of Massachusetts, The
committee stcod two in favor to three
against giving consent.

During the heavy rain storm recently the
large barn of Charles Bergerons, on his
farm in the lower part of Eagle Point, was
struck by lightning and burned with all its
contents. Bergerons estimates his loss at
$4,000, insurance $800.

When the Pittsburg was at the landing

[ early the other day, thers was a fight be-

tween two deck hands. One knocked the
other down with a club and beat him over
the head while lyingsenseless. Itisreport-
ed that he died before reaching Winona.

Jennie Olson, & nine-year-old girl who
wandered into the woods and was lost, was
found nextday six miles from Ashland in
an unconscious condition. She was ex-
posed nearly thirty-six hours to a cold rain
and her escape from death is remarkable,

The school district of Eau Claire has
voted in favor of horrowing $40,000 from
the state to build a high school and man-
ual training: school. Frank McDonough,
Dr. James H. Noble, Dr, Chas. Alexander
and J. F. Ellis were elected to the board of
education.

P. B. Leroy, proprietor ofa Tower avenue
barber shop, West Superior, is suffering
from serious injuries inflicted by John
Barr, a discharged employer. Barr walked
into the shop and dealt Leroy a stunning
blow, following up another, which stretch-
ed the victim of assault out senseless. Barr
escaped.

The first mate on theschooner Sherwood,
one of Biglow & Co.’s fleet of lumber boats
of Chicago, was instantly killed at Wash-
burn. A tow line broke, striking him on
the head. The Sherwood was aground and
the steamer White-and Friant trying to re-
lease her when the accident occurred.

Crosse with 60 members. Officers were,

Kaye, in New Richmond, was
captured at Cylon, a small station 10 miles
east of here on the Central, where he was
trying to sell them. District Attorney
Hawkins brought the man to this city and

| afterwards sent him to jail in Hudson,

where he will remain until his trial, which
occurs at the latter place on June 22.

One of the miost disastrous rainstorms
ever known in this section visited Darling-
ton, the other day. The wind blew a hurri-
cane, the rain fell in torrents and hailstones
as large as hen's eggs, crashed against
houses and through the foliage. Many win-
dow lights were broken, several outhouses
blown down and incalculable damage to
crops has resulted. The river has risen
four feet in an hour, and bids fair to be the
highest ever known. No loss of life is re-
ported so far. o

Preparations for a new packing house in
Dubuque were completed. The parties en-
gaged in it are 8. D. Ryan and several east-
ern capitalists, It will be located on the
levee at the lower end of the city, and have
a capacity of 1,000 hogs per day.

The State funeral directors' association
adjourned to meet at Sioux City next year.
The tollowing officers were chosen: Presi-
dent, H. K. Burketr, of Creston; treasurer,
D. C. Wilbur, of Marshalltown; secretary,
A. E. Wilber, of Marshalltown.

A. traunweiser, a jeweler of Cedar rapids,
thirty-five years old shot his wife killing
her instantly, and then shot himself, dying
on the spot. Itis supposed he was -crazy.
e had threatened several times to kill his
wife.

An excursion train bound for Cedar Rap-
ids from Davenport, Iowa ran off the track
near Tipton. Four coaches tipped over on
their sides and were dragged some distance,
but the engine neverleft the rails. The
accident is supposed to have been caused
by spreading rails. Several were severely
injured, but probably none fatally.

A proposition has been extended from
outside capitalists toa large tow mill with
the necessary machinery for manufacturing
the various products of flax straw in Mason
City. They ask a guaranteed loan of $20,-
000. Thisis a great flax cehter and the
establishment ofsuch a factory would be &
big thing for Northern Iowa.

The Dubuque county Farmers' Alliance
mutual fire and lightning insurance asso-
ciation filed articles of incorporation.
There is no capital stock, as it is a mutual
company and only members ofthe Alliance
will be insured. It runs for 20 years, with
the privilege of renewel. The presidents,
vice-president, secretary and treasurer of
the Farmers’ Alliance make up the official
board and will run.the business.

