A Brief Resume of the Proceedings of 
the State Republican

T h e state Republican Convention "was 
-called to order in the Peoples church, St. 
Paul , Ju ly 28 by chairman Heatwo le of 

•the State central committee . Rev. Dr. 
S m i t h offered prayer. 

Mr. B ixby read the call, and as he con­
cluded L. P. H u n t of Mankato presented 
'the name ol H o n . Mark H. D u n n e l l of 
O w a t o n n a for temporary chairman. There 
was not a dissenting voice raised against 
h is election and the ex-congressman came 
forward amid a storm of applause. 

Gov Barto of Sauk Center nominated A. 
B. Clinch o< A n o k a county lor temporary 
secretaiy. Hi s election was unan imous . 

-On the mot ion of S. A . Phi l l ips ot St. Louis 
county F. J. Chipman was elected an addi­

t i o n a l secretary. 
J. D. Jones ot Todd county moved for the 

a r p o m i m e n t , by the chair, "of a committee 
on credentials, to consist of one irom each 
judicial district. George P. Johnston offered 
an amendment to the effect that each dis­
trict should choose its own member on this 
committee , but there was no second. A n ­
other amendment was then offered by ex-
Lieut Gov. Rice ior the appointment of one 
addit ional member at large, so that the coni-
n i i t teeshould consist ot seventeen members. 
Tins amendment was accepted and the res­

o l u t i o n adopted. 
H o n . T h o m s o n Simpson ot W i n o n a made 

a mot ion ior a s imilar commit tee on reso­
lutions, and Senator Dougherty of St. Louis 
] i io \ed or a l ike commit tee on permanent 
organization. 

John Goodnow. wishing to fill the galle­
ries at the afternoon session, moved that 

'the doors be thrown open to the old sol-
dieis , alter which an adjournment was 
taken unti l 2 o'clock. 

AFTEBNOON SESSION. 

On the reassembling of the convention at 
2 o'clock it was learned that the commit­
tee on credentials was not prepared to sub­
mit its report, and W. H. Eustis of Minne-

a p o h s was called upon to address the del­
egates. Mr. Eustis expressed his pleasure 
at being in a state convent ion where the 
spirit ot h a r m o n y pervaded theatruosphere. 
Parties were -weak w h e n they snould 
be strong, he said, because that in the se­
lect ion ot their candidates they did not 
a lways put their ear to the ground to hear 
trie voice of the people . 

T h e fo l lowing test imonial was then 
presented, which elicited the wildest ap­
plause when the name of James G. B la ine 
was announced. The approval ot the con­
vent ion was given amid great cheering, 
and with the delegates all on their ieet.

Sho i t speeches were made by other 
prominent delegates 

The commit tee on credentials t h e n made 
their report which was adopted. 

The committee on permanent organiza­
tion now reported in tavor o f m a k i n g the 
temporary organization permanent and the 
convention concurre I. Mr. Dunne l l again 
thanked the delegates for the honor done 
h i m in electing h im chairman. 

"For the first time in the history of thestate," 
said he. "a majority of the Minnesota repre-
bentttives in the house are Democratic, and for 
the first time, in case the electoral college is not 
able to elect a president, and It is throwu into 
that house, the vote of Minnesota's representa­
tives will be cast for the Democratic candidate. 
We must not let the Republican State of Minne­
sota increase the margin of the Democratic ma­
jority in the house, and therefore m the election 
of representatives and a senator we must c >st 
aside all personal feeling and work to secure a 
Republican victory." ' ,

T H E H E S O L U T I p N S . 
The Republicans of Minnesota, through their 

•deleaatss in conventionassbmbled,do affirm and 
declare as follows: 

First—We endorse and approve the platform 
of the Republican national convention adopted 

, a t Minneapolis June 10, 1892. 
Second—We endorse the wise, pure, firm and 

dntensely American administration of President 
Harrisou. 

Third—From its very infancy and for upwards 
•of a third of a century our state has been man­
aged and guided by men and prin­
ciples ot the Republican part . . Dur­
ing that period the state has grown from 
a mere outpost ot scattered settlements to a 
commonwealth of 1,500,000 souls, prosperous 
ami aggressive and equal >itl moral, intellectUHI

We are opposed to the 
came and are n* favor of all proper legislation 
to eradicate and repress the evil. In this con­
nection we reier with pride to tne establishment 
and maintenance at the state prison at Still­
water of the wauulaeture of binding twine. 

which has been the means of protecting and de­
fending our farmers against one of the great 
trusts and monopolies. . 

