Washington, Aug. 8.—The president's 
message was delivered to congress as 
soon as the two bodies were called to­
gether a t noon. I t s reading was pro­
ceeded with. I t is as follows: 

To the Congress of the United States: 
The existence of an alarming, an extra­
ordinary business situation, involving the 
welfare and prosperity of all our people, 
has constrained me to call together in ex­
tra session the people's representatives m 
congress, to the end that through a Avise 
and patriotic exercise of the legislative 
duty with which they solely are charged, 
present evils may be mitigated and dan­
gers threatening the future may be 
averted. * 
Dur U n f o r t u n a t e F i n a n c i a l P l i g h t 
is not the results of untoward events nor 
of conditions related to our natural le-
sources; nor is it traceable to any ot the 
afflictions which frequently check na­
tional growth and prosperity. With 
pleanteous crops, with abundant promise 
of remunerative production and manu­
facture; with unusual invitations to 
safe investment with satisfactory as­
surances to business enterprise, suddenly 
financial distrust and fear have sprung 
upon every side. Numerous moneyed 
institutions have suspended because their 
abundant assets were not immediately 
available to meet the demands ot frigh­
tened depositors; surviving corporations 
and individuals are too content to keep 
tn hand the money they are usually anx­
ious to loan, and those engaged in legiti­
mate business are surprised to find that 
the securities they offered for loans, 
though heretofore satisfactory, are j i o 
longer accepted. Values supposed to be 
fixed are fast becoming conjectural, and 
loss and failure have invaded every 
(branch of business. I believe these things 
are principally chargeable to congression­
al legislation touching the purchase and 
coinage of silver by the general govern­
ment. 

This legislation is embodied in a sta­
tute passed on the 14th day of July, 1890, 
which -was the culmination of much agi­
tation on the subject involved, and which 
may be considered a truce after the long 
struggle between the advocates of free 
silver coinage and those intending to be 
more conservative. 

Undoubtedly the monthly purchases 
"by the government of 4,500,000 ounces 
of silver forced under that statute were 
regarded by those interested in silver 
production as a certain guaranty of its 
increase in price. The result, however, 
l ias been entirely different, for immedi­
ately following a spasmodic and slight 
rise the price of silver began to fall after 
the passage of the act and has since 
reached the lowest point ever known. 
This disappointing result has led to re­
newed and persistent effort in the direc­
tion of free silver coinage. 

Meanwhile, not only are the evil ef­
fects of the operation of the present law 
•constantly accumulating, but the result 
to which its execution must inevitably 
lead is becoming palpable to all who give 
the least heed to financial subjects. 

This law provides that in payment of 
the 4,500,000 ounces of silver bullion 
which the secretary of the treasury is 
commanded to purchase monthly, there 
shall be issued treasury notes, redeem­
able, on demand, in gold or silver coin, 
a t the discretion of the secretary of the 
treasury, and that the said notes may be 
reissued. I t is, however, declared in 
the act to be "the established policy of 
the United States to maintain the two 
meals upon a parity with each other 
upon the leprtesraletragn.oioelviransrOdx 
upon the present legal ratio, or such 
ratio as may be provided by law." 

This declaration so controls the action 
of the secretary of the treasury as to 
prevent his exercising the discretion nom­
inally vested in him. if by such action the 
parity between gold and silver may be 
disturbed. Manifestly a refusal by the 
secretary to pay these treasury notes in 
gold, if demanded, would necessarily 

R e s u l t i n T h e i r D i s c r e d i t . 
and depreciation as obligations payable 
only in siher , and would destroy the 
parity between the two metals by es­
tablishing a discrimination in favor of 
gold. 

Up to the 15th day of July, 1893, these 
notes had been issued in payment ot sil­
ver bullion purchased to the amount of 
more than one hundred and forty seven 
millions of dollars. While all but a very 
small quantity of this bullion remains un­
coined and without usefulness in the 
treasury, many of the notes given in its 
purchase have been paid in gold. This is 
illustrated by the statement that between 
the 1st day of May, 1892, and the 15th 
day of July, 1893, the notes of this kind 
issued in payment for silver bullion 
amounted to a little more than $54,000,-
000, and that during the same period 
about $49,000,000 were paid by the treas­
ury in gold for the redemption of such 
notes. 

