Bahe, of the 
oential precinct, who found the couple a t 
t he home of Mrs. Hall 's mother, Mrs. 
James Palles, 279 Colburn street. Th 
couple were detained on the strength of 

.a telegram from the sheriff of Little Falls, 
stating that Mrs. Hall and Cameron had 
elopod from there and were heided for 
St. Paul . The sheriff requested Chief 
Garvin to find them if they were in St. 
Paul , ai.d t o detain them here until ho 
could come on and take them back to 
Little Falls to answer to the charges 

Tbrought against them by Mrs. Hall 's hus-
"band. 

Mrs. Hall was seen at the central sta­
tion by a reporter and was not backward 
about talking, and protested her inno­
cence of eloping with Cameron. From 
her story it appears that her dream of 
married bliss was of extremely short dura­
tion and not very sweet, either. 

" I married my husband one year ago 
last month," she said, "and in less than 
two weeks after* we were married he 
began <t© neglect me. H e seemed indif­
ferent, and a t last I couldn't stand it 
any longer, and I told him I was going 
to leave him and go home to my mother. 
H e told me to go." 

Winfield Cameron, with whom it is al­
leged she eloped from Little Falls, is 
Mrs. Hall 's cousin, and, until recently, 
was in partnership with her husband in 
the restaurant business. I t seems, how­
ever, that Mr. Hall became jealous of 
what he considered the too marked at­
tention of "Cousin Winfield*' to Mrs. 
Hall, and the partrcrship was dissolved. 

Cameron says he had no intention of 
eloping with his cousin. 'T. was going to 
Dakota to engage in busiuess," he said, 
"and first had to see an uncle who lives 
in Minneapolis to draw some money from 
him which he has in t rust for me. I t so 
happened that I decided to come to Min­
neapolis to-day, and on the train I met 
Mrs. Hall, and she told me that she had 
left her husband and was coming to St. 
Paul to live with her mother. She and 
her husband did not get along very well 
together, but so far as eloping with her 
is concerned I had no such intention. 
When she said she was going to St. Pau l 
I made up my mind to come through with 
her, and say good by to her and my aunt, 
her mother, before I went to Dakota."

ANOTHER ROBBER CAUGHT. 
Chicago, Aug. 19—George Harvey w a s 

arrested by "Billy" Pinkerfon on the 
charge of being the principal in the $5,-
000 robbery iu the F i rs t National Bank 
of St. Paul , Aug. 14. The man, who 
gave his name as Harvey, cam© into No* 
2 Theater court a t 8 o'clock last evening, 
inquiring for a friend named O'Brien. 

" I don't think he has been in," said Mr. 
Kirk, the proprietor of the plaee, "but he 
may be in later." Harvey took a chair 
and in a few moments got up and joined 
a party playing poker. H e played reck­
lessly, but had plenty of gold coin and 
did not seem to mind his losses. About 
10 o'clock Pinkerton came tip and cross­
ing over to where Harvey was playing, 
bought a stack of white cheeks, moving 
to the chair next to him. In a short 
time Pinkerton and Harvey were en­
gaged in conversation for about 
half an hour when Pinkerton got up, 
cashed in and went out. One of the op­
erators was waiting for him at the door. 
As the chief came out, the man handed 
him a photograph. " I am almost certain 
that it is him, but he is minus the whisk­
ers. Go up and take a look at him," 
The man went up and took the chair 
which Prnkerton had vacated and en­
gaged in a rambling conversation with 
Harvey. Fifteen minutes later the op­
erator left, and Pinkerton himself went 
up and made the arrest. The man was 
taken to the central station and was 
locked up, but not booked. 

Harvey refused to talk beyond claiming 
that he had never been in St. Paul . The 
Pinkertons claim he is not only the man 
who grabbed off the $5,000, but is an 
English thief with a big continental repu­
tation. The prisoner is said to be Fleury, 
a famous English cracksman. H e re­
fuses to go to St. Pau l without a requi­
sition.

Satisfied that he had 
killed both, and deciding that with them 
gone life was not worth living, he 
stretched himself on the floor beside the 
bed and placing the muzzle of the weapon 
in his mouth sent a bullet through his 
brain. Death tor him was instantaneous. 
His little daughter never moved from 
the position she occupied when shot-
Bu t Mrs. Curtis, bleeding from a ragged 
wound in her head, staggered from her 
bed and apartments to another room in 
the house, from which place she was 
removed to the Mercy hospital by the 
police. The hospital physicians could 
not say whether she would recover or not. 
Mrs. Curtis' relatives live a t Keokuk, 
Iowa. Her father is W. B . Kay of 
that city. H e is said to be quite wealthy.

