Baltimore, Jan. 7.—The berretta was 
conferred upon Cardinal Satolli yester­
day in the cathedral in the presence of 
representatives of Pope Leo and Cath­
olic dignitaries from all part of the 
country. 

The initial step in the ceremonies of 
the day took place in the palace of the 
cardinal, shortly after 9 o'clock in the 
morning, when Mgr. Sbarretti present­
ed his credentials to Cardinal Gibbons. 
The credentials, which came from the 
holy see, authorizes Mgr. Sbarretti to 
act as the ablegate of the pope, depu­
tize Cardinal Gibbons to confer the 
berretta, and announce to Mgr. Satolli 
his elevation to the cardinalate. They 
were also accompanied by the berret­
ta, which from that moment was in 
the custody of Cardinal Gibbons. 

Cardinal Gibbons, in receiving the 
documents and the berretta,responded 
briefly, expressing his high apprecia­
tion of the honor conferred upon him, 
and congratulating Mgr. Sbarretti up­
on the mapner iu which he had per­
formed his duties in this country. 

While t h i s . scene was in progress 
within the palace, the procession was 

'forming in front of Calvert hall, a 
block away. At 10 o'clock it was ready 
to start. First came the processional 
cross bearer with the crucifix raised 
high in the air, and flanked on either 
side by a boy in cassock and surplice. 
Following him were a long line of stu­
dents form the various Catholic col­
lege, after which came seminarians 
from St. Mary's, then priests, then the 
Francescan monks in their garb of 
brown. Following these came the 
members of the faculty of the Catholic 
university in Washington, in long 
robes of black,lined with many colored 
silks, their heads adorned with the 
shovelboard hat of the scholar. After 
these came half a hundred bishops 
and a score or more of archbishops,the 
purple and gold of 

T h e i r R i c h V e s t m e n t s 
glistening in the cold, clear air, their 
immense trains being held up by boys, 
also in rich and brilliant vestments. In 
this formation they marched through 
the cathedral to Charles street, and 
passed the palace of the cardinal, 
where they were joined by his emi­
nence, who took his place last in the 
line. Upon his head he wore the red 
berretta, an exact duplicate of the one 
which he was soon to confer upon the 
is an who will, for some time at least, 
share his honors in this country. Upon 
his shoulders hung the beautiful cloak 
of cardinal silk and ermine, with half 
a dozen train bearers, clad in cardinal 
velvet and gilt braid, following In his 
wake. In this order they swept along 
up Mulberry street to the cathedral 
again, where they filed into the vener­
able old pile through the main en-

, trance-way. Mgr. Satolli was not in 
the procession, but as the head of it 
reached the altar, he, accompanied by 
Mgr. Sbarretti, Marquis Sacrapanti, 
the member of the noble guard who 
brought tlie cardinalate insignia here, 
and the priests who had been depu­
tized to assist him in the coming cere­
mony, entered the cathedral from a 
rear door leading fro mthe palace, and 
advanced to the front of the altar. The 
students and seminarians followed to 
the right and to the left as they passed 
in front of the high altar, finding seats 
on either side. The others in the pro­
cession advanced within the sanctu­
ary and took the places reserved for 
them. As the procession wended its 
way down the center aisle, the organ, 
a full orchestra, and a chorus of fifty 
voices, rendered 

A T r i u m p h a l M a r c h . 
When Cardinal Gibbons reached the 

altar he bowed low to Mgr. Satolli, 
who returned the salutation, and each, 
accompanied by his assistant priest 
and deacons of honor, sought the 
throne upon which he was to rest dur­
ing the greater part of the ceremony. 
That of Cardinal Gibbons was on the 
Gospel, or left side of the altar; that 
of Satolli upon the Epistle,, or right 
side. 

When the two persons most promi­
nent in the ceremonies of the day had 
taken their places, Marquis Sacripanti, 
claci in the scarlet, gold and white uni­
form of the noble guard, wearing high 
top boots, and sword and helmet on, 
advanced from his post near the cen­
ter of the altar and deposited the car-
dlnalitial documents and the berretta. 
Then he crossed the altar and stood in 
front of the throne occupied by Satolli, 
lifted his helmet, and, falling back, 
took up a position to the right of Sa­
tolli. On the same side stood Eugene 
Kelly of New York, and on-the oppo­
site side of Satolll's throne stood Mr. 
Charles Aster Bristead. also of New 
York, chamberlains to the pope. Both 
were clad in the regulation evening 
dress. 

