P l i g h t of t h e Chippewas. 
Here is what Congressman Miller, 

who is a member of the Indian affairs 
committee, says anent the condition 
of the Chippewas of Minnesota: 

"With a fund of about $9,000,000 to 
their credit in the hands of the 
government, many of the Chippewa 
Indians of Minnesota are suffering 
for want of the necessities of life. 
Tuberculosis has made terrible in­
roads into the tribes on the different 
reservations; the sick who are unable 
to provide for themselves suffer for 
want of food, clothing and fuel; the 
old people of the tribes are absolutely 
neglected and many of them die of 
starvation or freeze to death; some of 
the Indian agents are ignorant of 
their rights to draw upon the Indian 
fund for the alleviation of suffering, 
and one of the gravest problems fac­
ing the government internally is the 
proper care of its aboriginal wards 

A Smal l B laze . 
An overheated stovepipe ignited the 

wall paper in the upper north bed 
room of Mrs. M. Douglas' house on 
Tuesday at noon, and portions of the 
burning paper dropped down and set 
fire to the bed clothes. The fire de 
partment made the run to the scene in 
a remarkably short time—before the 
flames had made much headway—and 
a small quantity of solution from the 
chemical engine extinguished the 
blaze.
