“The country shall be administered
according to the constitutional laws
promulgated by the late emperor.

“Expenses of the imperial household
shall remain the same as those fixed
by the republic.

“Blood princes shall not be allowed
to interfere in polities.

“There shall be no difference be-
tween Manchu and Chinese. Mar-
riages between themu is allowed.

“All foreign ireaties and contracts
shall remain in force.

“The stamp tax and other petty
taxes are abolished.

“The wearing of queues is optional.”
