Militarism in Europe. 
Senator McDill McCormick of Illi­

nois has announced that he wiil intro­
duce a resolution in the senate asking 
the state department to tell what it 
knows about the financial affairs of 
European governments, with special 
reference to treir expenditures for 
land armaments. 

This is a very proper inquiry, and 
Senator McCormick is expressing a 
pretty widespread demand when he 
proposes it. 

It will hardly do to say that it is 
none of our business what European 
nations do with their money. They 
are our debtors, most of them at any 
rate, and a creditor has an interest in 
the way his debtors are managing 
things. 

If a business house learned that a 
man who was heavily indebted to it 
was sporting an expensive automobile 
and spending a good deal of money on 
senseless frivolities, that business 
house would certainly* assume that 
that man's behavior was of some con­
cern to it, and it wouldn't be much in­
terested in his contention that his 
private behavior was his own business 
and nobody else's. 

Senator McCormick presented some 
figures showing that in five European 
nations with a combined population 
not much greater than that of this 
country here are more than two mil­
lion men under arms. France has 
800,000, Italy and Poland 450,000 
apiece, Roumania 190,000 and Czecho­
slovakia 150,000. 

In a sense, and not an inconsidera­
ble sense either, nations that owe this 
<• .uniry are doing this on our money. 
Surely that gives us a right to know 
what is going on, anyway. 

Senator McCormick did not at all 
overstate it when he said that. "French 
policy has startled and disillusioned 
the people of the United States in the 
last few weeks." 

The information called for is proper, 
and Senator McCormick is doing a 
public service in demanding it. Cer­
tainly it is a matter that this country 
should be fully informed about, and 

there was a change of leaders if the 
first proved timorous. For danger 
real and thrilling was the spice of the 
wild goose chase. 

The winner was not he who came 
home first, but he who had flunked 
nothing in the route, even possibly 
having gone further around to negoti­
ate an extra hazard. 

Knowing this I have wondered a lit­
tle if the Wild Geese—the Irish le­
gions who, fighting for alien kings, 
have shown themselves prodigies of 
valor—did not take their name from 
the sport nearest the heart of their 
homeland.—New York Herald. 

DISPLAY THAT IS PERIODIC 

"Aurora Borealis" Has Its Manifesta­
tions at Intervals of From Ten 

to Sixty Years. 

The name "aurora borealis" was 
first used by Cassendi, who in 1621 
observed one in France and wrote a 
description of it. The "aurora" is 
periodic in its manifestations, the 
finest displays being at intervals of 
60 years and less marked ones at in­
tervals of 10 or 11 years. 

It is asserted that the greater and 
lesser displays correspond with the 
increase and decrease of spots on the 
sun. 

This phenomenon is generally mani­
fested in the following way: 

A dim light appears on the horizon 
shortly after twilight and gradually 
assumes the shape of an arch having 
a pale yellow color with its concave 
side turned earthward. From this 
arch streams of light shoot forth, pass­
ing from yellow to green and then to 
brilliant violet. 

The name, "aurora borealis," while 
generally referring to the northern 
lights, is applied to a similar phe­
nomenon visible in the vicinity of the 
South pole. 

Machine Clears Land for Farm. 
Among the new agricultural machin­

ery is a ponderous mechanical con­
struction which moves under its own 
power over some rough country and 
leaves it in condition for planting. 
The operation of clearing land for 
agricultural purposes is a very hard 
and tedious operation, but with the 
aid of this new machine the labor 
and time expenditure is reduced more 
than half. The front end of the ma­
chine, which moves on a caterpillar 
tread, is equipped with heavy bars 
with sharpened points which enter the 
ground alternately and tear roots and 
throw them on a conveyer belt, drop­
ping them inside to be disposed of 
later. The rear of the machine is 
supplied with a somewhat different 
device which pulverizes the ground 
and leaves it in condition for planting. 
Under ordinary conditions this ma­
chine has a capacity of three acres a 
day.
