ALTERED NOTES.

The five dollar notes of the Union Bank
have been fraudulently altered to hundreds.
We have been requested by the officers of
the Bank to notice the fraud, and for this
purpose two of the altered notes were left
with, us for examination. On a casual glance,
the alteration appears to be ingeniously ex-
ecuted, but upon a closer examination, the
fraud may be readily detected in the ap-
pearance of the paper, the mutilation of the
upper margin; and-the- : awkward erasure in
the text where the words "One hundred dol-
lars" occur. .

The vignetts of the genuine notes are
wholly different. The hundreds have,' the
full length figure ofJustice at each end,' and
two spread eagles and a center piece at' the
top. The fives, eagles on the ends, and
miniatures of Washington and Lafayette and
centre piece (a steam boat,) at the top. The
two altered notes that we have seen are da-
ted in 1833, Bass President, Van Wyck,
Cashier.
