Kern turned
and received the blow on the back of
nis head, the blude cutting the sealp to
the gkull for a distanee of three inches,
which was followed by two more slashes,
severing the main arteries and causing
Kern to nearly bleed to death.

A white man at Symr. a, Fla., 2 day or
two ago, bet a Colored man thas he could
not eat the two watermelons before
them. The Colored man was to pay
double price for them if he failed. Ha
cut the melons, weighing thirty pounds
each, up into sections, and it was fun to
see his lips slide up and down the sec-
tions of those melons. Within five
minutes mnothing was left but the bare
rinde,which he turned over to the white
man, who had just paid 75 cents for
them.

The crowd gave
the man a sound whipping and erdered
him to leave the BState, which he did
without further testimony, They thea
called out Mr. Barclay and gave him &
sound thrashing for keeping gsuch ten-
ants upon his farm.
