The Future Great, Once
More to the Front.

A Very Nice Letber.

As the time for the election of the
school directors, under the Drabelle
bill approaches, the agitation grows
fiercer and more interesting. The main
question at issue is ‘“German or no Ger-
man in the public schools. The issue
'has engaged the attention of the Col-
ored citizens, and already they have
held a Iarge and enthusiastic meeting at
which they whereased and resolved in
tones of no uncertain sound. It wasin-
deed a representative meeting in all re-
spects. The absence of the profession-
al politicians was conspicous. The posi-
tion taken by the Colored citizens thus
assembled, was that the Negro schools
never haying had the luxury of German
instruction given them in common with
the other schools of the city supported
by public taxation, it was the impera-
tive duty of the friends and pat-
rons of the Negro schools, to face this
without equivocation by advocating the
discontinuance of German in the pub-
lic schools and petition the new board
to appropriate a share. of the $65,000
thus saved for the *furnishing of better
facilities for our Colored schools. 1Itis
a patent fact that the accommodations
provided at present for our Colored
schools are poor indeed, and fall short
of meeting the necessities of the im-
mediate present. Thus you observe
tuat the position assumed, is indecd
praiseworthy and deserves the united
support of all Colored citizens and their
friends.

At the No. 1 school building,—the
building having the largest attendance
of any Colored school in the city—there
are 630 pupils. Itisaten room build-
ing with a seating capacity of fifty pu-
pils to 2 room. This condition of things
has not sprung up within the last nine-
ty days, but has been a standing fact for
nearly three years, The attention of
the proper authorities was at.one time
called to the over crowded condition of
the school, A committee after a
thorough investigation reccommended
to the board that two mere rooms
be added at once to this building, the
reccommendation was pigeon-holed, it
was alleged, for want of funds. Now,
what is true of the No. 1 building, is al-
so true of several other Colored schools.
Hence the action of the Colored citi-
zens in mass meeting assembled.
Speaking of this school I must not omit
to mention our kindergarten attach-
ment. Mrs. 8. W. Topp is the director,
and under her management, this de-
partment has grown from an A. M. kin-
dergarten to an A. M, and a P. M. kin-
dergarten with 150 pupils belonging.
The able and efficient Mr. A. G. Parker
enjoys the good fortune of having an
able and eflicient corps of teachers to
assist him, and the result is that all
things work together for good. The
distinctive peculiarity of this school
seens to be the community of interest
in the general managemeut and success
of the building. - All unite in executing
the wishes and orders of the principal.
Teaching under such pleasant auspices
must certainly be a pleasure. At some
more auspicious opportunity Ishall un-
dertake to give your readers the per-
somnel of our corps of teachers.

A. M. E. Church Notes.

The sudden change of weather in no
sense diminished the attendance upon
the services in the beautiful new church
Sabbath morning. The immense fur-
nace, a Richmond No. 30, had the audi-
torinm warm as summer time, The
chancel is one of the most elaborate
and beautiful in the city, and in fact has
been pronounced by many to surpass
arrangement and artistic display any
chancel in our largest and most wealthy
white churches. Within the altar still
stand the handsome floral designs pre-
sented by Mesdames Howard and
Boeler. The excellent choir, augmented
by the presence of Prof. Luca and Mrs.
Clay rendered excellent music, The
theme of the sermon was “Gods Ten-
der Care.” The text, psalms 23 chap.
and first verse: ‘“The Lord is my Shep-
herd, I shall not want.” The most
prominent thought was the love of God
and His tender compasgion, the sermon
denounced the teaching that God is
unmgerciful and quick to anger. The
outlines: Tirst, discussion of the
richness and fullness of Oriental figures
of speech, and explanation of the
figure employed in the text. Second,
the nature and extent of Divine Provi-
dence (a) as it refers to physical world
and irrational being, (b) as it refers to
man. Third, the believer becomes an
object of especinl Divine care and can
claim to live under a special provi-
dence. The collection was up the usual
standard. The method of taking up
collections is unique and unlike the us-
ual methods employed in our churches.
The pastor announces the amount need-
ed and sits down, while the officers
quickly and quietly place the table in
position at the head of the aisle, the
choir sings and the people come in regu-
lar order to the table, beginning in the
officers pew and on down through the
naive. No noise, no urging, but sol-
emnly and with anair of deyvotion the
people come to the altar to give unto
the Lord. This speaks well for the re-
finement and liberality of the good peo-
ple of St. James. The classes, one,
three and four, which meet after the
morning gervices were well attended
and very interesting.

The Sabbath schiool met at the usual
hour and was opened by the retiring
superintendent, Richmond Taylor, who
in warm terms‘and well chosen words
introduced Lis sticcessor, T. H. Lyles,
who responded, paying a glowing trib-
ute to the faithful services of Mr. Tay-
lor. Mr. Taylor has been superintend-
ent for several years and during that
time has never missed a session of the
school or been tardy. He also is a
trustee, a steward and a class leader,
besides being clerk of the trustees
board. He is now assistant superin-
tendent and still continues to bend his
energigs in assisting to promote the
welfare of tha school. Mr. F. D. Par-
ker was by unanimous vote constituted
librarian and ' assumed the task of pro-
curing a library. Too much importance
can not bp attached to this office and
his undertaking, Should Mr. Parker
succeed in his effort, his will be one of
the most progresive and enduring of
achivements, he has already gone
energetically to work and expects to
have at least two hundred volumes by
new Year’s.

Call For a State Convention.

Ferrow CiTizens:—

Feeling a deep interest in the devel-
opement of the great state of Minnesota
appreciating the blessings of her just and
liberal laws and the kindly feeling of
her best citizens, and believing in union
there is strength, we deem it wise and
prudent that we should take some action
to advance our industrial and civil
rights vouchsafed to us by the constitu-
tion of the United States and the stat-
utes of this commonwealth. Recent de-
velopements have demonstrated the
fact that there is a disposition on the
part of some to abridge the rights guar-
anteed by the constitution and the laws
of this state. Therefore, we the Color-
ed citizens of St, Paul, in mass meeting
assembled, do hereby issue a call for a
State convention to meet in the hall of
the House of Representativesin the city
of St. Paul on Monday Dee. 5th., 1887 at
ten o'clock A. M. for the purpose of ad-
vancing our interests in these matters,
and after due deliberation to forn such
an organization as may be agreed upon
having for its object the protection of
our rights hereinbefore stated. And,
for the purpose of carrying out these
provisions i is hereby requested that
the Colored citizens in the several coun-
ties of the state meet and from their
number elect the number of delegate
from each county as follows:
