We give our readers to day the Home­
stead exemption Bill of Minnesota. There 
is, as we observe, quite a diversity of sen­
timent as to its justice and propriety. Wo 
entertain the opinion thai a rascal will 
cheat you exemption or no exemption; and 
this law may shield honest debtors from 
the severity of unfeeling creditors, until 
such time as they can accumulate a suffi­
ciency to pay their entire indebtedness.— 
At all event;; we can give it a fair trial; 
and if it disappoints the expectations of its 
friends it can be repealed. 
AN ACT FOE A HOMESTIAD EXEMPTION. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the 
Stateof Minnesota: 

Sic. 1. That a homestead consisting of 
any quantity of land, not exoeedingeighty 
acres, and the dwelling house thereon and 
its appurtenances, to be selected by tht 
owner thereof, and not included in aay in* 
corporated town plat, or city or village.—-
Or, instead thereof at the option of tht 
owner, a quantity of land not exceeding in 
amount one lot being within ta incorpora­
ted town, city or village, and the dwelling 
house thereon and its appurtenances, own­
ed and occupied by any resident Of this 
Stitt, shall not be subject to attachment, 
levy or salt upon execution, or any 'other 
process issuing out of any Court within 
this State. This section shall be dtemoj 
and construed to exempt such hossestead 
in tht manner aforesaid, during the time
