mers farm, hauliu* grain to the stack, 
when they obsci ved the approach of two 
Indiana. There were two roads leading 
trout the field in the direction of the Inuse 
—qne going,,out! at the east side, ;frdnt 
which direction the InJians were'approach­
ing, nnd making n circuit of the field; the 
other'; the shortest and most direct, ran on 
the opposite .Hide of the field. The Indi­
ans gave chase, when Mr. Mack put whip 
to the horses and n n them at full speed. 
The mail oh the wagon fell off, and the In­
dian? coming tip, did not' molest him". • 
They tlich took the first road, expecting 
to cut off Mack's retreat and capture'the 
horse*. In this', however, (hey were un­
successful, as Mack reached the house first, 
where, Stopping the team, he ran in and 
procured a Henry's repeating rifle. With 
this in his hands, he secreted himself jh a 
thicket near the house, determining hot to 
surrender without: a fight. But the cow­
ardly savages did not further inolest him, 
leaving in the direction of his father's 
firm", where they subsequently murdered 
the squire, (is we have described. 

A TALK WITH TUK INDIANS . 

Two Indians, who seemed to have a good 
knowledge of the English language,, visited 
the house of. an old gentleman named 
Breckinridge, who was the owner of three 
horses. They shook hands with the fami­
ly, told them that they were "good Indi­
ans," did not desire to hurt anybody, but 
wanted their horses. They told Mr B. 

.that they remembered Mankato, inquired 
about Gen. Sibley, wanted to know where 
he was, how many men he had, and said, 
that they intended to make him a visit .this 
season. They seemed anxious to impress 
Mr. B. with the idea that they were "^ood 
Indians," repeating the remark several 
times; but told him ti at 500 other Indi­
ans, whom they styled "had Indians," 
were coming in a few days, and would mur­
der everybody. This, it was supposed was 
intended to frighten him, and to induce 
hi™; to give up the horses without resist­
ance. They seemed perfectly at home, and 
coolly inquired whether the horses had 
been watered! Seeing the folly of resist­
ance. Mr. Breckinridge permitted them tor 
drive off the horses. 

A SOCIAL QATHKRIKC 1NTKH.RUPTKO. 

On Thursday afternoon, when the raid 
occurred, three or four families were ma­
king a visit to the house of Mr. MeCullough 
two or three miles from Vernon, who bad 
just sold out arid -ras about leaving the 
country. Several teams were hitched to a 
fanco nour by, and soma horses were run­
ning loose in an adjoining field. One of 
the persona not iced some one attempting 
to lasso the horses in the field aud cnlled 
attention to it.- Upon closer observation 
Indians were Been and the alarm givm. 
Mr.- Thomas, who was among the visitors, 
took an old broken gun, unloaded, stepped 
to the door, and pointed it at the Indians. 
At the same time the Indians leveled their 
guns at Mr. T. Finding that he could not 
frighten them off, be laid down his gun, 
walked down to where the teams were 
hitched, and led off his horses without be­
ing molested. The Indians then stepped 
up, unhitched the other teams and led 
them off. They went but a short distance 
to a corn field, pulled some green corn, 
built a fire and roasted it. The visitors 
were unarmed, and consequently incapable 
of offering resistance. 

RKLIGIOCS PAPERS CSKO TOB WADBIN0. 

. .A part of the gun wadding used by the 
Indians when they shot Mr. Chas. Mack 
was afterwards picked up. and upon close 
examination it proved, to be part of a re 
ligious newspaper. A piece of this wad-
ding, picked up ihe day after the murder, 
is now in the pesscssion of Mr II. L. Young 
of (his place. Thi" fact, and the remem­
brances of the Indian barging at Mankato, 
as stated in their conversation with Mr. 
Breckinridge, lead us to the belief that 
ihiy were a portion of the 400 pets, "civil­
ized and christianized" at this place dur­
ing the winter of 1862, and whom Uncle 
Abraham in the kindness of his heart, 
pardoned and turned loose in Dakota, a 
few months ago.. . 

" C O E R C I N G A S T A T E . " 

Says'the'Richmond Examiner, backing 
its menaces of force by a fallacy : '
