Difference Between the rocess of Follow-
ing and the Process of Searching—Heart-
Seeking and Finding.

There is a great difference between
knowing God and knowing ahout God.
Which do you want? To know God?
or' to know about God?

A customer applies to you to sell him
goods on eredit. You institute in-
quiries about him. You ascertain his
standing at the merchants’ exchange.
You obtain letters of introduction from
his neighbors.

peets. In all this you are learning
about your proposed customer.  And
Yet you may not know him, may never
meet him, miy never even care to meet
him, may be quite satisficd not to know
him, only to learn about him throngh
intermediates. You are traveling. Yon
fall into conversation with o stranger
at your side.  The talk begins with the
weather. Tt drifts inteo politics, into
the labor question, Father MeGlyan,
the Protestant and the Roman Catholic
Church, the subject of personal relie-
ion.  Before you part you have learned
each other’s best thoughts and highest
experiences; you have discovered that
vou draw your intellectual life from
the same favorite books, that you have
the same great purposes, that your
hopes and fears for your country and
for humanity are the same, that you
both love and worship the same Sa-
viour.  You separate withont perhaps
even knowing each other's names.

You know each other; you know noth- |

ing about each other.

We kuow cach other sympatheti-
cally; we know about each other m-
tellectually.

The child knows the mother when it
looks upinto her face and  {feels rather
than pereeives the mother's love, and
receives but does not understand the
power of the mother’s love, and re-
ceives but does not understand the
power of the mother’s personality.
But it does not know about the mother.
It cannot fathom her natuve, knows
nothing of her problems and perplexi-
ties, her household -carves, her wide-
reaching plans of love for her children.
She is an empress. What does the
<hild prattling at her knee know about
imperial  problems? The child
knows the mother, but she does not
know uabout the mother. Herbert
Spenceris right.  God is the Unknown
und the Unknowable. The orthodox
preacher is right. God is the best-
known friend in the universe. Herbert
Speneer questions  the intellect for its
account of God, and the intellect an-
swers: I ean not tell.” e is un-
fathomable mystery. The preacher
questions the heart, and the heart an-
swers:  “l will yet praise Him who is
the health of my countenance and my
God.” The heart knows God. The
intellect does not know about God.

"The two processes of knowing about
God and knowing God are very differ-
ent. The first is a process of following,
the second is a process of searching. A
scientist stands befove a fine pictuve.
He says: *I wish I could have the ex-
perience of satisfaction and delight in
that picture which my artist friend de-
scribes as his. 1 will study it He
examines the eanvas to see how it is
made, inquires into the process by
which the picture was put upon the
canvas, investigates the chemical con-
stituents of the paint, comprehends its
whole mechanical and Iaboratory his-
tory. At last he says: “I know all
about that picture. The artist can tell
me nothing; I ean tell him mueh, And
still T have no such experience as he
deseribez. It is a delusion and asnave.
There is no such picture here as he de-
seribes.  There is really but a bit of
canvas on which is placed in an orderly
and regular manner certain chemiecal
coustituents. I know what they are,
how it is done, all aboutit.””  Ah! wise
scientist, this 1s not the way to study
art. Science is not art. Knowing
about is not knowing. Take your ecan-

You obtain from him a |

i The Aolian  harp stands “in  the
window, and the wind breathes
upon it, and it answers in strains

now grave, now gay; every movement |
of the wind brings its response from |
the meditative strings.  *Be still, and |
know that I am God.” When my mind
is searching God He remains the Un-
known. When iy heart rests quietly
and lets Him breathe upon it, the re-
sponding expervience attests His pres-
ence and interprets His life. We all
know this in the experience of friend- |
ship. That hour is most sacred in |
which love silently expresses itself, and |
we understand each other without need
of intellectual interpretation. So God
reveals Himself to the soul that waits
and watches and is still. For He is
not in the tempest, nor in the earth-
quake, nor in the fire, but in the still,
small voice.—Christian Union.
——

Necessity for Self-Denying Work.

The same trath is veferred |
to by Paul when in writing to the Phil- |
ippians he says: “Not because I de- |
sire a gift, but I desire fruit that may i
abound to your account.” The need |
of men for unselfish work imposes up- |
on God the need for human agencies
in the work He has to do. In accord-
ance with soul laws there can be no |
soul-growth without bencvolent work.
Hence the church that is not interested
in such work is= a dead church. The
professing Christian who is doing noth-
ing for those Christ came to save has |
none of the Master's life in him. IIe |
is not like a branch abiding in the vine
that is bringing forth frait, but more |
like those that arve withered, which |
men gather and burn.  This neecessity
for unselfish, seli-denying work asa
means of soul-growth explains the se-
cret of the wondooful reflex -influence
of miszsion work upon churches and
persons engaged in it.—Iev. 4. L.
