Many of the prisoners then gave up all hope of
assistance from the American Consul, and threw
themselves on the protection of Mr. Crawford, the
British Consul. Two of the Mississippi volun-
teers, Americans, called themselves Irishmen, inl
order to obtain assistance from the English Consul.

After 1 was releazed, and while remaining on
board the ship Norma, the American Consul ask-
ed a friend of mine from New Orleans, if he knew
why I was relensed. My friend said no. Mr.
Owen then said that bhe did not want the eredit or |
the blame of my release to rest upon him.

My objeet in publishing this letter, is to defend
the reputation of my gallant companions now in
prison, by refuting the falsehoods in Mr. Owen's
letter, and to show to the _American people the
true character of their Consul at Havana.

Will the papers that have published Mr. Owen's
letter give this a place in their columns ?
