Democratic Nominee for Prexident.

Gex. Franvuuy Preece, the presont demo.
cratic candidate fur President, whose nomination
wiid =0 unanimons and enthusiasiic, is the son of
an old revolutionary soldicr.  His fathee’s nume
was Benjamin Piercr. He is reprosented fo have
been a troe type of thnt race of heroes who lived
in the “imes that teied men's soule,” He was
an bonest, plain, blunt man, of sterling common
sanse, ant unflinehing patriotism, He isrepre.
sented not 1o huve heen n highly educated man
—n# few, indeed, were in those early days of our
country, when the means of educniion ware so
limited, and when the duties that devolved even
upatt the young were exacting, Benjamin Pieres,
however, made up In native srengih of chirme
ter und goodness of hexrt, what be lweked of the
discipling of the sehool and the polish of 1he
n!.‘.ddpm_\'. He vologiesred as n privage woldier
in the revolmioniey siruggle, through the entize
couran of which he fought with that ardor amd
devotion which was the pecul ar characivrristic of
our savolutionary sires, It is encagh 1o say of
him, however, in this conneetion thal he was one
of ithat Spartan bund which fought o Banker Hill,
the fir-r great battle for our freedom.  After the
war of the revolution wis over, he enjived in
L nutive Sinte, the psteem of Lo fellowseitizeny
==\was eleeted to offices of trast und bonor, sod
finally wius electsd Governor ol the Statein 1827
and ngnin in 1528, Mauy are the anecdoies tohl
illstretive of the gallomt old man, They nll |
prove bim to be renpsekuabie fie his native streneth
of mind, his pablic nod private vioues, and his
whole-soled devation to the caure of American
liberty.

From such a man, the present democratic cans
didate is desoended, and all who know him are
five to admit that he is & warthy son of such
father. Fraxg Przncr was barn in the 1own of
Hillstaraugh, N. H., in IS804, and is consequent-
ly ahout 49 years of nge.  In the same vicinity,
Lowls Cise, Daniel Wetwier, und other grest
men of the country, tirst saw the light He re-
eeived a elussienl eduention, and was brought ap
to the lrgnl |l1<.ll.|-uin||. in which he soon becume
eminent, and of which he hns boen, for many
,Flll, lhr l'.'!n'Pr ormament in |||| nklive Ntgle, —
At a very early poriod of life, Gan. Piorcs at

tracted the attention, and securad the viteem and
enufidence of his fellow citigens, wha were nat
slow in bestowing upon him marks of fvor, —
When very voung, be was elected tothe Legise
Iature of New Hampshire, aod whea only twene
ty seven years old. he was elecied Speaker of
the House of Represemtatives, n position which
b filled with dignity, finnocss and courtesy, un- |
ustial in one of his age,

After seeving several seasions in the Legisla-
ture of bis Siate, he wawn elected to the lower
howsa of Congress in 1883, sud ngain in 1835
In 1537, while u member of the House, he was
elecled wo the Senate of the United Siates, h--ung
then about thintysthree years of age, nnd held »
scat in that egalted body until 1842, when be
tesgned, and returued w0 the practice of his
projession, The Cuongressional couise of
General Plercs was ane  of usefulness 1o his
country, and honor to himsell, and we  shall le
pardined for dwelling upon it a1 some longth. —
When he first entered Congress, his pnfl-i{tli
opinions were fiem and drecided, pod he eonsist- |
ently udhered to them under the most teying eire-
comstunens,  Hiw reoord is ona 10 which we
proudly cofer, nae that of a man nations! ia all his
sentiments, wnd patriotic in wil his views, Gen.
