powers, so far as they were permitted by |
the articles of Confederation, until the 4
of March, 1780, when the present consiitu- |
tion of the Uyited States, which had been
adopted by the convention and ratified by
the requisite number of the States, went
into operation; and thus a more perfect
Union for the general good was formed.

Each of the thirteen colonies had char-
ter governments provided for them by the
mother country, under which charter gov-
emments they existed until their indepen-
dence. 'We have given the dates at which |
the original States ratified the artioles of
confederation, and now we will give the
dates at which they ratified the Litu-
tion:
