When lis conduct reached the ears
of the masters,inorder to test the truth
of the statements of the first, we learn
that a number of slaves on diflerent
plantations were called up, separate
and apart from ench other, so thatone
could not know what was wanted with
(the other, and that all told the same
tale with little or no deviation, proving
conclusively the truth of their state-
ments.

When the time
arrived, she refused to go to Liberia,
and on her own choice remains legally
my slave, although I derive no pecuni-
ary profit from her, She continues to
live in her own house, on my lot; and
has been,and iz at present, al perfect
liberty to go to a free Stateat her pleas-
ure; but the laws of the State will not
permit her emancipation, nor admit
such a deed of emancipation to record,
and she refuses to leave the State. In
her case, therefore, | have been made a
slaveholder legally, but not with my
own consent.

“2dly. About five years since, the
mother of my former wife left to her
daughter, not to me, a negro boy; and
asmy wife died withouta will, more
than two years since, by the laws of the
State he becomes legally my property.
In this case, asin the former, not emanci-
pationable in the State; but he shall be
al liberty to leave the State whenever |
shall be satisfied that he is prepared to
provide for himself, or I can have sufli-
cient security that he will be protected
and provided for in the placeio which
he may go.

“3dly. In the month of January last
I married my present wife, she being at
the time possessed of sluves, inherited
from her former hushand's estate, and
belonging to her. Shortly alter my
marriage, being unwilling to become
their owner, regarding them as strictly
hers, and the law not permitting their
emancipation, [ secured them to her
by adeed of trust,
