Eseaye, and Tales, having in view utility or
amusement, or both-.Historical Sketches—and
Reminiscences of events too minute for History,
yet elucidating jt and heightening its interests,
may be regn.rsed as forming the staple of the
work. And of indigenous Poetry, enough is
published—sometimes of no mean strain—to
manifest and to cultivate the growing political
taste and talents of our conmtry.

The times appear, for several reasons, to de-
mand such awork: andnot one alone, but ma-
ny. - The public mind is feverish and irritated
still, fromrecent political strifes; The soft as-
suasive influence of Literature is needed, to al-
lay that fever and soothe that irritation, Vice
and folly are rioting abroad: they should be
driven by indignant rebuke, or lashed by ridicule
mto their fittng haunte, Ignorance lords it,
over an immense proportion of our people. Ev-
ery spring should be set in motion, to arouse
the eplightened, and to increase their number :
80 that the great enemy of popular govern-
ment may no longer brood, like a portentious
cloud, over the destinies of our country. And
to accomplish all these ends, what more pow-
erful agent can be employed, than 2 periodical,
on the plan of the Messenger ; i that plen be
but carried out in practice !

The South peculiarly requires such an
agent. Inall the Union, south of Washington,
there are but two Literary periodicals! North-
L ward of that eity, there are probably at least
twenty-five or thirty! Is this coulrast justi-

twice the leisure for reading =nd writing,
which they enjoy.

It was from a deep sense of this local want,
that the"word Southern was engrafted on the
name of this periodical; and not with any de-
sign to nourish loeal prejudices, or to zdvocate
euppozed local interests. Far from any such
thovght, it is the Editor’s forvent wish to ece
the Norgh and South bound cndearinsly to.
gether forever, in the '%en bands of mutoal
kinduess and affection. Tar from meditating
hostility to the North, he has already drawn,
Mund he hopes therefore to draw muach of his
choicest matter thence : and happy indeed will
he deem himself, should kis pages, by making
each region know i'sc!f hetter, contribute in
any essential degree to dispel the lowering
rloauds that nnwe theastea the rezoce of bath, and
to brighten and stre:
