the negro laborers have decreased in
efficiency fifty per cent. He asserts
that the Southern white laborers have
increased in efliciency fifty per cent. and
this accounts for the increased productsy
of that quarter of the Union. The St.
Louis Republican observes there are
not wanting collateral proofs of the truth
of the opinion of the South Carolina
Renator. Wherever the greatest pre-
ponderance of negro population is there
the increase of the products of labor
has been least. Mississippi had, for ex-
ample, in 1880, 650,281 negroes and only
470,988 whites. The production of cot-
in this State fell off from 1,202,507 bales
in 1860 to 963,111 in 1880, Texay, the
next largest cotton producing State had
in 1880, 203,384 negroes and 1,197,237
whites. The production of cotton in
that State increased fram 431,468 1o 8056,
234, Whereever the soil of any State
is favorable to white labor there the
prodducts hnve inereased, and wherever
the conditions are especially adopted to
negro labor, the products have fallen off.
Take the article of rice produced almost
exclusively by negro lubor. In 1860
Bouth  Caroling produced 119,100,523
pounds of rice, while in 1830 it produced
only 52,087,515 pounds. This corres-
ponds very nearly to e estimate made
by Senator Butler of the decreased effic-
ieney of negro labor.
