3031 of said circuit court
was rendered for th as of Pike county
against J. L. Travis as principal on his off-

icial bond as sheriff, and C. C. Gibson a his

surety thereon, for the sum of seven hun-

dred and fifty dollar, and cost of suit;
and

Whereas. It is alleged that there are

equitable considerations in favor of said
C. C. Gibson, why said judgment may b

compromised a to him: therefore,
Section L Be it enacted by the Legisla-

ture of the State of Mississippi, That the
Board of Supervisors of Pike county, may
in their discretion, compromise said judg-
ment atrainst said C. C. Gibson upon such
terms as to them may seem equitable and j

just.
Sec. 2. Be it further enacted. That noth-

tion 407, Revised Code. Ifc80, be so amend-
ed as to permit parties owning land of suf-
ficient value in Tunica and Bolivar coun-
ties, being otherwise qualified to become
and qualify as sureties on official bonds in
Coahoma county; Piovided, That the sure-
ties qualifying under tho provisions of this
act by signing any such bond, as aforesaid,

In the course of this dtacussion prima facit
evidence has been defined to be such evi-

dence a of itself is sufficient to establish
the fact, if uncontradicted; bat is eon'ro-vertibl- e.

Unquestionably that definition
is correct; but the prima facie evidence is
controvertible when toe issue ccmae to be
tried upon its merits to determine whether
the person holding the certificate is the
duly elected member.

Hence the ingenious and labored argu-
ments of gentlemen to show that the cer-

tificate of Mr. Manning is founded on a
mistake, or error, or fraud, as they may
choose to have it, are not applicable to the
question as it is now presented to th
House. They will be relevant when the
question is considered on its merits.

The rule has been established, and con-

firmed by invariable custom, that the per-
son to whom the certificate has been
awarded is entitled to hold and to discharge
the functions of the office of Representa-
tive until the House, in the exercise of its
prerogative as the judge of the election,
returns, and qualifications of its members,
decides the case on its merits.

Doubtless abuses are often committed by
officials in the discharge of this important
trust. Possibly they have been committed
in the present instance. But I submit that
to depart from the rnle and set aside the
certificate before it is judicially decided to
be void is to deprive the body of the only
means of ascertaining its membership and

perfecting its organization. McCrary, in
his standard work, American Law of Elec-

tions, says:
If the party holding the ordinary cre-

dentials to an office could be kept out of
the office by the mere institution of a con-

test, the organization of a legislative body.
sach for example as the House of Re

presentativea of the United States,
might be altogether prevented by
instituting contests against a ma-

jority of the members, or what is more
to lie apprehended, the relative strength of

political parties in such a body might be

changed by instituting contests against
members of one or ti e other of such par-
ties. These considerations have made it
necessary to adopt and to adhere to the
rule that the person holding the ordinary
credentials shall be qualified, and allowed
to act pending a contest, and until a de-

cision can be had on the merit.
As to Mr. Chalmers, neither the commit-

tee, nor any member of the committee, has
asserted that he has even the color of a
title to a seat pending the contest; and
therefore he is not a party to the present
proceeding.

I will add that, in view of the extraordi-

nary disclosures contained in the papeis
aelating to the case, the House owes it to
its own integrity, to the claimants them-

selves, and especially to the people of the
district, to institute searching and vigorous
inquiry into the merits of the case without
delay. The right of the people to be rep-
resented by the person of their choice over-

tops all other rigbte. It is imprescriptible
and inalienable, and it is usurpation to
deny or to delay its exercise. Iet the
House make" haste to address itself to that
question.
