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How the Stories an Written and
What is Paid for them.

Col. rrentiss In graham, who has

written almost as many if not more
books than Voltaire, and whose name is
familiar through the length and breadth

the land to all who read what is
termed dime novels or sensational liter
ature, as in the citv, in advance of the
Buffalo Bill combination, and is stop-
ping at the Southern. A Republican
reporter called upon Mr. Ingraham
yesterday afternoon, and found him at
leisure, for a talk. Mr. Ingraham is a
relative of Rev. Dr. Ingraham of this
city.

His upper lip is
covered with a moustache, drooping on
each side, and on the whole he does not
look like a man who would write dime
novels. The reporter broached the ob
ject of his visit to learn something about
dime novels and serial storv-writin- g.

been said and written as to trashy stor
ies and dime novels, and how they de-
moralize the youth of the country, but I
can look in the papers any dav and see
detailed accounts of crime and criminals
which do more than anything else to
turn children's feet from the paths in
which thev should walk. As for myself

have never yet written a story without
moral.

How long have you been writing
these novels r

"I've been at it for twelve years, right
straight along, and 1 hnd it pays pretty
well. What s the use of writing lor
magazines which come out once a month?
ihe pay could not enable a man to sub
sist i write for a living and not tor
glory."

"About 250 more or less. Has it ever
been your misfortune have you ever
read any of them?"

"No sir. Have you?" inquired the
reporter.

"No, I wouldn't read them for what I
sret to write them. I never read any of
my own productions. I believe authors
seldom do that."

"How long does it take to write a
story f"Oh we generally take a month, at
least, to write a story out and fix it up
in good shape, but a story has been
written on much shorter time. For
instance, I was once pushed on a story
and I finished it in three days and nights.
Of course that's a rare case, and, as a
general thing, a story requires consider-
able blocking out, so to speak. As for
me I rarely block out st ry. I just
take a man and write a story. H course
a fellow has to have a good imagination
and some tact. Sometimes you haves;
hero, you know, who has done so many
brave things that it would not be right
to let him live, and the only alternative
is to kill him off in the last chapter.
Have I ever had my hero in a scrape
where I couldnH get him out unless by
miraculous intervention? No, I have
never done that yet. I often start out
a story and run it in serial form, and
very often keep it running much as Jim
Bludso does in Milton Nobles' play, but
I always manage to prevent ray story
from coming to an end too soon. '

"De you have to be particular as to
historical facts mid so forth in your
writings!"

"Yes; more so than one would think
for people who read the stories are
pretty sharp. If I make a mistake de-

scribing a certain place in St. Louis
some one would write to my pub-
lisher. A little mistake I made in one
of my Mexican stories brought out a
letter from a man down in Texas who
disputed an assertion that I bad travel-
ed in three hours from one hacienda to
another. I write sea stories, society
stories and border stories. The sailors
read the stories and they come to the
front in a communication to the pub-
lisher if I speak of taking a reef in the
rudder or heaving the jibboom. One of
those letters hurt a man more than a
hundred letters in his praise help him.
I was on the Hornet in the expedition to
Cuba, in the revenue service, and lived
for years 09 the border. Many of my
border stories are taken from life, and I
can say that I never wrote of anything
with which I was not fa mil iar. I have
never plagiarized from anything in my

literary career, and I often wonder that
have not repeated myself. Sometimes
have got into trouble. I wrote a novel

from the adventures of one of my fron-
tier friends, in which, of course the
beautiful maiden appeared in divers bad
predicaments from which she was res-

cued by her plighted lover. When the
novel appeared I received a letter from

were alleged to have occurred. My
heroines.

The un metamorphosed fe
male could drink and smoke with the
toughest one in the territory and she haj
undoubtedly never learned how 1 banded
her down to posterity.

Education Needed on the Farm.

One often hears a remark made to
the effect that any fool can be a farmer,
or that education is wasted on one who
only tills the soil for a living. These
remarks were nearer the truth, perhaps,
years ago, when the country was new.
The virgin soil would 'yield abundent
crops almost without care on the part of
the husbandman, and insect enemies,
blight, rust, etc., were nearly unknown.
But now such sayings ate far from trne
and we are beginning to realize that
"knowledge is power" on the farm just
as surely as anywbero else in the world.

Forty years ago our toll were of the
simplest and rudest kinds, and not much
intelligence was required to use them.
To-da- y some of the finest machinery
made is on the farm, and the farmer
needs skill and brains to use these im
proved tools to the best advantage,
rather than muscle to do heavy work.

The day has passed when muscle
rules the world. The battle axe and
spear were muscle; the rifle and the
cannon are brains. The stage-coac- h

and the courier are muscle; the rail-

way train and telegraph are brains. On
the farm, the scythe was muscle; the
mowing machine is orains. The grain
cradle and sickle were muscle; the self- -

binder is brains. The farmer of the
future will need to be, to a large extent,
an engineer and director of labor, and a
student, instead of a simple laborer, as
the farmer of the past was. The sooner
we accept this and govern and educate
ourselves (and our children) accordingly,
the more proh table will our farming be
If "any fool can be a farmer" and make
a living out of it, what are the possibili
ties of farming under skillful and in
telligent management? Even in the
most

. simple operation of
. the farm, edu--

111 i e - 1canon win De or use to us every uay,
not only in enabling us to direct our
work to the best advantage, but in giv
ing us the ability to keep account of
everything, and know whether a certain
practice or crop pays us or not.

A hired man once said to me. "Yon
are the best band at guessing 1 ever
saw !" I had told him there would be
over six loads of hay to get up, but not
quite seven. He made the remark when
we were going 'to the barn with the
seventh load not quite full. Now there
was no guess work about it. I knew the
width of the strip cut, from the number
of swarths, eacn one of which was six
feet. 1 knew how wide the rake was
and how many rakefuls we could put on
a load. So after raking once down
through the piece, a little mental arith
metic told how many loads there would
be. One can tell how much a man
ought to plow, cultivate or harrow in a
day. I remember once that I went
away, to be gone all day, leaving a new
hand to harrow a piece of land for wheat.
At night I found he had got over only
six acre with a harrow six feet wide,
He insisted that he bad done all he
could. But after he had seen tb figures
on aboard, and found he had traveled
less than one mile an hoar, he was quite
ashamed, and said. "It's no use trying
to fool you on a day's work, and he

st heat)
wnicn you wisn to pus on twcmi acres
of ground. You walk around the Ueap,
if it is a round one, stepping 3 feet ax,
step. It is fifty-fou- r paces around it
You look at it and sec that if it was
leveled down to where you walked, it
would average about 3 feet high- -. There-
fore you say 54 yards (the circumfer-
ence), multiplied by 4, half the radius,
will give the number ot cubic yards m
the pile 243. You know that your
manure spreader will hold just about I
cubic yard at a load ; so you set it to
spread 20 loads per acre, and come out
all right no guess work about it.

I compared the weight
of stalks and grain he had to handle
with what he would have to do oa an
average piece, and was satisfied that he
was doing well. One night one of those
"blowing" men came along. "Why'
said he, "Adam isn't doing anything, I
can go in there and cut an acre a day
just as easy as sitting on a fence." "Very
well," said I, "come and cut an
acre; I will pay yon $150, and yon can
have the fun of showing Adam how
little he knows about cutting corn. He
came before I was up, and at noon, be-

ginning to realize that he had something
to de, he never stopped for bis hour's
nooning, but took a bite aad ran; but it
was three o'clock thesecond dav before
be had his acre cut. When be was
laughed at about it. he used to say,
