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selfish forgetfulness that other men have
children and rights as well as ourselves.
Or we have set in determinedly to get the
public school for cousin Jane or son Tom,
regardless of th qualifications of said
Jane and Tom, and apparently forgetful of
the fact that others have cousin Janes and
son Toms, bailing to secure the estab-
lished school for our teacher, who is not
wanted anywhere else, we have gone to
work to divide the school and get a cw
one that we can manage to our liking. In
this we have usually been successful, and
the result is too many little, urpaying
schools and no suitable house, because
there was no certainty as to the perma-
nency of an established schoo?.

The remedy is for the State to take this
matter out of our hands, since we have
proved ourselves wholly incompetent ; and
appoint a committee in every county whose
duty it shall lie to visit every district,
locate its school with a view to the great-
est good to the greatest number, and levy
a tax on the property of the district for
the building and furnishing of a suitable
school-hous- e. This is the way. Ask your
candidate for the legislature if he will see
that we have the present system changed
and a better law passed next winter.

A CHICAGO HOUSE STOLEN.

aieves Tear Dow n ami Carry Away an En-
tire lluiltling.

Chicago, June 7. Immediately after a
large two-stor- y frame house at the corner of
Archer avenue and State street was vacated
by its tenant, a hardware dealer, a force of
men appeared and tore the structure down,
carting off the material as fast as it was
taken from the building.

This matter of removal
showed plainly that the house was being
stoleu.

The Stolid and Calm Clelestial Perjurers
Say the Interpreter In Their Eieiuy.

But
for his knowledge of the Chinese character
it is doubtful if much prompt work would
have been- - poscole, the heathens being a
stolid and calm a lot of perjurers as were
ever seen on exhibition in the city.

THE PRINTERS' CONVENTION.

Tbe International Typographical Cn Ion
Doe Not Oppose the date System.

JTew York, June 5. At the meeting of
the International Typographical Union, now
in session here, the question of allowing the
proprietors of union offices to use stereotype
and electrotype plates without measuring
the same, was discussed at length. The sen
timent of the delegates was that these plates
should be classed with labor-savin- g mach
inery, and that toey have become a per-
manent feature of the journalism of the day.

The vote of the committee on the question
was nearly unanimous in referring the ques
tion to subordinate unions without rec om--

meodation, thus leaving the question where
it has been heretofore; and as nineteen out
of twenty union offices in the smaller cities
now use the stereotype plates without meas-

uring them, there is no reasonable doubt
that nearly all union offices desiring to use
plates hereafter will be allowed their privi-
lege without any interference oa the part ol
toe local unions.

KILLED THEIR CAPTORS.

Ilcsperadcws Wreak Vengeance on Sheriff's
Officers.

F.va.vsvu.le, Ind., June 4. Particulars
the terrible tragedy at Jasper, Ind., Mon-

day evening-- have come to hand and aro as
follow:

itobert F. It ev s is a fanner of Dubois
county, sixty years of ats, aud noted as a
hard charact-T- , having already servexl a
term in prison. II has two sons, John,
aged thirty-rive- , and (i 'org aged thirty,
both siloon keepers iu Torre Haute, and rato

desperad.xis. There has hoen an indict-
ment for grand lnrcnr in Martin county

Jtangin over their heals for two years past,
but for so;n- reason no attempt ha, ever been
made to serve it.

A few days ago th" sheritr of Dubois
county received a warrant with orders to
arrest tu boys then at their
father's farm. 7 he sheriif swore

two deputy sheriffs, John (iarduor aud
Wm. Cox, for this purpose. The twoofUcers
found no opportunity to airest their men
until Moini iy, when old II .eves came to
Jasper, leaving the two sons a mile from
town. The deputies by wa'ching the old
man found the hiding place of their men and
arreste 1 them.

While going to town old mm Rrtoves said
Gardner, "That's a pretty pistol you

have. Let me sea it." The oflicer handed
pistol to Reeves, whereupon the prisoner

tried to shoot him, but was preventoi by
Cox drawing his own revolver and telling
Reeves not to attempt it. Reves thereupon
shot Cox in tha wrist, causing the pistol t
drop from his html. Uid lleeves then fired
two more shots at Cox, ona entering
the thigh and t'ae other lodging in

baeif paralyzing him from the waist
down. Meanwhile the two sons had owned
lire upon Gardner, shooting him four timos,
two shots taking effect in the back, ono iu
the left arm and one in the forehead between

eyes.
After both men werj rendered helpiesn.

two younger Itoews went through Gard
ner's pockets, securing about ten dollars iu
money and some valuable papers. They also
appropriate 1 OarJnerV and Cox's revolvers
and their horses an 1 cs aped. The wounded
officers lay suffering in intense agony until
late in the evening, when they were discover-
ed by fnrmers and brought to Jasper, where
medical attendance was procured.

Gardner lingered until 3 o'clock Tuesday
rnormng, when ho died. Cox is alive, but
cannot recover. The authorities have taken

steps leading to the apprehension of the
murderers. Olfieers remain inactive simply 3
because no reward has been oiTered for tha
arrest of Reeves. The citizens are excited,
and loud in their condemnation of the inac
tion of the authorities.
