it will drive into tbe white reefs
of death every cargo of sin. The
cedars of the mountain will split in the hur-
ricane, and the islands shall be moved out of
their places, and the continents shall be rent
asunder, and the hemisphere shall whirl like
a top in the fury of that day. The moun
tains will be blasted and the beasts, in
affright, be pitched from the cliffs in an ava-
lanche of terror. The dead shall rush forth
from their sepulchres to see what is the mat-
ter, and all those who despise God shall horri-
bly perish.

The finest flavored coffee is undoubtedly th

Mocha, grown in Yemen, Arabia. The Mocha
berry is small, round and of a dark brown
color, the richness of the color arising from
its being allowed to remain on the trees until
so ripe that it can be shaken oft. There is
very little, if any, of this delicious coffee
that ever reaches the English or American
markets, the entire crop of the district of

emen being consumed eastward and south
ward of Constantinople. The ordinary Mocha
coffee of commerce is the selected berries of
the Java and Brazil product, which resem
ble the Mocha in size and shape, the higher
price which it commands paying for the trou-
ble of picking it from the mass of ordinary
coffee from which it is selected. Java coffee
stands next on the list in point of flavor, and
as the Java product is considerable and the
size and color of the berries show a marked
difference from the American coffees, there
is no great danger of an ordinarily good judge
of coffee being cheated in this article. Tbe
berry is larger than that of the American
coffees, and of color varying from pale yellow
to brown, while the smaller berry of the Rio
coffee has a bluish or gray tinge. The Java
coffee is chiefly exported to Holland and the
United States, England drawing its supplies
from Ceylon and Brazil principally. Phila-
delphia Times.

Freeloas Pieces of Property.
The large lenses for the Lick observatory

have at last reached their destination, Mt
Hamilton, in safety. These glasses have been
prepared at immense cost of time and money
by the Messrs. Clark, of Cambridge, and
after being securely packed were placed in a
special car for transportation across the con-

tinent, under the guardianship of Capt
Eraser. The San Francisco Chronicle gives
a brief account of the unpacking:

The outer boxes were first removed, and
then the boxes containing the lenses were
taken to the south room of tbe observatory,
where a fire had been started hours before
to produce the proper temperature. When
the covers of the boxes were removed it was
found that the glasses had not moved out of
place in the slightest degree. The wrappings
of cotton flannel, forty yards to each glass,
were then carefully cut away, and the glasses
brushed and wiped with the utmost delicacy
by Mr. Frazer, in accordance with the in-

structions given him by Alvan Clark. This
done, the glasses, set on edge on steel rollers,
were put in a cast iron cell inlaid with silver,
with a space of six and a half inches between
them.

Tbe next move was to transport the cell,
with its valuable attachment, weighing alto-

gether 600 pounds, to tbe vault in the north
room under the pier which supports tbe
twelve-inc- h equatorial. Here every precau-
tion had been taken to prevent moisture, and
here tbe glasses --nil remain until the time
comes for mounting them. Investigation
shows that neither the flint nor the crown
glasses had been injured at all Each was in
as good a condition as when it left tbe hands
of the Clarks. Exchange.

SOUTH AMERICAN AFFAIRS.

Tbe People Doing Their Best to Keep
lp With the Procession.

We hear very little about and seem to care
as little for South American affairs. But
the people down there are doing their best to
keep up with the world's progression. Thus
The Buenos Ayres Standard calls attention
to the wonderful development of the southern
territories of the Argentine Republic that has
taken place during tbe last six years, conse-

quent upon the successful campaign which
swept the Indians off tbe ferule plains be-

yond the Alvina frontier.
Five years ago, it is remarked, the valley

of the Rio Negro was a mere geographical
expression; to-da- y it is thickly stocked and
settled, from the month of tbe river up to
the meeting of the water of the Limay and
the Nauquen. Patagones and Viedma were
then mere straggling villages; now they are
flosrisbing settlements supplying the wants
of a rich territory.

The government has ordered the measure-
ment and subdivision of 1,000 square leagues
of land near the colony, and new expeditions
are talked of to explore the neighboring terri
tories. The Welsh colonists are said to be
eager to settle at the foot of tbe Andes,
where there is an abundance of fertile land
for a large population. Great progress has
been made in the means of communication
now regularly established both by land and
by water for 300 miles up the Rio Negro
valley as far as Boca. New Y ork Com-
mercial Advertiser.

The Flutes' Christmas Stew.
Cartoons in Colored Chalk.

There are perhaps a dozen men in this city
who make a living by getting up cartoons
for cigar stores and eating bouses in colored
chalk. The figures on these pictures are gen
erally lif-- size, executed in colored crayons
and portraying some subject of local inter
est A leading politician is represented be
fore and after lunching at such and such
restaurant, or in the act of executing a war
dance while smoking a certain brand of
cigar. In some cases the portraits are very
good, though the manner of execution and
coloring are rude and faulty. The class of
men who do this kind of work are often very
well paid and find regular employment
They are usually broken down artists or
those who have made a failure in the legiti
mate branches of art and still have a hanker-
ing to use a pencil and color. In the holiday
season they reap the largest returns and are
able to make a handsome sum of money for
the few weeks preceding Christmas. New
York Journal.

