thre# months carefully examine his aceounts
and the vouchers and documents connected
therewith, and make a record of the result of
such examination.

And be it further enacted, That all
contracts on account of the institution shall
be made by the superintendent, and, when
approved by the trustees, if their f)y-laws shall
require their approvel, shall be binding inlaw,
and the superintendent, or his successor, may
sue or be sued thereon to final judgment and
execution; and no suit shall abate b{' reason of
the office of superintendent becoming vacant
during the pendency of guch suit, but any suc-
eeasor in the office shall assume the prosecu-
tion or defence of any pending , and con-
tinue the prosecution or defence until such suit
shall be concluded.
