It would be simply impossible, in my
opinion, to get the evidence you desire
in affidavits, l'arties who had tnowi
edire of facts and expected to live in
country, would be very loth to make
such affidavits ; nor do 1 know ot any
proper person here w ho would proba
bly take one. 1 do not leel myseii sale
now, and it would be lar otherwise il
I were to engage iu getting up these
affidavits. 1 have been repeatedly no-
tified to leave this country; "that my
davs were numbered, ' etc-- , and mv
best friends have earnestly tul vised me
to co to save my life; parties iu whose
families I have been the regular phy
sician for fourteen years, do not spt-a- k

to me, or only to speak in insult, aud
subject me to every possible aunoy-anc- e

and inconvenience. And yet,
you will recollect that in the Conven-
tion I was in favor of keeping strictly
to the reconstruction acts, and oppos-
ed all disfranchisement. Here we
have had no meetings, public or secret;
no speeches; all this has happened
simply because I favored recoustruc-tio- u,

and dared aud still dare to call
myself a republican.

3.000 votes oifc of 4,710 iegistered.
Many honest uen who would have
voted the democratic ticket have not
voted, becoming disgusted with th
conduct of thiir leaders and thei
minions. I boiK th'it the district com
mander, Generd McDowell, will do
something to inquire into the outrages
committed u'vhi loyal men in this
Stale, and inflict severe puui.shmen
upon them. 1 Jnve heard froui freed--
men that several inurd rs have been
committed upon slacks for voting the
republican ticket at Loaxabama
have learned nothing Jeliliite as yet
but am making inquiries, and if the
report is true, I thail try and get a
clue anu nave the ouenders brought
to justice.

Deak Sib: Yours of the 2lst inst.
is at hand. I was glad that you wrote
me, tor 1 must confess that I was iu
perfect ignorance of every thing con-
nected with the intentions of the party
iu this State. I take but one paper
the Memphis I'ost and it contains
very little news from this State. In
regard to procuring affidavits, you
know the difficulty. No one, black or
white, iu this count-- , w ill venture to
make an oath in favor ot his priuci
pies and remain here. All the

to administer an oath in
this county were elected to their otli-ce- s

for "their devotion to the "lost
cause," and they all belong to secret
societies which pledge them to inflict
an injury upon their political opposers
in their power. Let me give you a.,
illustration ot this. There are some
twenty-fiv- e lauiilies of Union people
living near this place. About tlie time
of the State election, the magistrates
at Seuatoba (the next depot south oi
this) employed astraggler to go among
these people lor a mouth, and at the
end of that time the straggler rushed
into Senatobia and reported that these
Union people were trying to murder
him. and that they were horse-thieve- s.

Tlie magistrates issued warrants for
twenty-on- e Unionists, and they were
arrested, and all the neighboring mag-
istrates sent lor, and a large concourse
of the "devoted"' assembled. Two
days were spent in examining these
criminals before a court that was
pledged to do them all the injurvin
their power, but it was evident that
they w ished that injury to extend no
further than to run the Union senti-
ments out of the country. The Union-
ists stuck out and defended the suits;
were bound iu a bond for their appear-
ance at the next term of the Circuit
Court. They appeared at court with
sixty witnesses to prove an alibi in
every instance in which the straggler
accused them. The Ku-Klu- x court

cked clown, and put the trial off un-
til tlie next term oi tne court, w hich
meets next February ; hoping, by this
means of annoying and vexing, to in-
duce those men to quit the country.
We had no hoje of receiving any as-
sistance from the military, because it
has been currently circulated through
this section that General Gillem is in-
disposed to act in such cases. I wrote
to Mr. Frederick Speed. Yicksburg.
for some advice on the subject, but.
owing to his absence from the city. I
did not get an answer until a few days
ago. Now, an investigation of this
matter by a military commission will
give all the information that you will
want in regard to election matters in
this county. If you can secure a coni-niissio- u;

whether democrat or republi-
can, it will disclose facts sufficient to
the mind of any honest man to show
how Union men are persecuted here.
Other affidavits may be taken at the
same time to show you what means
were resorted t to defeat the consti-
tution.

1 am willing to unite with my Union
friends on any policy in regard to State
matters that will plaee the country
under a loyal government. I could
not hope for success under the late ar-
rangement in this State. In the first
place every office was filled by the
most uncompromising rebels iu this
portion of the State.

The board of registrars were de-
moralized by them, and one of the
registrars was heard to denounce the
Constitution in the severest terms
whenever he opened the polls. If
Union men had beeu placed fa all the
offices, and the election held but one
day, and not been held in the busiest
season, without the assistance of reg-
istrars, the State would have given 30,-0- 00

Union majority. Therefore, you
may see that my idea would be to fill
the offices with Uaioa men and then
hold the election again, and let it take
place la December or January aexc I
will guarantee that tnU county will

