letter from Iogwa.
Xr.w York, March 25, 1869.

Dear Clarion : I have been in this
metropolis a week, and have "seen

sifhts" so many, that in attempting
to write you, it is difficult to condense.
Having, on former visits to New York
traveled by the Erie Road, I conclud-

ed, on thla occasion, to try the Pan
Handle route, from Cincinnati to this
city. The distance is 744 miles, and
by taking a sleepiDgcar at Cincinnati,
the trip is made in about twenty-eig- ht

hours I You pass over the Little
Miami to Columbus, where you get a
good view in passing, of the Capitol
of Ohio. Early in the night, w reach-

ed Pittsburg, and it was a grand sight
to pass along by the great number of
rolling mills, whence sheets of flame
were issuing, and red hot bars were
being fashioned into many thousand
shapes. The traveler by this route,
also passes through Lancaster, Harris-bur- g,

Philadelphia and other cities of
note, and through a country thickly
settled, and presenting many pictur
esque views. Tlie General cstern
Agent, Col. C. S. Wood, has his office
in the Burnett House, and is one of
the most courteous officials to be met
with iu a month's travel. With him
and Major T. L. Kimball, the General
Western Passenger Agent, it was my
good fortune to become acquainted.

Arriving in New York, I proceeded
to Earle's Hotel, one of the great re
sorts of Southern and Western men.
There I found my friend Capt. Stevens,
of Jackson, just about returning home,
after having purchased one of the
most extensive assortments of Spring
and summer goods that has ever been
shipped to Jackson. He did not, how
ever, quite exhaust this market con
siderable more left, judging from the
appearanee of a few stores that I
have visited.

Tlie hotels are filled with merchants
from the South and West, and "drum
mers"' are having a lively time of it.
You need have no trouble in extend
ing your acquaintance here, if you
come to buy goods. The Southern
trade is now more desired than any
other, and it will be still more so
as our ability to purchase may in
crease. All the leadmr houses here
have one or more representaves, as
employees, from tlie Southern States.
and they are each paid according to
the amount of trade they briug to
their respective establishments. There

Its first section provides that
Cabinet of the President shall "holi
their office respectively for and du
ring the term of the President for
whota they have been appointed, and
tor one month thereafter, subject to
removal by and with the consent ot
Senate."

The second aectiou provides that
when civil officers, excepting Judges
of the United States Courts, shall, du
rin a recuss of the Senate, be shown,
by evidence satisfactory to the Presi
dent to be guilty of misconduct in
office, or crime, or for any reason
shall become incapable or legally dis-
qualified to perform its duties, iu such
case the President may suspend such
oflietr and designate some suitable per-
son to perform, temporarily, the du-

ties of such officer, until the next
meed tig of the Senate, when the case
shall be acted upon by the Senate.
The person so appointed shall give the
necessary bonds. In twenty days af-

ter the meeting of the Senate it shall
the duty of the President to report
the Senate such suspension, with the

evidence and reasons for his action,
and th name of the person 60 desig-
nated to perform the duties of the of-
fice. It the Senate eoncurs the Presi-
dent may remove the officer and ap-
point a sucoewor. If the Senate does
not concur, the suspended officer re-

sumes his office, and receives again the
official salary and emoluments. Tlie
President, in case he shall become sat-
isfied that the suspension by him of a
civil officer was made on insufficient
grounds, shall be authorized, at any
time before reporting the suspension

the Senate, to revoke the supension
and reinstate the officer in the per-
formance of the duties of his office.

It was passed in March, 1S67. Pre-
vious to that time, every President of
the United States, from Washington
down to Andrew Johnson, had. during
tlie rices of the Senate, exercised
without question, the power ef making
removals at his will and pleasure.
When the Senate convened his nomi-
nations were sent in. If they were
approved it was all well. If not, the
President sent in a new nomination,
and continued to make new ones until
the Senate did find a person whom it
woid confirm. Put, in the mean-
time, the individual removed by tlie
President was not and could not b
reinstated except by a new appoint-
ment of the President and Senate.

Under the Tenure-of-offic- e Law this awas changed. The President could
not remove at all during the time the
Senate was not iu session. He could
only suspend, and then for reasons of
misconduct in office, which must be
given to the Senate within twenty
days after it reconvened. If they
were not satisfactory the suspension
wa not sustained, and the old officer,
who was suspended, again took pos-

session of the office. This provision
was very different from the practice

the Government, as we have stated
to the time of the passage of this

Marriagr of a Prince in NfW
York.

A New York special of the 21st, to
the Cinnati Commercial says :

Prince Louis de Bourbon, son of
Louis de Bourbon, count D'Acinilla. of
Italy, a grandson of Charles . cousin
of Don Carlos of Spain, nephew of the
ex-kin- g of Naples, and nephew of
Don Pedro, Emperor of Brazil, was
married to Miss Amelia Hummel,
daughter of a wealthy Cuban, at the
residence of Mr. Asher T. Mayor. 72
West Forty-nint- h street, on Saturday
evening. The parties ran away from
Paris, where all the Catholic prelates
refused to marry them.

On Saturday, Father La font, pastor
of the Church of St. Vincent de Paul,
agreed to unite them, but when the
bride and groom appeared before him.
Archbishop MeCloskey forbade the
bans, in accordance with directions
received from the Pope by the Atlan-
tic cable. The prince then foreswore
his allegiance to Italy, resigned his
rights as a scion of the house of Bour-
bon, and was married by Judge Gun-
ning A. Bedford. He has announced
his intention of becoming an Ameri-
can citizen, and will go into business
in this city.

Suicide ofan Array Officer in
Man Francisco.

Lieutenant John F. Small, of the

He left
several letters, which were found on
the staed. and their contents proved
that he deliberately committed suicide.
The one to his brother was exceeding
ly singular, and reads as follows :

Should anj one ever speak of me in
your presence in terms that reflect
upon my nonor as a gentleman or my
ntegrity as a man, snoot nim on me
not.
