Would it be unwise for
Congress to supply in part that loss by some
relief to the tiller, ot the toil, lot twenty or
more years on landed security arut in some
banking organization, in each Mate, to the
amount of fifty million dollars, at six per
cent? This would enable the rice, sugar and
cotton producers to save millions of interest
at exorbitant rates, now paid annually, to
carry on their business.

liurean of Statistics, as in their wisdom they

Third. It passes thronph less inhospita-
ble and barren country and over more fertile
and hospitable lands than any other unoc-
cupied route proposed.

"Fourth. The line is touched by water
transportation at three points affording the
greatest raeumes tor consiraeiioiu anu con-
sequently hastening and cheapening sneb
coristructioo.

--Fifth. This line w ill open to the world
the great mineral resources of Arizona and

oiiora, and render more valuable the great
stock raUing districts of Texas. New Mexi-
co and Northern Mexico, and will thus eu-j- oy

unrivalled tratlic.
"Sixth. It will inevitably attract numer-

ous feeders from the neighboring liepublie
of Mexico, and thus not only stimulate en-
terprise there, but secure to our shipping
Iortsa greater pcrtion ol bullion, which now
seeks Europe by hazardous conductors
and smuggling vessels.

"Seventh. It will open a new cottwn
growing area In Texas, ev Mexico and
Arizona and in cotton growing lands, that
were useless for lack of facilities for trans-
portation.

"Eighth. - It is well known that some
roads which would be among the feeder
roads referred to in resolution, have not on-
ly been projected, but arc already in active
course ot construction without waiting for
government subsidy or encouragement .

"Ninth, and last, though not lea t. Tho
construction of this routf more than all else,
beside will encourage and build up what we
feel to be the great necessity of rur immi-
gration and direct trade with Europe.

KIVEK "AST NAVIGATION.

Civn. Featherston, Chairman of the
Committee on River and Navigation, sub-

The great question of direct
trade, immigration and the settling up aud
cultivation of the vast and fertile regions of
the South aud Southwest are some of the
chief objects to be consider d by this con-
vention ; and .

anv heretofore employed ; therefore

ilesolved, That this convention do endorse
Bud approve the objects proposed by such
an cnterprise.iooking to so important a rev-
olution in the system of navigation "of our
rivers.

Ilesolved. That in the opinion of this con-
vention it would be greatly to the interest
of the people and of the cit-
ies in the great Valley of Mississippi to en-

courage and forward" by ajl tlve --means iu
their power any enterprise" looking to such
a result.

Gen. Featherston submitted tho fol-

lowing report, which was adopted;
Whereas. These lands are subject to an

oppressive taxation, so jrreat that the diff-
erent corporations organized to further these
interests are deterred iroin receiving them
as such donations and subscriptions, there-

Iwaaof that opinion du-
ring the canvass of last summer and am so
yet. htill I know that all colored men can-
not understand it this way. The colored
mans thinks (influenced by the Interested
argumeuts of the opposite party,) tbat to
pursue his real interests, he must go tn an
opposite direction to that pursued by the
conservative whites. Regarding the colored
people, on account of their uneducated" con-
dition, as children Intellectually, (and I in-
clude myself,) it must be admitted that they
require directing, or at least advising tn
their actions which must affect tbe welfare
of the public. And admitting that they
should be advised, I would ask them as one
of their own color, who has the deeprest in- -

tere-- t in their welfare? Whose counsel
should they be governed by tbat of men
with whom they have been raised, whose
lauds they are cultivating, whose stock they
are using, whose friendithip they are enjoy-
ing aud who have promised tbem all tbe
rights before the law which they themselves
ask; or, of men who preach equal rights to
some and disfranchisement to others, who
ride any party hobby lor the otllces. and
who hold those offices by force of arms, re-
gardless of principle, and in defiance of the
voice of the people ?

The colored people sboold not be influ-
enced by the great fuss made by the Heli-
cals to the effect that the people here fought
to keep the negroes in slavery. 1 am so far
from condemning them for it, that on the
contrary I honor them for thus defending
their property. They had nothing to do
with bringing the black people here, but
only used them as property alter they were
sold hero to their ancestors by the very
Yankees whose descendants are now making
such a noise about their rights. They
fought for their property as I would contend
for mine. It is true tbat after the tight with
arms had ceased, they still contended by
words and legislative acta against their sud-
den elevation. But now we cannot even
complain ot this then what do we complain
of r Muse we go back a year or two and
bring to light these errors which tbe white
people taught by experience and reflection
are now loudly condemning? The Demo-
cratic, (now Conservative) party bas ac-
knowledged the errors of the last few years.
Let us act on its present declarations join
with it, and settle the difficulties wbich are
agitating th&coantry. Certainly when the"
colored people come to understand all these
things crrcctly, they will at pnee go, with
their real friends the Conservatives whites.

