These facts
point unmistakably to a greater inteusity

| tor these diseases, It is also well established
| that this poison is generated by the combined
action of water, vegetable matter and heat;
| copsequently we find malarious diseases
most prevalent on low, swampy lands and

tire portion of our lioe, lving within the
county of Hinds, approximates very closely
to an “air line” between Natchez and Jack-
son, being but two miles west of it at its
point of greatest divergance. More than
this—from Brent’s house, at the head of the
longest branch of Talinimlu creek, south-
westerly to the Coplah county line, it traver-
ses for the entire distance the valleys of the
Tallahala and White Oak, neccssitating no
greater amount of earthwork than s slight
cmbankment suflicient to raise the track
bove ordinary overflow, and grades of the
lightest possible deréurlhjrtluu.

If, as a body, the colored people of the
South shall identify themselves with the
white people who now occupy and hold
the soil, gain their affection and confi-
dence, and become useful members of
their communities, they may float above
the torrent and still dwell in peace among

Equator.

Constitation which was framed by the Conven-
tion which met in Richmond, Virginia, omn |
Tlll-Fl’.‘l)' the 344 -ln'\- of Decomber, 197, o the
registerod voters of
the date of =aid =ubmission for ratifiention or
rejeciion, and may also submit to n separate
vote such provisions of said Constitution ns he
may deem best,
upon each of the =aid provisions alone, or in
connection with the portivus of said Couwtitu-
tion aa the President may direet.