SLAIN BY SOLDIERS.

A Terrible State of Affairs in Hayi as
the Result of the
Rebellion,

Every Man Suspected of Sympathiz-
ing With the Rebels Put to Death
: Without Trial,

Porr AU Prixcr, June 9.—The massacre
Of Bt. Bartholomew sinksintoinsignificance
beside the scenes enacted - here in the last
few days. :

For the last two or three weeks there
have been rumors that a revolution against
Hypolite was imminent in this capital, and
these having reached the ears of the chief
executive, he caused the arrest of about
eighty suspected persons, dragged them
from their houies and put them in irons in
prison.

Among the suspected was a Gen. Sully,
who, hearing he was wanted, hid himself.

“Tailing to secure the general himself, his

wife was taken instead and thrown into
prison.

‘The outbreak of the rebels occurred on
Thursday, May 28. While President Hip-
polyte was attending church a former cab-
inet, at the head of cighty followers,
stormed the prison and released 200 political
and other prisoners, The released prisuners
were provided with srms, and when Hip-
polyte’s troops arrived un the scene there
wasa bloody battle. Hippolyte, fearing
that he wouid be shot down by some of the
rebels if he apveared on the street, re-
mained in the church all day guarded by
soldiers.

He called out the reserve militia and the
rebels were soon routed. The leader of the
rebels, the former cabinet minister, whose
name the officers of the vessel did not learn,
was

CAPTURED AND SHOT AT ONCE.

By night of Tursday forty of the insar-
gents were captured and putto death. Oth-
ers were captured and shot on Friday, Sat-
urday and Sunday. Every man suspected
of being in sympathy with the insurgents
was put to death without trial assoon as
captured.’

Most of the 200 prisoners released from
jalalil by the insurgents were recaptured and
shot.

The outbreak seemed to have been pre-
cipitated by the killing of Ernest Rigaud,
the largest merchant at Port Au Prince,
by the order of President Hippolyte.
Regaud, who alleged that he was a French
subject, had been in Paris some time and
had only recently returned to Hayti. Ex-
President Legitime isin Paris and is sup-
posed to be in secret communication with
his sympathizers in Hayi.

Rigaud was suspected of being in sympa-
thy with the Legitime party and of aiding
it. It was believed that he had brought
from Paris a cargo of arms for the rebels.
On Thursday morning, May 28, President
Hippolyte went to the house of Rigaud
followed hy a detachment of soldiers.

The soldiers remained outside, while the’

president entered alone. He asked the mer-
chant if he did not have guns concealed in
the house. Rigaud answered that he had
no guns in the house. *“Then you have
them at your store,” said the president.

SHOT DOWN IN THE STREET,

The merchant replied that he had no
guns concealed anywhere, but itissaid he
insulted Hippolvte and ordered him out of
the house. Pulting his hand on Rigand’s
shoulder, the president said: *“Come with
me."” d

They left the house together and stepped
out in front of the waiting soldiers. With-
out another word to Rigaud, Hippolyte
stepped aside and gave the order to fire.
The soldiers raised their guns and fired a
volley into the hody of the rich merchant,
He fell dead in front ot his house.

Hippolyte no doubt thought this would
trighten the friends of Legitime, who con-
templated an outbreak,but it reems to have
roused them to fury, and the attack on the
prison and release ot the political prisoners
tollowed in a lew houra.

- On Saturday morning, May 80, a nephew
of Ernest Rigaud, who was associated
with him in business, called at Presidenf
Hippolyte's house to ask , about the kill-
ing of his uncle. The young man did not
know that his uncle was shot by order of
the president.

He believed it was done by the soldiers
without orders and he intended to demand
an investigation. Assoon as he addressed
the president and stated the okject of his
visit Hippolyte

ORDERED HIM SHOT.

He was at onée dragged into the street by
the soldiers and shot dead. The outbreak
caused great excitement in Port au Prince.
and thoroughly alarmed Hippolyte and
his government.

The full military reserve force was called
out, the custom house and all public build-
ings were closed, and no one was allowed
toglunve the city without a passport from
the government.