Sixth—We believe in protecting the laboring 
man i y all necessary and JUG oious legislation, 
and to this end we favor the enactment of suit­
able laws to protect the health, life aud limb ot 
all employes ot transportation, miuiug and 
manufacturing companies while engaged in the 
service of such companies; (2) the establishment 
in some, form of boards or trlbuuals ol concili­
ation and arbitration for the peaceful settle­
ment of all disputes aud disagreements between 
capital and labor touching wages, hours ot 
labor aud euch questions as pertain t o the 
safety aud phvsicaPand moral well beiug of the 
laborer; (3) the exclusion from our shores by 
suitable laws and regulations of all paupers, 
criminals, contract labor and ottjer dangerous 
classes: and (4) the preservation of the public 
domaiu for actual and bona fide settlers under 
the homestead law. 

F R E E A N D O P E N M A B K E T S . 
Seventh—The tanners of this state, who con­

stitute the chief element ot our productive 
wealth-creating population, are entitled to the 
cheapen and best facilities for storing, ship­
ping aud marketing their produots, aud to this 
end we favor such laws as will give them cheap,

Eighth—Railroad, telegraph and telephone 
companies and all corporations or individuals 
charged witti and perioral lug auy public service 
or employment aie amenable to public control, 
aud we favor the enactment and enforcement of 
such laws as will compel them to render the 
best and moit approved service at a fair, just 
and reasonable rate without discrimination as 
to peihons or places. 

AOAINST OPTIONS. 
Ninth—The convention approves and re-

adopts the resolutions passed by the last Re­
publican state convention, urging upon con­
gress the passage oi the Washburu-Hatch anti-
option bill. » 

Tenth—Realizing the importance to the peo­
ple of good pub ic highways, we are in favor of 
the enactment ot laws lor the systematic im­
provement ami maintenance of the same. 

PENSIONS. 
Eleventh—The debt ol this nation to tha men 

who pieserved it canuoc b<» computed from the 
standpoint of dollars an I cents. A nation's 
gratitude is theirs and m proof thereof the He-
publuan paity of Minnesota, not grudgingly, 
but heartily, cordially and earnestly favors a 
system of pensions so liberal as to properly 
provide for the living and tenderly protect 
liom want the widows and orphans of the dead. 
And we rejoice that the nation's growth and 
great prospeuty of the government theyserved 
w arrants us m making this pledge. 

Twelfth—We recommend the work and the 
object of the State League of Republican clubs 
and advise a continuance of the same 

Thirteenth— The Republicans ot the state ar» 
heartny m favor of the protection of its forests 
so lar as consistent witn its general interest. 

C. K DAVIS NOMINATED. 
Fourteenth—Whereas the Republicans of Min­

nesota, recognizing the conspicuous ability and 
fidelity of Senator Cushmau K. Davis, have 
mamtested suostantiHl unanimity in demand­
ing his re election to the position he has sp ably 
filled, and, 

Whereas, notable precedents are on record 
for the nomination by state conventions of men 
who are evidently the popular choice for United 
States senator, thus making them the recognized 
cand'dates of the party for that high ofhee; 
Therefore, 

• Resolved, That this convention hereby pre­
sents the name ot lusbman K. Davis as the 
chosen nominee aud candidate of the Repub­
lican party of the 'State of Minnesota for re­
election to the United btates senate by the legis­
lature of 1893. 

KELSON NO MINATED. 
The convent ion now being regularly or­

ganized and possessed of a platform,'was 
ready to transact business. Nominat ions 
for governor were declared in order and 
the first to rise lor the purpose of m a k i n g a 
nominat ing speech was James A. Taw ney 
ot Winona. Mount ing the platform, he 
gave a record ot the private l i le and publ ic 
services of H o n . JCnute Nelson, and ol­
io wed up his biographical sketch by say­
ing: 

With a record such as this, such as he has 
achieved against all the adverse circumstances 
that accompany poverty and lowly blith, is it, 
I ask, at all remarkab e that to-day the choice 
of an overwhelming majority of the Republicans 
of Miunebota for t i e nomination for the office 
of governor is Hon. Knute Nelson of Alexandria?

ft has ever exhibited wisdom. It has sought the 
best for guidance, for it has the beat for guid­
ance.