The policy necessarily adopted of pay­
ing these notes in gold has not spared 
the gold reserve of $100,000,000 long ago 
set aside by the government for the re­
demption of other notes, for this fund 
lias already been subjected to the pay­
ment of new obligations amounting to 
about $150,000,000 on account of silver 
purchases, and has as a consequence, for 
the first time since its creation, been en­
croached upon. We have thus made the 
depletion of our gold easy, and have 
tempted other and more appreciative na­
tions to add it to their stock. That the 
opportunity we have afforded has not 
been neglected is shown by the large 
amounts of gold which have been recent­
ly drawn from our treasury and exported 
to increase the financial strength of for­
eign nations. The excess of exports of 
gold over its imports for the year ending 
J u n e 30, 1893, amounted to over $S7,-
500.000. Between the 1st day of Julv, 
1890, and the 15th day of July, 1893, 

^ the gold coin and bullion in our treasurv 
decreased more than $132,000,000, while 
during the same period the silver coin and 
bullion in the treasury increased more 
than $147,000,000. Unless government 
bonds are to be constantly issued and sold 
to replenish our exhausted gold, only to 
t o be again exhausted, it is apparent that 

- the operation of the silver-purchase law 
now in force leads in the diree+ion of the 
•entire substitution of silver for gold in 
the government treasury and that this 
must be followed by the payment of all 
government obligations in depreciated 
silver. 
C o l d a n d S i lve r Must P a r t C o m p a n y

r the people the best and safest money. If, 
as many of it friends claim, silver ought

I n t e r n a t i o n a l C o - o p e r a t i o n 

and agreement, it is obvious tha t the 
United States will not be in a position 

, " to gain a hearing in favor of such an 
arrangement so long as we are willing 

to continue our attempt to accomplish 
the result single-handed. 

The knowledge in business circles 
among our own people that our govern­
ment cannot make its fiat equivalent to 
intrinsic value, nor keep inferior money 
on a parity with superior money, by its! 
own independent efforts has resulted in 
such a lack of confidence a t home, in the 
stability of currency values, tha t capital 
refuses its aid to new enterprises, while 
millions are actually withdrawn from the 
channels of t rade and commerce to be­
come idle and unproductive in the hands 
of their timid owners. Foreign investors, 
equally alert, not only decline to pur­
chase American securities, but make 
haste to sacrifice those which they al­
ready have. I t does not meet the situa­
tion to say that the apprehension in re­
gard to the future of our finances is 
groundless, and tha t there is no reason 
for lack of confidence in the purposes or 
power of the government in the premises. 
The very existence of this apprehension 
and lack of confidence, however caused, 

I s a Menace . 
which ought not for a moment to be dis­
regarded. Possibly if the undertaking 
we have in hand were the maintainance 
of a specific, known quantity of silver 
a t a parity with gpld, our ability to do so 
might be estimated and gauged, and, per­
haps, in view of our unparalled growth 
and resources, might be favorably passed 
upon. But when our avowed endeavor 
is to maintain such parity in regard to 
an amount of silver increasing at the rate 
of $50,000,000 yearly, with no fixed ter­
mination to such increase, it can hardly 
be said that a problem is presented whose 
solution is free from doubt. 

The people of the United tates are en­
titled to a 

Sound a n d S tnh le C u r r e n c y 
and to money recognized as such on ev­
ery exchange and in every market in the 
world. Their government has no right 
to injure them by financial experiments 
opposed to the policy and practice of 
other civilized states, nor is it justified 
in permitting an exaggerated and un­
reasonable reliance on our national 
strength and ability to jeopardize the 
soundness of the people's money. This 
matter rises above the plane of party 
politics. I t vitally concerns every busi­
ness and calling and enters eveiy house­
hold in the land. There is one important 
aspect of the subject which especially 
should never be overlooked. 