F I F T Y K I L L E D . 
London, Aug. 19.—The Par is corre­

spondent of the Times says of the fight 
between French and Ital ian working-
men in Aigues Mortes yesterday: "At 
least fifty were killed and 150 were 
wounded in the fight. The French, num­
bering 500, carried every kind of weapons 
from pickaxes and bludgeons to firearms. 
There were frightful hand-to-hand fights 
in the streets. Afterwards 500 Italians 
barricaded themselves en a farm. They 
were besieged forthwith by the French 
and a regular battle followed. Whenever 
an Italian escaped he was hunted like 
a rat to his death. 

M U R D E R E D . 
Decor&h, Iowa, Aug. 19.—Word was re­

ceived in this city this morning of the 
sudden and mysterious death of Patr ick 
Ilony at the residence of B . Severson in 
Canoe township, about eight miles north 
of Decorah. County Coroner Heflin, liv­
ing a t Calmar, was notified and at once 
went to the scene, where he found Rony 
dead, his head and face badly mutilated 
as though he had been struck several 
times with some blunt instrument like a 
hammer. The coroner's jury returned a 
verdict of murder. B . Severson, at whose 
house the victim was fcund dead, was ar­
rested and brought to this city, whore 
he lies in jail awaiting trial. Severson is 
a farmer, and for a long time has borne 
the reputation of being quarrelsome and 
ugly Rony Avas in Ihe city yesterday in 

. usual health and spirits, and started for 
his home late in the evening, but for 
some cause stopped at the house of Sever­
son, where it is supposed the two men 
got into an altercation and Severson 
beat him to death. Rony was an old set­
tler. 

T R A M P S T E R R O R I Z E . 
Minneapolis, Aug. 21.—A gang of four 

tramps has taken possession of a small 
shanty near the Great Northern tracks 
a t Cedar Lake, and it seems to take 
particular delight in terrorizing people in 
that vicinity. Last Thursday afternoon 
the fellows became quite bold. They 
signalled for the west-bound Great 
Northern to stop. The train passed on 
and they fired two shots through one 
of the coach windows. No one was hit. 
The gang lives in the shanty, and it is 
said it plunders neighboring houses for 
all kinds of food. The residents in the 
vicinity of the lake are becoming alarmed 
a t the boldness shown on numerous oc­
casions. The police have not interfered 
as yet. 

F I V E K I L L E D . 
Leroy, N. Y., Aug. 21.—An accident 

occurred here on the Lehigh Valley road 
at the Lake Shore crossing in which five 
persons were killed. Their names are 
J. L. Bovee, Mrs. J . L. Bovee, Miss Ola 
Bovee, daughter of Mrs. J . L. Bovee; 
Miss Nancy Wyckes of Leroy and Miss 
Emma Bowden, daughter of Rev. Samuel 
Bowden of New York city. The five 
unfortunates started with a spirited team 
to drive to church. As they reached the 
railroad track the east-bound flyer came 
along a t a speed of nearly fifty miles an 
hour, and all were killed. 

Indianapolis, Aug. 22.—Deputy United 
States Marshal Foley started out with a I 
draw net after the wreckers of the In- I 
dianapolis National bank and landed T. 
P . Haughey, president of the bank; S. 
C. Haughey, his son, president of the 
Indianapolis Glue works and Indianapo­
lis Curled Hai r works, to which two con­
cerns and their employers and officers 
the bank advanced $462,000; Francis B . 
Coffin, president of the Indianapolis Cabi­
net works, to which concern, directly and 
indirectly the bank advanced $257,000; 
Percival B . Coffin, secretary of the cabi­
net works, and Albert S. Reed, treasurer 
of the same. The affidavits upon which 
the warrants were issued were sworn tp 
by Receiver Edward Hawkins of the de­
funct bank. Theodore P . Haughey is 
charged with embezzlement and knowing­
ly misapplying furds of the bank 'n ad­
vancing money upon worthless paper. All 
the rest are charged with embezzlement 
and aiding and abetting in the misap­
plication of funds. They were taken at 
once before United States Commissioner 
Van Buren, where they gave bond and 
their hearing was set tor Aug. 28. The 
bond of each was fixed a t $5,000, and 
the prisoners had no trouble in getting 
sureties. Each of them, except Reed, 
refused to talk, declaring that the matter 
was now in the hands of their attorneys. 
Reed declared that all the money the 
cabinet works had gotten had been ex­
pended honestly in extending its business. 