As soon as all the principal actors in 
the spectacle had assumed their posi--. 
tlons, Dr. Rocker, of the University at 
Washington, advanced, and. in Latin, 
read the documents to Satolli and Gib­
bons from the pope. The reading of 
the papal briefs having been finished, 
Mgr. Sbarretti advanced to a point in 
front of Cardinal Gibbons' throne and 
delivered an address in Latin. 

i C a r d i n a l G i b b o n s S p e a k s . 
When Mgr. Sbarretti had finished 

speaking, Cardinal Gibbons responded 
briefly in Latin, and then spoke in En­
glish. 

The vast audience became all at­
tention as it neared the most interest­
ing point in the ceremony, that of act­
ually conferring the berretta. Cardinal 
Gibbons descended from his throne 

'$Pj%$ and advanced to the frontj>t the altar. 
Behind him came his attendants, Fa­
ther Magr-ion bearing the berretta. As 
Cardinal Gibbons reached the altar 
and turned to face the audience, Satol­
li arose, and, escorted by Sacripanti 
and Chamberlains Kelly and Bristead, 
walked with brisk step toward Car­
dinal Gibbons. Upon reaching the il­
lustrious prelate, he knelt and bowed 
bis head. Cardinal Gibbons took the 
berretta from the silver salver on 
which it rested, and, slowly unfolding 
it, held it high up so that the audience

what seemed to be a softly murmured 
prayer, he placed it upon the head of 
the new cardinal. Cardinal Satolli 
rose, and, for the first time in its his­
tory, there were two cardinals upon

Advancing to the front of the altar, 
Cardinal Satolli then delivered an ad­
dress. 

Upon finishing his address, the new-

Sy made cardinal, who, up to this time, 
md worn the robes of an archbishop, 

retired to'the inner sanctuary, and in 
a few minutes returned clad in the 
gorgeous apparel of a cardinal. He 
Was seen in these but a few moments, 
however, as he was almost immediate­
ly robed in the white and gold vest­
ments of the mass, which he was to 
celebrate. , 

S e r m o n o f M«/r. K a i n . 
Assisted by his priests and deacons, 

he proceeded with this amid the very 
bieathles* attention of the vast audi­
ence. When the gospel was reached, 
a moveable pulpit was pushed to the 
center of the auditorium, and Arch­
bishop Kain of St. Louis, ascending it, 
delivered the sermon. 

At the close of the mass, Cardinal 
Gibbons rose and said that he had the 
interesting announcement to make 
that the pope had cabled his congratu­
lations and that he had authorized the 
speaker to pronounce the apostolic 
benediction upon all those present. 

At his request, Dr. Hooker read the 
cablegram, which Cardinal Gibbons 
said he wished particularly to say was 
spontaneous and not evoked by any 
suggestion from this side of the At­
lantic. It was as follows: 

"To His Eminence, Cardinal Gib­
bons, Archbishop of Baltimore: The 
extraordinary splendor accompanying 
the conferring of the berretta upon 
Cardinal Satolli, gratifies the holy 
father beyond measure, and he asks 
your eminence to express his satisfac­
tion. Furthermore, as a token of his 
deep appreciation he empowers your 
eminence to impart to all present a t 
the ceremony the apostolic benedic­
tion." 

The cardinal pronounced the bene 
diction, and the ceremony was ended.

P r o c e e d i n g s i n t h e S e n a t e a n d H o u s e 
o f R e p r e s e n t a t i v e s . 