Intelligence of Two Dogs.
John Schier, the aged watchman of a

Louisville furniture factory, fell on the ice
on a recent cold night and broke his thigh.
He tired himself out shouting, but no one
came, and he was in a fair way to freeze to
death, when J. L. Estonian's two Newfound
land dogs ran up.

They are, however,
lacking in the rich silver color or appearance,
but look like tin in light colored brickdust
water. They are supposed to have come here
in quantities during the holidays. Chicago
Herald.

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JUBILEE OF SOULS.

REV. Da TALMAGE'S SERMON AT

THE TABERNACLE.

A Memorabla Dor In the Church' His- -.

tory TUreo Hundred and Eight Ktw
Member lln-rlvn- l Christ Hie Soul'
Only Shelter.

Brooklyn, Jan. 23. The Rev. T. De Witt
Talmage's wnmra to-da-y was prearbed at
tbe reception of 3 new members, making the
communicant membership of tbe Brooklyn
tabernacle u.Vi. It was a day memorable in
tbe bUtory of tbis rburch. Tbe reverend
doc-to- text was Isaiah, Jx, W: "Who are
tbom that fly as a cloud, and as tbe doves to
their windows?" Uo preached as follows:

When God would set fast a beautiful
thought lie plants it in a tree; when lie
would put it afloat lie fashions it into a fish;
when Ha would have it glido into tbe air He
molds it into a bird. There is to many of
tu a complete fascination in the structure
and habits of birds. Tbe blackbird floating
like a flake of darkness through tbe sunlight;
tbe meadow lark with head of fawn and
throat of velvet and breast of gold; the red
flamingo flying over tbe southern swamps like
sparks from the forge of the setting sun; tbe
Ilican white and black, morning and night
tangled in its wings. They seem not more of
earth than heaven, ever vacillating between
the two. No wnnilur that Audubou, with his
gun, tramped through ail tho American
forests in search of new ecimenfi. Geolo-

gist have spent years in finding tbe track of a
bird's claw in the new red sandstone. There
is enough of God's architecture in a snipe's
bill or a grouse' foot to confound all the uni-
versities.

Musician have with clefs and bars tried to
catch the sound of tbe nightingale and the
robin. Among the 11 ret things that a child
notices is a swallow at tbe eaves, and grand-
father goes out with a handful of crumbs to
feed tbe snowbird. Tbe Bible is full of ornith-
ological allusions. The birds of the Bible
are not dead and stuffed, l.ke those of tbe
museum, but living birds, with fluttering
wings and plumage. "Jb-bol- the fowls of the
air," says Christ. "Though thou exalt thyself as
the eagle, and though thou set thy i.st among
the stars, thence will 1 bring thee down,"
exclaims Obadiah. "tlavetit thou tbe goodly
wings to tbe jieacock V soys Job. David de-

scribes his desolation by saying: "I am like
a pelican of the wilderness; I am like an owl
if the desert; I watch, and am as a sparrow

upon the houttetop." "Yea, the stork in tho
Heaven knoweth her appointed time; and the
turtle and the crane and the swallow observe
the tinio of their coming; but my people
know not tbe judgment of the Ird," so says
Jeremiah. And in tlio text Isaiah looks
ahead and see the gathering of many people
unto Christ and the church, and it makes him
think of a flock of pigeons alighting on their
coop, and nil at once trying to get in at the
window of the coop, and he cries out: "Who
are these that fly as a cloud and as tbe doves
to their windows!"

This is one of the memorable days of the
Brooklyn Talwrnacle. On other Sundays we
drop the net; y wo haul it in. On other
day we send out the invitations for a king's
party; to-da- we sit at the banquet On
other days we fight tbe battle; now we claim
victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. Ye
who have toiled and contributed and prayed
for the success of this institution, take unto
your souls the grand satisfaction of this hour.
To you, O, men and women, is fulfilled the
promise: "They that sow in tears shall reap
in joy." Wake up, O, Church of (tod I and
bring garlands and music and let us celebrate
our "liarvest homo.

Oh, this mercy of God ! I am told it is an
ocean. Then I place on it four swift sailing
crafts, with compass and charts and choice
rigging and skillful navigators, and I tell
them to launch away and discover for me the
extent of this ocean. That craft puts out in
one direction and sails to the north; this to
the south; this to the east; this to the west.
They crowd on all their canvas and sail 10,
000 years, anil one day come up the harbor of
heaven, and I shout to them from the beach:
"Have you found the shore f And they
answer: 'Xo shore to Gods merry!" Swift
angels, dispatched from the throne, attempt
to go across it. For 1 ,(XKI,(XK) years they fly
and fly, but then come back and fold their
wings at tbe foot of the throne and cry:
"No shore! No shore to Gods mercy 1"

Mercy I Mercy! I sing it I preach it. I
pray it. Hero I find a man bound band and
foot to tho dovil, but with one stroke of the
hammer of God's truth tho chains fall off and
he is free forever. Mercy I Mercy I Mercy 1

There is no depth it cannot fathom; there is
no height it cannot scale; there is no infinity
it cannot comiiass.