the constitution," and for all persons
who desired them to come and get
them. A number of persons imme
diately applied. A crowd of white
men immediately began to show signs
of hostility towards me, and persons
who took tickets from me for the pur
pose of voting them a few minutes
after commenced to abuse me in
shameful manner, which continued all
day, to all of which I paid little or no
attention, nut continued in the dis-
charge of my dutv. Next the crowd
began to abuse, intimidate.and threat
en those who took Union republican
tickets and voted or attempted to vote
them. 1 tried to instil conndence in
the minds of the colored men. (voters'
and that they need not apprehend
any danger; that they would be pro-
tected in their rights and persons by
the officers of election and the guard.
This caused some to vote, but as the
day advanced abuse, intimidation, and
threats increased. No arrests were
made to my knowledge.as it was deem
ed advisable and prudent not to weak
en the small guard by the custody of
prisoners, n was evident mat all that
could be done at most would be to
keep the crowd at bay for the dav from
overpowering the guard, and cause
general riot and bloodshed. Many
colored voters, I am informed, left
without voting, iu consequence of well
grounded fears ot violence from the
crowd of whites. One colored man,
named John Williams, was assaulted
and struck iu the face until the blood
flowed, anp cut through his clothes,
with a knife, by a white man named
Charley Frank, for bringing a colored
voter to me lor a ticket, which he in
tended to, and did. vote. The white
man wa3 not arrested, nor any atten-
tion paki to it as far as I could see.
Mauj-- intimidations and threats of va-
rious kinds were made toeolored vo-
ters if they voted the republican tick
et. 1 will give a lew ol those reported
10 me who intended to vote the re
publican ticket, and who left without
voting in consequence ot the conduct
of the crowd ol white men around the
polls. Others left, but I could obtain
but a few names, and these were as
loilows: Charles Powers, (colored)
who lives with a Mr. Marsnal Martin,
lour miles from Loaxihoiua; Daniel
Lee, (colored) lives with a Mr. Lee;
George Carter, lives with a Mr. Ben.
Walker; George Cole, lives with Dr.
Mclams. An investigation will bring
many more to light. I offered a color
ed man a ticket within 10 feet of the
judge of election. On tlie back of the
ticket was an impression ot the Lnited
States flag. Ihe ticket was snatched
out of my hand by a white man before
the colored man could take it, and the
individual who snatched it from my
hand wiped his posterior with it, and
with an oath said that that was all that
flag was lit for, and then threw it on
the ground. He was lustilv applauded
for this act by the crowd of whites,
who added many other vulgar re-
marks, accompanied by curses upon
tne union nag. vs it was not my duty
nor in my power to stop such proceed-
ings, I reported the conduct of the
crowd to the otneers of election, and
requested that something be done, if
possible, to stop the abuse heaped upon
peaceable, quiet men and insults to
ouj country s 11a cr, but the ollicei did
nothing to put a stop to it as far as my
knowledge goes, and 1 do not think
anything could have well been done
by the officers without more assistance
aud a stro iger guard. I paid no at
tention to any abuse heaped upon me
all clay, nor the threats of violence to
me personally. I endeavored, howev-
er, as lar as within my power, to in-
stil confidence in the minds of voters,
bnt the conduct, language, and actions
of the crowd were such that my words
were too much at variance with the
actsol the crowd to instil any consid-
erable degree of salety in the minds
of colored voters; and I beg leave to
state, in sum and substance, that a fair
expression of tlie registered voters at
Loaxahoma precinct polls at the elec-
tion held there June 22, 1S08, was not
had.- - in consequence I a crowd of
about 75 or 100 riotous white men
axound the polls, and that persons who
attempted or did vote the Union re-
publican ticket had just cause to fear
abuse and violence, and were abused
and threatened.

1 left the polls about p. m. The at
inilsre of election informed me 136 luvd
voted, (out ot Jl registered voters : 1

learn since 190 voted.; most of whom
were white voters.

1 proceeded from Loaxahoma to
Senatobia, the next voting precinct,
and arrived there at C a. iu., June 23d,
18tj3. I had beeu in the town but a
lew moments when 1 was again beset
and abused by some white men, some
ot whom 1 had seen at Loaxahoma the
day previous. I replied lo them that
I would no longer stand and take their
abuse ; that they must leave me alone ;

and that I would defend myself from
any lurther violence or ause. Dead
ly weapons were in sight in an iustant.
1 called upon the guard, who immedi-
ately took to their arucs. I left the
town of Senatobia and moved to the
adjacent woods. Here one of the most
prominent and respectable citizens of
the town miormed me tuat some oi
the citizens had met the Light previous
and had resolved to assist iu preserv-
ing the peace, but that he dreaded the
worst, and thought that a riot or row
would occur. 1 had beeu advised by
respectable citizens wh. were frienas
of mine, not to proceed any farther,
lor my life would surely be taken. I
felt certain ot this from all 1 had seen
a;td heard, and, believing that riot
and bloodshed would result if I re-

mained as commissioner, and that no
good would result by my remaining,
and as a fair expression of the voters
was utterly impossible under thesecir-cumstance- s,

1 deemed it my duty to
return to my home and report to you
aud your honorable committee the
state of affairs.

I have also reported in substance the
facts herein detailed t3 the command-
ing officer at Grenada, and requested

stronger guard, iu charge of a com-

officer, to protect us: and

that I was compelled to flee with my
family to a place of safety, as I am
constantly watched and frequently
followed by persons who designed
taking my life either by assassination
or overpowering uirtubers. 1 would
further report that no one is accom-
panying the officers of election with
Union republican tickets through the
following precincts: Senatobia, W'hit-sil- s,

Arkabutta, and Cold water, as all
these precincts were all in my route,
and hence there will be none or very
few republican votes cast, and hence
many voters will not vote.

hile our recent Circuit Court was in
session, and then not to converse with
him.

These very soldiers, the night before
the election, broke up a meeting t

the republicans, and dispersed them
the soldiery having been made drunk
for the purjiose, as it is said; and the
letter above alluded to State that they
were all against the negroes on the
day of the election. In short, I have

hesitation in saying that from all