The General Conference, to promote the
union of the Methodist Churcbea, anpointed
a commission, consisting of eight members
of that body and tbe Bishops of tbe Church,
who were "empowered to treat with a sim-

ilar commission from any other Methodist
Church, that may desire a union with us.

We have understood that there were in
the minds of many of the members and min-
isters of the Methodist Episcopal Church,
South, reasons why they consider it unsuit-
able lor them to initiate measures to effect a
reunion ot the two Churches.

Believing as we do that if they were one
in both spirit and organization, much more
could be accomplished for the interests of
humanity and the glory of God, we aro de-

sirous of doing all we cousistently can to
promote a reunion on terms alike honorable
to both Churches and in the spirit of our
Divine Lord.

We, therefore, ask your attention to the
commission above referred to, and express
to you the opinion, that should your ap-

proaching General Conference see proper
to appoint a similar commission, it, we
doubt not, will be happy to treat with them
and to reptort the result to our next Geueral
Conference.

We
pesired to see him again face to face, to en-
joy his society, and to renew to him the

of our affection and regard. Our
own senior Superintendent, Bishop Andrew,
though In the city, was hindered by the fee
bleness anu lnbrmities incident to age, from
being present at the reception ot your col-
leagues, and enjoying with us the interview.

lour communication, together with that
laid before us by your commission, bas been
considered, and we entirely agree in your
estimate of the responsibility, in the prem-
ises, resting ou the chief pastors ef the sep-
arated bodies of Methodism.

We would approach, dear brethren, the
matter of your communication with the ut-
most candor and love; and so meet the ad-
vanced steps on your part, that nothing
may be wanting ou ours, to bring about a
better state of things, becoming and bene-
ficial to us both. We deplore the unfortu-
nate controversies and tempers that have
prevailed, and that still prevail; and our
earnest desire and prayer to God is. that
they may give place and that speedily, to
peace. In evidence of this, we are ready, not
only to respond to but to go, farther than
your communication, and, from our point of
view, suggest what may help to remove the
difficulties and obstacles that are In the way.

Permit, us, then, to say. in regard to "re-
union." that In our opinion there is another
subject to be considered before that can be.
entertained, and necessarily in order to it ;
we mean the establishment of fraternal feel-fri- gs

and relations between the two churches.
They must be one in spirit before they can
be one in organization. Concord must be
achieved before any real union. Heart di-
visions must be cured before corporate di-
vision can be healed.

You will not consider it as nnfriendlv to
the freest flow of Christian sympathy, evo-
ked by your overture, if we remind you
that we initiated the measure to effect fra-
ternal relations some years ago; and, as was
declared then, as we do now declare, in good
faith and with most Christian purposes.
Our General Conference sent one of its most
honored Elders to your General Conference
to convey their Christian salutations, and
through him to "offer to you the establish-
ment of fraternal relations and Intercourse."
Il pains us to refer to the tact, but it is a mat-
ter of history, that he was not received.

The closing words of Dr. Pierce to your
General Conference, upon being notified ef
the failnrc of his missiou, are in your pos-
session ": - . .

You will, therefore, ' regard this commu-
nication as final on the part of the M. E.
Church. South. She. can never renew the
offer of fraternal relations between the two
great bodies of W'esleyan Methodists in the
United States. But the proposition can be
renewed at any time, either now or hereaf-
ter, by the M. E. Chnreh. And If ever made
upon the basis of the Plan of Separation, as
adopted by the General Conference of 1844,
the Church, South, will cordially entertain
the proposition.