About the same time Mr. Alexis Rossig-
nol, an inoffensive and much esteemed
man, was executed in the streets; another
man was put up against the cathedral wall
und shot; seventeen were executed in a
batch; and, even at this date, an occasional
volley telis that another poor wretch has
been sent to his doom.

There is no fightung in the streets to ex-
cuse this bloody massacre; every execution
is carried out in the most cold-blooded
way, the executioners being soldiers be-
loning to the most degraded type of men,
who seem to

EXNJOY THE BLOODY TASK.

Day and night the troopsot Hippolyte
patrol the streets searching 1or persons sus-
pected of being in sympathy with the in-
surgzent party. DBusiness is practically sus-
pended.

‘The bodies of the rebels shot are le't ly-
ing in the streets ior several hoursas a
warning to their friends. The oflicers of
some ot the German vesselsin port went on
shore to look at the deéad bodies.

To-day agrand festival of peace, so-called,
is ordered by Hippolyte. The festival is
to celebrate the iactthat the rebels had
been deieated and peace established.

It is impossible to enumerate in detail all
the murders that have been perpetrated
under the color of law. Itisestimated that
irom May 28 to Junel3v0 persons have
been put to death.

No one can say how,long this state of a!-
fairs will last, or what' the result will be,
Nor can any one who has not been eye
witness of the scenes of horror enacted have
an idea ot the territied condition of the
people of Port Au Prince. !

Bardsley Liable to Get
Years in Frison,

PHILADELPHIA, June 9.—The grand jury
has found seventeen indictments against
ex-City Treasurer Bardsley. The maxi-
mum penalty is eighty-five years' impris-
onment.

Long before the hour set for the meeting
of the subcommittee of councils that is in-
vestigating the affairs of ex-City Treasurer
Bardsley select.councils chamber, in which
the meetings are held, was crowned to its
utmost capacity.

Postmaster General’ Wanamaker came
forward with a large roll of manuseript in
his hand. He stated that he, as a tax-
payer, had the greatest interest in un-

raveling the affuirs ot the Keystone
bank. He stated that he had pre-
pared and proposed to read a statement

that he had ‘in his hand. . The paper was
an answer to all the allegations that have
connected his name with the Keystane
bank, and was at the same time a full and
complete statement of all his transaction
with the bank.

Mr. Wanamaker's statement, after ac-
counting for all his transactions with the
bank and Mr. Lucas, concluded as tollows:

A TERRIFIC STORM.

Tracks Washed Out and Bridgzes Carried
Away by a Flood.

Hor Serives, 8. D., Spacial Telegram,
June 9.—Heaviest rain ahd bail storms to
visit this locality for years burst upon the
city suddenly this afternoon and lasted for
two hours,

' AMONG THE NATCHEZ.
They are Divided off Into two

Classes Nobles and Common Peo-
ple.

The Natchez were divided into
nobles and common people, which

last, with an arrogance not peculiar : '
were designated

to savage alone,
“gtinkards.”

The nobles themselves were divided
into Suns, nobles, and men of rank.
The Suns, according to tradition, were
descended from a man and woman
who come down from the sun to teach
them how to live and govern them-
selves. They enjoyed immunity from
gunishmeut, by death, and their no-

ility was transmitted only through
the femaleline. Although the children,
both male and female, bore the name
of Suns, the males enjoyed this hon-
or in their own persons alone. Their
male children were only nobles; the
next generation were men of rank, and
the third lowered them to plain stink-
ards, although distinguished actions
might retard the deterioration of the
blood. But the case was very differ-
ent with the female posterity. They
enjoyed through all generations the
privileges of their rank. Laudoniere
speaks of a queen “who was much rev-
erenced by her subjects when he
visited Florida.”

The nobility never intermarried. As
we have already noticed, one of their
laws prohibited their being put to
death for any reason whatsoever.
Another law decreed that when a Sun
died, his or her conjugal partnershould
be put to death at the time of burial.
To fulfil thesetwo laws they only mar-
ried stinkards.—The Popular Science.