'J o-day theBe cardinal principles of our creed 
seek in this convention a leader in the State of 
Minnesota.

The chairman appointed a committee 
consist ing oi J. A . Tawney, ex-Gov. Barto 
and A. Anderson to n o u y Mr. Nelson and 
bring h i m to the hall, and alter a short ab­
sence the committee returned, the applause 
welcoming Mr, NPISOU interrupting the 
nominat ions ior secretary of state. H e was 
o-corted to the pla form, and after the 
cheering had subsided he acknowledged 
the honor done h i m in the "following 
words: 

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen of the Conven­
tion: You have had the goodness to olace me 
m nomination for the high office of'governor 
with a unanimity and under oiruumstaucss sel­
dom the lot ot any candidate. For this leliber-
ate testimouy of your confidence I am gratetul 
beyond measure, amd appreciate it all tne more 
because of the high character and great worth 
of the gentlemen whose names have been asso­
ciated with mine as candidates, and I appre-, 
ciate it, too, trom the fact that we are con­
fronted with vigilant and persistent toes con­
templating an active and aggressive campamu. 

The Democratic party, our o!d time adversa­
ry, aside irom its s nuous history and its hete 
roneneous make up, has taken but few issues 
with us, aud all of them except one were fe.gue 1 
issues. 

A member of congress is a member of the legis­
lative department of the federal governmeut-
and in voting ior such au ofhcial 'the citi-
zea exeicises a lederal right and per 
lorms a federal duty And any eucroachl 
ment upon this right and duty on the part of 
the people or authorities of a state, is *. dis 
turbance of a federal, not a state election. To 
deny the right of tne federal government to 
maintain and protect the purity and integrity 
of the federal ballot is to deny the supremacy 
ot the federal government within the scope of 
the functions given it by the constitution. It 
federargOvernmetit cannot regulaM and control 
a federal election, it is an abiect political non­
entity—at the complete mercy of the several 
Ktutes. Viewed in this light—and ovc federal 
constitution affords no other—tne second para­
graph ot the Dt-mocratic platform, in view of 
the fact that the Republican party is not seek­
ing to control state elections, sets up a man of 
straw, or unconsciously, as if from force of 
habit, reiterates 

T H E DOCTRINE O F SECESSION. 
Touching the coinage and use ot the silver 

dollar, the Democratic party in i | s platform is 
equally halting and ambiguous. It declares ia 
favor of an honest silver dollar, but in 
the same breath it denounces the coinage act of 
1890—the very law under which the integrity of 
the silver dollar is maintained uudt-r the exist­
ing disparity of intrinsic value between the two 
metals. This is like telling the culprit. We will 
give you your life, but will place you in a ceil 
where there isn't a breath of air. 

It is only on the matter of the tariff that the 
Democratic platform is clear and-candid. The 
very momentum ol its candidate impelled the 
party for once to be candid. 

We are plainly told that a tariff that savors 
of protection, that a tariff other than a rev­
enue tax is wnolly unwarianted, both as a mat­
ter of right and as a matter ot good policy. 
The issue presented is uot whether any particu­
lar tariff law is or is not unreasonable In the 
degree of protection that it affords, but whether 
a tariff law for auy other purpose than mere 
revenue is at all justifiable 

On this issue the Republican platform Is as 
clear and explicit as that of the Democracy. 
We not only announce that we are iu tavorof pro-
tectiou.butwe clearly dehue the subjects and the 
degree of the protection we justily This n not 
the time nor the occasion Tor the discussion of 
the merits of free trade or protect ion. It is suf­
ficient, to now say that he who believes in a pro­
tective tariff at all cannot well doubt or ques­
tion the rules of protective legislation prescribed 
in our national platform, such, m brief, are 
the feigned and real issues between us and our 
old-time adversaries. 