L a b o r i n g Man t h e Sufferer. 
At times like the present, when the 

evils of unsound finance threaten us, the 
speculator may anticipate a harvest 
gathered from the misfortunes of others, 
the capitalist may protect himself by 
hoarding or may even find profit in the 
fluctuationof values: but the wage-
earner, the first to be injured by a depre­
ciated currency and the last to receive 
the benefits of its correction, is practi­
cally defenseless. H e relies for work up-
on the ventures of confident and content­
ed capital. This failing him his condi­
tion is without alleviation, for he can 
neither prey on the misfortunes of others 
nor hoard his labor. One of the greatest 
statesmen our country has known, speak­
ing more than fifty years ago when a 
derangement of the currency had caused 
commercial distress, said: 

"The very man of all others who has 
the deepest interest in a sound currency 
and who suffers by mischievous legisla­
tion in monetary matters, is the man 
who earns his daily bread by his daily 
toil." 

These words are as pertinent now as 
on the day they were uttered and ought 
to impressively remind us that a failure 
in the discharge of our duty at this time 
must especially injure those of our coun­
trymen who labor, and who, because of 
their number and condition, are entitled 
to the most w.itchfU care of their gov­
ernment. I t is of the utmost imporance 
that such relief as congress can afford in 
the existing situation be afforded at once. 
The maxim, "He gives twice who gives 
quickly" is directly applicable. I t may be 
true that the embarrassment from which 
the country is suffering arises as much 
from evils apprehended as from those 
actually existing. W e may hope, too, that 
calm counsels will prevail, and that nei­
ther the capitalist nor the wage earner 
will give way to unreasoning panic and 
sacrifice their property or their interests 
under the influence of exaggerated fears. 
Nevertheless, every day's delay in remov­
ing one of the present state of things en­
larges the mischief already done and in­
creases the responsibility of the govern­
ment for its existence. Whatever the peo­
ple ha.\ e a right to expect from congress, 
thev may certainly demand thatlegisla-
tion, condemned by the ordeal of three 
years disastrous experience, shall be re­
moved from the statute books as soon as 
their representatives can legitimately 

deal with it. I t was mv purpose to sum­
mon congiess in special session early in 
the coming September that we might en­
ter promptly upon the work of tariff ie-
form which the true interests of the 
counry clearly demand, which so large a 
majority of the people as shown by their 
suffrages desire and expect, and to the ac­
complishment of which every effort of 
the present administration is pledged. 
But while tariff reform has lost nothing 
of its immediate and permanent import­
ance; and must in the near future en­
gage the attention of congress, it has 
seemed to me tha t the financial condi­
tion of the country should a t once and 
before all other subjects, be considered 
by your honorable body. 

I earnestly recommend the prompt re­
peal of the provisions .of the act passed 
July 14, 1890, authorizing the mirchase 
of silver bullion and that other legisla­
tive action may be put beyond all doubt 
or mistake the intention and the ability 
of the government to fulfill its pecuniary 
obligations in money universally recog' 
nized by all civilized countries.

St. Paul , Aug. 15.—The most daring 
bank robbery in the history of St. Paul 
occurred at the Firs t National bank clear­
ing house department 3 esterday forenoon", 
v hen Renaldo Lares, a trusted represent­
ative of the Merchants' National bank,* 
wa*. robbed of a bag containing $5,000 
in gold. Lares, accompanied by I . H . 
Jacobs, the porter of the Merchants', en-
teied the building, as has been their cus­
tom for months, with funds to clear up 
th.i tiansactions for the day. Both men 
are trusted employes and have been doing 
this for some years. The funds this morn­
ing consisted of three bags containing 
$5,000 each, in a small steel box, with 
odd money also, and in all about $20,000. 
Arriving at the teller's window Lares 
opened the box and placing them on the 
window lodge close to the teller's win­
dow and at his right side, he standing 
between the post and the window, while 
the porter, Jacobs, stood at his left be­
tween Lares and the door. Resting the 
bug<- for the moment on the ledge Lares 
began to pay in the loose monej, and was 
busy with this when he heard a step at 
his right, and, turning instantly, he saw 
the robber grab one of the bags and dart 
around the post toward the door. Lares 
nuu'c a leap and succeeded in reaching 
the door almost as quickly as the thief, 
and would no doubt have been able to 
ci.t( 1 him or at least follow him, had not 
a man, undoubtedly the accomplice of <"he 
thief, here interposed by crowding Lares 
to the wall and giving the man with the 
bag a clean sweep. In an instant every­
thing was excitement; the clerks and 
deal ing house men rushed out into the 
gei eral bank, but* the gold robbers were 
as completely gone as though the earth 
ha 1 dosed o\ er them. The Pinkerton and 
city detective forces are hard at work on 
the case, but have so far nothing that 
miy be called a real clue.