W A N T VENGEANCE. 
Rome, Aug. 22.—Crowds shouted ire 

the streets of this city between 8 and 1 1 
o'clock last evening. I n Genoa anti-
French demonstration"? were in progress 
throughout the evening. The i-ioters 
burned an omnibus and many street1 

booths. Many of Ihem were arrested. 
The efforts of the police to restrain the 
crowd was only measurably successful. 
In Naples several collisions between po­
lice and anti-French agitators have taken 
place. The people were marching in the 
streets a t 10 o'clock shouting for ven­
geance on France.

week Monroe Smith made an unsuccess­
ful attempt to outrage Mrs. De Sears, 
near Old Spring Hill.

A mob in­
tercepted the sheriff, and taking Smith, 
hung him to a tree and riddled his car­
cass with bullets. The negroes, who 
greatly outnumber the whites, are great­
ly incensed, and neighboring towns are 
asked to send assistance as trouble is 
greatly feared. 

R O A S T E D ALIVE. 
Spokane, Wash., Aug. 10.—A Kalispell 

Indian called "Rain-in-the-Face-Tomcat" 
arrived yesterday seeking a squaw who 
eloped with .a Spokane Indian named 
"White Blanket." H e found her in the 
suburbs of the city last night and shot 
her and scalped her. "White Blanket" 
and others cornered him, cut off his ears, 
then built a fire in the center of the track 
and threw him on it bound. The police 
arrived too late to save "Tomcat" or 
catch the murderers. "White Blanket" 
has taken to the woods 

C H I L D R E N C R I P P L E D . * 
Vicuna, Aug 19.—A gang of men have 

been arrested in Biskupitz, Croatia, be­
cause they have n util.ited children. 
These men have for years made a trade 
of crippling childien and then sending 
them out to beg or sell them to others 
toi the same purpose. "When the police 
forced their way into the house yesterday 
they found t« o girls of tweh o or fourteen 
years with their legs broken. Another 
girl of about the same age lay on a bed 
with her light arm broken and both 
eyes gouged out. Two oilier children 
hardly less horribly mutilated w ere found 
on cots m the cellar. 

L INEMAN K I L L E D . 
E a u Claire, Wis., Aug. 19.—The second 

de..th this week from contact with electric 
w ires occurred yesterday. Richard 
Hantzch, a lineman in the employ of the 
telephone and lighting company, while a t 
the top of a pole received a full incandes­
cent current. With a cry he fell and 
hung by one foot to Ihe wires, apparently 
a corpse. Two fellow workmen -."an up 
the pole and tried to lower him with a 
rope, but he fell, striking on the curb­
stone. Life was extinct. 

M U R D E R AND SUICIDE.

Leavenworth, Kan., Aug. 22. — Near 

Milwocd, this county, early this morning 
the dead body of Silas Wilson, a aegro 
ex-convict and horsethief, was found 
hanging to a tree near the roadside. The 
rcpe that strangled him to death encir­
cled his waist and securely tied his hands 
behird his back. Wilson was last seen 
last night near Pleasant Ridge in a cart 
with two farmeis, one of whom was 
John Buchanan. That tho negro wss 
lynched is almost certain. 

TWO F A M I L I E S POISONED. 
Minneapolis, Aug. 22.—The family of 

Mike Quinn, a wife and four children, % 
and the family of James Nolen, living 
respectively at 250 and 258 Second ave­
nue north, were poisoned in some mys­
terious manner jesterday afternoon. 
Shortly £ fter dinner every one was taken 
violently ill. Several of th" children suf­
fered acute agony. Medical assistance 
was called and by night both families 
were reported as doing well. Diseased 
pork is thought to have been the cause. 

B U T C H E R E D 
Medford, Wis., Aug. 21.—An atrocious 

murder was committed a t Parkinstown, 
a small village west of here. The victim 
was a fallen woman who lived alone ia 
a shanty about half a mile from tlie 
•ullage, and about a mile from a loggiug 
camp operated by O. Darwin. When 
found her body «vas covered with knife 
wounds, thirty-nine in number. Tho 
woman's true na:ue is Konemaun. aud 
her home Schofield, Wis. A man, name 
unknown, has been arrested for the 
crime and is now in jail here. Wh°n ar­
rested his clothing was soiled with 
blood. 

CYCLONE. 
Somerville, N. J., Aug. 21.—A de­

structive cyclone, accompanied by a hail 
storm, the like of Avhich is not known in 
the history of New Jersey, swept over 
this section last night, destroying 
houses and barns, uprooting trees and 
laying acres of corn fields as barren as a 
desert.

The old woman 
was a paralytic and was burned to a 
crisp. An eight-year-old child was so 
badly burned that she died three hours 
later, and one child, ten years old, has 
completely disappeared, and is believed 
to have burned to death. The origin of 
the fire is unknowTn, but foul play is sus­
pected.