Washington, Jan. 1. — The commit­
tees of the senate passed into the con­
trol of the Republicans. The changes 
in the special complexion of .the com­
mittees was effected by the adoption of 
a resolution organizing the committees 
as agreed to by the Republican and 
Democratic steering committees. The 
Populists, with the exception of Mr. 
Kyle of South Dakota, declined to vote, 
and the Republicans having a plurality 
of the senate, were thus enabled to 
adopt the resolution by a vote of 30 to 
28. Mr. Kyle voted with the Demo­
crats against the reorganization. A 
two hours' debate followed the adop­
tion of the resolution, the purpose of 
which was mainly political. The Dem­
ocrats, under the leadership of Senator 
Gorman, ably seconded by Senator 
Harris, attempted to show that the re­
organization was effected by an alli­
ance between the Populists and Repub­
licans, contending that the silence of 
the latter by making possible the re­
organization, indicated acquiescence. 
He also insisted that the Republican as­
sumption of control, saddled them with 
responsibility for legislation. The Pop­
ulists, led by Senator Allen (Neb.) and 
Senator Butler (N. C.) denied that they 
were In any fashion responsible for the 
result. The Republicans, under the 
leadership of Senator Mitchell, and as­
sisted by Senators Hoar, Allison and 
Chandler, combatted the argument of 
the Democrats by asserting most em-* 
phatically that the Populists had even 
refused to make any suggestions as to 
their committee assignments, and had, 
as a matter of fact, been left by the 
reorganization in the position to which 
they had been assigned the Democratic 
control of the senate. The Republic­
ans strongly protested also against be­
ing held responsible for legislation. 

Before the reorganization Henry 
Cabot Lodge, the senator from Massa 
chusetts who has made a brilliant rep­
utation as an historical biographer, de« 
llvered an address on the Monroe doo 
trine. 

Washington, Jan. 3.—The senate 
held a two hours' session, in which a 
speech by Mr. Mitchell on the restora­
tion of the McKinley duties on wool 
was listened to and a resolution was 
passed for the investigation by the 
committee on naval affairs of the 
prices paid by the government for 
ship armor. The resolution contained 
a broad intimation that officers of the 
government were interested in armo* 
plate processes.aud Senator Chandler, 
the author of the resolution, said the 
facts that had come to his knowledge 
warranted him in assuming the re­
sponsibility for inaugurating the in­
quiry. The most important feature of 
the session, perhaps, was a resolution 
offered by Mr. Sherman for the resto­
ration of the gold reserve,which there­
after should be held sacred for the re­
demption of greenbacks and treasury 
notes, the former to be reissued only, 
In exchange for gold coin and bullion. 
'Mr. Elklns asked for the Immediate 
{consideration of a resolution apropos 
•of the anticipated bond issue, declar­
ing it to be the sense of the senate 
ithat no bonds of the United States 
should be sold at private sale or by 
private contract, but should be dis­
posed of by advertising to the highest 
ibidder. Mr. Hill of New York object­
ed. Mr. Nelson (Rep., Minn.) made 
his first speech in the senate* advo­
cating higher duties for present finan* 
lial troubles. 

Washington, Jan. 4.—The senate had 
a stirring debate, the bond quesiion 
beiug the then e. Mr. Sherman's 
speech, which had been anticipated 
With much interest for some time, in­
itiated the financial discussion. The 
Veteran senator was in good voice and 
.his speech was closely followed. Tliis, 
'however, was merely a prelude to an 
lunexpected financial controversy, vig­
orous and personal in character. Mr. 
Elkins of West Virginia sought to se­
cure an immediate vote on his resolu­
tion directing that all bond Issues be 
advertised, and the bonds offered to 
ithe public. Mr. Hill attempted to have 
the resolution referred to committee, 
but on a roll call, the vote was over­
whelmingly In favor of proceeding 
With the question. Only 6 negative 
votes were cast, namely, Chilton, Caf-
fery, Hill, Mitchell (Wis.), Murphy and 
Brice. Mr. Hill spoke vigorously 
against the resolution. He asserted 
*hat Mr. Sherman, when secretary of 
the treasury, had made bond contracts 
with New York syndicates, similar to 
the one now assailed. This brought 
on a sharp personal debate, In which 
Mr. Hill, Mr. Sherman, Mr. Hoar, Mr. 
Teller and others participated. At 
5:30 the senate agreed to adjourn, al­
though the motion carried by a bare 
majority of one. During the day Mr. 
Morrill, from the finance committee, 
reported that the tariff and bond bills 
would be ready on Tuesday, to which 
day the senate adjourned. 

Washington, Jan. 8.—The session of 
the house to-day was exceeding brief. 
•Mr. Broderick (Rep.. Kan.) preferred 
a requ3st for unanimous consent for 
the swearing In of Clarence P. Allen, 
to represent the new state of Utah.