When persons apply for membership into
any society, tho question is asked: "Who are
they, and where do they come from?" and as
this multitude of people to-da-y present them-
selves for membership, it is right that we
should ask: "Who are these that come as
doves to their windows r They are captives.
whose chains have been broken: they are
soldiers, who have enlisted for a thirty years'
war; they are heirs of heaven.

They come as doves to the windows, first.
tweause they fly low. The eagle darts up, as
if to strike its beak into the sun. There are
birds that seem to dwell under the eaves of
Heaven; you see them as little specks against
tbe sky, so far off that you cannot guess the
style of their plumage or tbe shape of their
bodies. They float so far away that if the
hunter's gun tie discharged at them they do
not change their course. Not so with the
doves or pigeons, they never take any high
excursions. They fly around your roof and
alight on the fence and seem to dislike great
altitudes. Ho these souls who come to Christ
and to his church to-da-y fly low. They ask
no great tilings; they seek an bumble place
at the feet of Christ. They are not ashamed
to lie called beggars for mercy, they are will-

ing to get down on their knees, and to crawl
under the table, and to pick up tbe crumbs of
gospel provision. There were days when
they were proud and punctilious and inexora-
ble and puffed up; but not now. The highest
throne on earth could not tempt Mary away
from Jesus' feet Btoop, O pardoned soul, if
thou wouldst enter heaven. A high look and
a proud heart God hates. Kly low. It is a
mercy that thou canst fly at all. Remember
all tbe year of thy sin; thy days of youthful
wandering; thy days of manhood transgres-
sions; thy sins dark, brooding, dreadful
una against thy soul, against thy Bible,
against tby God.

In one of the benevolent institutions of
Europe where the destitute are provided for,
the new comers have their photographs taken
while in rags before they are washed, so that
they may always have in the picture

of the degradation from which they
were lifted; so, in this book, God keeps before
thee a picture of thy former destitution and
raggedness of sou I. Fly low.

A thousand years ago an emperor planted

teen centuries ago a rose was planted which
bloom to-da- stoop down, if thou would "at

pluck it O for more of the childlike spirit!I rejoice in the belief that those who come
to Christ today, come aware of their sins and
their wants, and have learned how to fly low.

Again: These persons who come to-da-y are
like doves on their way to the dove cot, be-
cause they fly for shelter. Tho albatross
makes a throne of the tempest: the sea gulls
find their grandest frolic in tbe storm their
merriest hour seems to be that in which the
surf of tbe sea piles most high. Not so with
doves. At the first blow of the northeaster
they fly to the coop. Eagle contends with
eagle in mid air, and vulture fights vulture
on tbe bosom of the carcass, but doves at the
first dash of tbe bird of prey speed for shelter
from fiery eye and iron beak and loathsome
talon. So to-da-y these souls come here for
shelter. Everyone has a besetting sin; that
sin is always after you. The robber watches
you when you come out of tbe bank, sees in
what pocket you put the money, follows you
down the street, notices where you go to dine,
and where you sleep, and what kind of a lock
you have on your door; so there is some sin
ever on a man's track. It goes with hint
to tbe store, it sits on the money
safe, it looks over hi shoulder while
he makes oit the bill of lading, it
goes out with la to dine, it walks home with
him at night As to some dog that you do
not want to follow you but persists, you sayto it: "Back home with you!" You stone it
away and start on. After a while, casually
turning your eye, you find it close after you
with a sneaking look. Wherever you go,
sin goes; where you tay, sin stays. You
have watched the hawk above tbe barnyard;it sails arrund and around over the brood of

The wife of George liodgers, who is
a member of the Execntive Hoard of
District Assembly 24. of Chicago, is a
notable woman, because she is tbe only
female Knight of Labor who ranks as a
leader in that great organization. fche
is said to be statesmanlike in address,
having a clear head, well-defin- opin-
ions, and a good command of apt lan-

guage. Notwithstanding the fact that
ehe is the mother of nine children, one
an infant, the survivors of a family of
twelve, she devotes much time and
labor to the interests of the Knights,
and is Master Workman of District As-

sembly 24 of Chicago.
Mrs. liodgers is a native of Ireland.

She was born at Woodford, County
Galway, about forty years ago. When
six years old she came to America with
her mother. Her first home in this
country was in New York, from which
her mother and ehe removed to Lon-

don, Ontario, still the residence of the
elder woman.

About ten years ago Mrs. P.odgers
organized the first working women's
union in Chicago. She was its presi-
dent more than two jears.