Ws language to our General Conference
in submitting his report was:

"Thus ending the well-intend- ed commis-
sion from your body. Upon this noble ef-
fort I verily believe the smiles of Divine ap-
probation will rest, when the Heavenly
bodies themselves will have ceased to shine.
We did affectionately endeavor to make and.
preserve peace, but our offer was rejected,
as of no deserving. '

The evils that have followed this rejection
we suffer in common with you. We lament
them in common with you; and, notwith-
standing all that bas since occurred, we are
ready, on terms, honorable to all, to join
heart and hand with you to stay, and as far
as practicable, to remedy them. Bat yon
could not expect ns to say less tbaa this
that the words f our-- rejected delegate
have been ever since, and still are our word,

It may help to the more speedy and cer- -
tain attainment or the ends we both desire, '

to keep distinctly in mind our mutual posi--
tiousv and to hold the facts involved lu our
common history in a clear light.

You say, "that the great cause which led
to the separation from as of both the Wes-leya- n

Methodists of this country and of
the Methodist Episcopal CTiurcb, South,
has passed away." If we understand your
reference, we so far differ from you in this
opinion, that It may help any negotiations
hereafter taking place, to restate onr posi-
tion. Slavery was not, in any proper sense,
the cause, but the occasion only, of that
separation, the necessity , of which we re-
gretted as much as you. But certain prin-
ciples wera developed in relation to tbe
political aspects of that question, involving
the right of eclesiastical bodies to
handle and determine matters lying out side
of their proper jurisdiction, which we could
not accept; and. in a case arising. Certain
constructions of the constitutional powers
and prerogatives of theGeneral Conference
were assumed and acted on, which we con-
sidered oppressive and destructive of the
rights of the numerlc&Lminority represent-
ed in that highest judicatory of the Cburch.
That which you are - pleased to call no
doubt sincerely thinking it so --the great
cause" of separation, existed in the Church
from its organization, and yet lor sixty
years there was no separation. But when
these theories, incidentally involved In con-
nection with it, begaato.be put In to practice
then the separation came. , ,

We can not think you mean to offend ns
when you speak of our. bavt&sr separated
from you, and put in the same category with

We approve the President's policy of
reconstruction, namely ; Of adopting such
constitution"and passing such laws as will
secure the civil and political rights of ALL
PEOX3.

2d. We are In favor of the adoptiou of the
15th amendment to the constitution of the
United States.

3d. We are uncompromisingly opposed to
disfranchising any class of citizens, aud we
herein pledge ourselvts to use every legiti-
mate means In our power to defeat any par-
ty who favor the disfranchisement of any
class of our people for any purpose.

4th. We are In favor of ruauiug only such
men for offlce, irrespective of race or color,
at are hurtett, fattful and competent.

6th. We are in favor of ratifying the con-
stitution framed by the Convention of 1808 ;

provided, the objectionable features are
stricken out; but we will sot voto for that
or any other constitution that does not, "se-

cure tbe equal civil and political rights of
all persons."

6th. That we are opposed to any man 01
set of men, or to any party or partv scheme
which tends to stir up strife between the
white and colored race; but that It lathe
sense ot this meeting that the true interest
of the country can be best subserved by
peace, harmony and unity of sentlmeut, and
action ou the existing Issues of the recon-
struction ef tho State ; and to that end we
are willing to unite upon a State Ticket com-
posed of men, honest, falthtul and compe-
tent who adopt the spirit and policy of these
resolutions without regard to their previous
party connection.

Many young men commence
faming operations with no more of a cor-
rect understanding of the requirements
ofthe farm and the fanner than a young
bawoxls gardener possesses of business
tact, skill and experience requisite to
maiage a large dry-good- s store in a pop-
ulous city. The never-endin-g drudgery,
the endless details and ever-changi- op
erations connected with the cultivation of
the soil, even on a email farm, have nev-
er nade the first impressions on many rs,

until they have really commenc-
ed ixercising themselves in planning and
tryhg to execute. The details of agri-
culture are so numerous and varied that
a young man needs the advantage of sev-
eral year's practice, with an intelligent
tilla1 of the soil, who understands how
to manage every department with satis-
factory skill, litany young men make a
scrims mistake in attempting td supervise
the operations of a farm before they have
any correct conceptions of the. business.
Thete is science in everything connected
with the farm. When a young man is
abou. to commence any enterpise on the
farm, whether it be raising stock or grow-grai- n,

it is highly important that he
should have such an understanding of his
business that, so far as human agency is
concerted, his arrangements will not
prove to be failures. ' : '