THE PEOPLE S PARTY. 
But we are confronted with another party, 

lately rechristened the People's party, who, 
while they agree with the Democracy on the 
tariff issue—that bridge over whcli it was 
fondly hoped that fusion might be reacl.ed— 
rai-e or suggest other issues, some of which aie 
Visionary and Utopian mcharacter, and involve 
organic or revolutionary chang-san our system 
of government. Many of the leaders or t h * 
party are men who have in some way exhausted 
themselves in one or both of the old parties, 
and in the platforms, preambles and resolves 
which they have nowmadefor their followeis.as 
rules of action, they have taken stranqe and 
novel grounds. Their first aim seems to have 
been to make ttieir followers believe that the 
capital ot the wealthier clashes is nothing but 
plunder—plunder ruthlessly . wrenched from 
those who are poorer. In other words that the 
poor are poor because they have been robbed, 
and the rich are rich because they have robbed 
«ome one. Their next aim ia to impress upon 
their followers that this governmeftt of ours— 
Btate and national—is the most corrupt and un­
just government on*the face of the earth, and 
that the people are as badly governed as bad 
can be. In proof of this I quote you a sentewe 
from the Omaha platform, as follows. "We 
have witnessed, for more than a quarter of a 
century the struggle of the two gr*at politic • 
parties for power and plunder, while sievioii 
wrongs have been inflicted^ upon a suffering peo­
ple." When we reflect that during this period 
nearly every American citizen has been a mem­
ber of one or the other of these gteat parties, it 
seems strange to be told thatch© American peo­
ple have for a quarter ot a century been engaged 
In A grand hari kari of celf-destractiou. 

T H E C U I E F ^ P K U R E Q O I S I T K S 

for the reforms planned by these leaders, seem 
t o be hatred of capital and hatred of our sys­
tem of our government. 

And what are the chief remedies prescribed 
fat tbe ills complained of? In brief these three 
Government owneiship of "aii railroads—a•» 
though uothinrfcuuld be feflaitftea or controlled 
unless owned—unlimited free coinage of silver 
—thereby under tlie existing disparity of valu» 
between the two m6tals. paying the owner* of 
silver bullion 100 cents it coin Jor 70 cents 
In silver: and last but not least, the federal gov-
ernm-ut must turn pawubroker and net u < a 
great national pawnshop under the so-called sub-
treasury scheine. Thus when our government

WAS&INGTGH, Aug. 2.—A Democratic 
caucus was held in the house to-night, to 
endeavor to effect an agreement by which 
the present deadlock on the world's lair 
appropriation clause in the sundry civil 
bill could be broken and a speedy adjourn­
ment be brought about. There were about 
one hundred members present. 

EEPBESBNTATIVE HOMMtAN IN THE CHAIE. 

A resolution was offered by Mr. Mutch-
ler ot Pennsylvania, wh ich m effect was 
that there should be a vote on a separate 
world's (air bi l l m a k i n g an appro­
priation of $5,000,000 on the 
first Wednesday in December next, 
a.ter s ix hours' debate and that on ly three 
amendments thereto shall be in order. The 
resolution mrther provided that the house 
should insist on the agreement to the sen­
ate amendment to the sundry civi l bill and 
that the Dockery subcommit teent the com­
mittee on appropriations bhould be con­
t inued during recess with power to v.sit 
Chicago, inquire into the financial condi­
t ion of the air, and report at the opening 
of the next seis ion ol congress as to the 
necessity for government aid. 

Representative Rei l ly ot Pennsylvania 
offered a substitute that tne house proceed 
o vote on the i ending mot ion , namely , 

to lay on the table the mot ion to reconsider 
the vote by which the house concurred in 
the senate amendments , w i thout the inter­
posit ion of any lurther dilatory mot ions . 
This was debated pro and con, and a vote 
reSulted in the deleat of the resolution by 
61 to 39. 

THE SPEAKER SUMMARIZES. 
Speaker Cn&p s u m m e d up the situation 

in a concise manner and favored the 
Mutcnler resolution. H e thought the 
matter in controversy should go over unti l 
December. H e cited as a parallel the case 
of the filibustering o n the direct tax bill, 
and the manner in which it was disppsed 
of. H e also dwelt upon the way the sundry 
c iv i l bill had been amended by inserting 
tlie appropriation clause, which he said 
was an act unprecedented in the history'of 
congress. The Mutchler resolution was 
adopted, 69 to 31. 

Representative McGann of I l l ino is said 
after the caucus adjourned that the sup­
porters of the world's fair appropriation 
would cont inue to press their cause unt i l 
congress •expired by l imitat ion ot law on 
March 4 next. They would cont inue to in­
sist on carrying out the will o* the majority. 
Representative Dur^orrow" agreed with the 
sent iments expressed by his col le gue. If 
this programme be carried out, the caucus 
wi l l have accomplished nothing beyond, 
substituting the iriends of the w orW's fair 
appropriation in the place of its opponents 
as filibusters.