She is a very vicious lady, and not al­
ways pleased with his love making; 
sometimes he finds himself obliged to 
ward her off. for she has a painful mode 
of showing her displeasure, and if she 
entirely disapproves of his attentions 
will fall upon him and rend him to 
pieces. 

One species of spider is said to have a 
novel way of making love, the sexes 
communicating by means of strands of 
web strentching from one retreat to the 
other—a sort of telephone, so to speak. 

Glow worms, according to some 
naturalists, use their luminaries as love 
signals.

Matchwood has S00 people.

Chippewa Falls , Wis., Aug. 12.—Mann-
ville, situated on the Wisconsin Central 
railroad, three miles north of Marsh-
field, Wis., was nearly wiped out by 
forest fires. Three dwellings, school 
house, saw mill and planing mill were 
burned to the ground, together with 
800,000 feet of lumber. The saw mill 
and lumber were owned by Henry Sherry. 
Loss estimated at $200,000. Forest fires 
have done great damage around Stevens' 
Point, Wis., especially to hay and growing 
crops. A number of farmers west of 
this city lost most of their products. 
Several families have been obliged to flee 
from home for safety. The country north 
of Cartwright, Wis., is burning up. Sum­
mer resorts belonging to Chippewa peo­
ple bordering along the lake are in dan­
ger. Owners have sent men to fight the 
fires. Farmers are working hard to save 
Iheir property. Cartw right is in danger. 
Citizens are preparing to fight the flames. 

Alpena, Mich., Aug. 12.—N6 rain has 
fallen yet and the forest fires are raging 
worse than ever. Yesterday and last 
night the air was filled with flying ashes 
and cinders, and the atmosphere was so 
clouded with smoke that it was impos­
sible to see across the streets The fires 
were so close to the city all day and 
night that the fire department were kept 
on continuous duty, 2nd men were sent 
into the woods to fight the tire back. 
This morning the wind shifted and the 
city is safe for the present. Out on the 
Long Lake road the fires were severe, 
and farm buildings, growing crops and a 
large amount of hay were destroyed. 
Near Ossineue 100,000 feet of logs be­
longing to Alger, Smith & Co., were de-
stroj ed.

The Santa F e mines are the 
most important in the iistrict, and the 
settlement of the strike there may result 
in a general settlement.

STARTED BY TRAMPS. 
Jsmestown, N. D., Aug. 14. — After 

three hours' stubborn fighting with fierce 
flumes, carried along by bigE wind, this 
city was saved from v repetition of Fa r -
go's disaster yesterday. The fire started 
in the old r ink on the west side of Fif th 
avenue, corner of Second street, and sooa 
ignited the large three-story brick Capital 
hotel. The walls of this building had not 
yet fallen in when Mrs. Nelson's residence 
caught fire, and a minute later the Met­
ropolitan block, a three-story brick, w a s 
blazing to the roof. The Daily Capital 
office, in the basement, is a total loss. 
The armory of Company H was in this 
building, *but all arms and uniforms were 
sa-ved. The fire swept on to Banker 
Lloyd's residence, leveling it to the 
ground. Lloyd's big barn fared the 
same fate, being followed by James Her­
bert 's house and barn. Sam Wilder's 
new cottage and Aid. Blood's residence 
escaped, but four barns in the same lo­
cality were destroyed. They belonged to 
Hodge, Mitchell, Kur th and Fuld. This 
completed the fire's pathway to the river 
on the west side of Fifth avenue. Up 
town every effort was being made to 
confine the blaze to the west side, and 
while the task looked hopeless for a 
time, the fire boys won the victory. The 
fire is supposed to have been started by 
tramps sleeping in the loft of the old 
rink. One man has been arrested on sus­
picion, and the city authorities are on 
the lookout for the guilty parties. The 
total loss is about $75,000, with insurance 
nearly half that amount. The Alliance 
Hail Insurance company offices were 
burned. There was no loss of life, but 
several persons narrowly escaped acci­
dents.