We have hinted at some of the diincul-tie- s

to be encountered. , The question
then arises, What can be done to enable
the enthusiastic beginner to commence
right? We answer: He must first serve
a faithful apprenticeship with some thoroug-

h-going, practical man, who will im-
part the desired instruction to a beginner,
and thus enable him to obtain a fair idea
of the details of the Ixisiness in which he
is about to engage. If a young man docs
not understand how to handle farm im-
plements and tools, th very best course
he can pursue will b to serve an entire
season with a fanner who can and will
teach him how to handle a plow, horse,
hoe, mower, scythe, irk and cradle as
skillfully as a good chopper can swing his
axe. One year served in this manner
will be of incalculable value to a begin-
ner, aa a farmer must'te familiar with tho
use of tools or he can never cxpecf to
succeed in his employnent.

In answer to the principal inquiry in
regard to the introduction of Chinese la-
bor in the South, (we mean its eosf,) we
can only say at present that we estimate
the expense of transportation at about $50

Whkbeas, The advantage to be deriveil
by our whole country by a restoration of
these low lands the most valuable and pro-
ductive of the South to a condition by
which they can be worked without danger
from overflow, are almost incalculable,
Therefore,

Kesolved, That the commercial and indus-
trial interests of the countr', without refer-
ence to section or class, would be greatly
promoted by the reclamation of the rich low
lauds of the .Mississippi Valley, bordering
on the Mississippi river.

Second, That we earnestly invoke the ear-
ly attention of Congress to such legislation
as may be necessary to extend the aid of the
govcrunmut of the United States to the
States of Missouri, Mississippi, Louisiana
and Arkansas, by the endorsement of the
United States ot the bonds of these States
in such sums as may be necessary to rebuild
lu a thorough aud permanent manner, the
levees of the Mississippi river when these
States by satisfactory legislation, shall have
provided for the interest on the bonds, and
for their redemption at maturity. -

Third, That a committee of one from each
State, represented in this convention, be ap-
pointed to memorialize Congress upon this
subjeet. who shall be charged with the duty
of endeavoring to procure legislation in the
form prescribed in the foregoing acsolution,
or in such other form as may bet secure the
ocjects in view.

RESOLUTIONS.

Kesolved bv this Convention, composed
chiefly ot delegates from the Southern and
Southwestern States, which embrace a terri-
tory of upwards of eight hundred thousand
square miles, larger than the aggregate area
of Great Britain. France, Prussia and
Austria, and possessing natural advantages
unequalled iu any other portion of the
worlds That it is the interest and the desire
of our people to throw open our doors to
the world and to Invite the industrious and
well disposed of every land and country,
and especially those of our own race, to cast
in their lot with us, to in the

of our unrivalled resources and
facilities, agricultural, manufacturing and
mineral; to unite with us in tilling up the
vast area of our territory with an intelligent,
peaceful and prosperous population.

Resolved, That to all those who come
among us for a proper purpose, and with
the Intention ot engaging in the honest pur-
suits of industry, we tender a most cordial
welcome, and the assurance that they will
receive aud enjoy equally with us the pro-
tection that the law affords to the' right s of
person and property, and will command the
respect and kindly assistance and sympathy
of our people.

Kesolved. That thi3 Convention does earn-
estly recommend and urge upon our people
the importance and necessity through State,
corporate and individual agencies, of adopt-
ing promptly such measures as experience
may show to be most appropriate and effica-
cious In exposing the falsehoods and mis-
representations of our country and people
iu Europe and elsewhere; in correcting the
erroneous impression that exists as to the
security of life and property among us; in
presenting the superior advantages we can
offer for the investment of labor and capi-
tal ; in providing for the transportation of
the immigrant from his port of embarkation
to bis place of destination through some
Southern seaport, and for his reception and
protection upon arriving here.

Kesolved, To counteract any impression
which may prevail, that any ostracism of
bona fide immigrants Co this country is
practiced, or countenanced, we hereby de-

clare that such persons are as safe In person
aud property, socially and legally as native
born citizens. And also that to tbe 100,000
European immigrants annually destined to
the Jiorth western States, the route via Mis-
sissippi liver. Is especially recommended
over the New York Toute, on account of its
being cheaper, healthier, mors comfortable,
aud by reason of its being available in win-
ter, thereby saving to the immigrant a sea-
sons labor; with tbe expectation that many
of these immigrants, seeing with their own
eyes, the resources and opportunities offered
by tbe South, may make their homes therein.
