The division in the Cabinet on political
questions is understood to be broad and
deep. Routwell, Cresswell, Robeson and

Id the present elvll and political cmulitinn

of our State the vital question presented tor
the judgment ef our people, is, what is the
oei poncy ror us to pursue? not-- what is
the best as tested by individual proclivities
aud desires but, what U esseutially the best
for the political and material Interests of the
btate. it is often necfgary, iu the history
of a people, and it1 often eminently prop-
er thatiiissues

Our course should be predicated upon i

complete recognition of situation," and
a matured estimate of our resources and the
difficulties to be overcome. Let us, then,
look at onr condition, and what we
reaiiy nave the power to accomplish for our
gooo. utt us determine Dy reason, and the

. inexeorable. logic of events what course
promises us the greatest attainable good, and
then see if in pursuing that course, uhcllixror fio we sacrifice our integrity as a paople.

It is not necessary to go very far back to
past events to determine our present con
Uition. But as a starting point, in order to
avoid all dangerous abstractions we must
comprehend it fully.

rour years ago our war-wo- rn armies
stacked their arms : and we were then in the
saddest sense of the term, a prostrate-- people.
Bincc mat time we have been completely in
me power oi me national government; a
government which has been administered
for that time by a party hostile to us. It Is
not necessary to inquire whether this power
is rigntiui or wrongful. lAtt us say, how-
ever, that it is a usurped power, obtained
only through the forms of a tortured and
misconstrued constitution, arid exerted ar
bitrarily and tyrannically. It has resulted
in the overthrow ef our State government,
anu our ueprivatKin or ait paruclpaltnu ei-
ther in State or National government, and
the deprivation of many of our dearest per-
sonal rights, and in the establishment of
a military despotism over us. Itjs ueless
to enumerate in detail that which we all
feel so acutely. In a word, everything we
do is done by the sufferance of the party in
power.

We claim that we have political aud civil
rights and privileges guaranteed to us by
the Constitutiou of the L'nited Staffs, and
rights and liberties given us by the laws of
nature. It is true, in the abstract we have
these rights and privileges, liut It is idle
to talk of theor tical rights, unless we have
the power to enforce them. The remedies.
like the rights, unfortunately, exist only
theoretically in a disregarded aud profaned
constitution. Have we the power, inde
pendently of the will of the National gov-
ernment, to remove one of our greatest
grievances, the vast tyranny of this military
Despotism ? Have we the power to assume
agaiu the government of our State, aud re-
gardless ot the powers at Washington, re-
store her broken relations to the Federal
government, and assert for her the indepen-
dence and prerogatives of a State in the
Union? Alas! the stubborn facts around
us answer but too promptly.

Assuredly it is sutticiejit to say that had
we possessed the power we would have ac-
complished long since these great ends. If,
then, we are powerless ourselves,

of the conquering jiower to at-
tain and hold these great fundamental rights
how utterly powerless are we to remove all
the minor consequential ills and grievances
appertaining to our condition.

it may be taken for granted that could
we attain our wishes we would reconstruct
the State on a basis difierent from that pro-
posed by Congress. But a choice is not left
us.

Every rellective reasoning mind must see
that reconstruction cannot be effected from
the Southernstand-point- . That stand-poi- nt

practically has long been passed in the on-
ward march of facts. This problem cannot
be solved to meet what are practically some
of our exploded ideas.

How will it then be accomplished ? That
it will boon some plan is inevitable. rCan
it ever be accomplished on the National
Democratic theory r That is the stand-poi- nt

of many of us. A settlement on this basis
cannot be possible for four years, and can-
not be regarded as scarcely a probability af-
ter that time We should not. predicate our
action upon any hopes or calculations of
this kind.

Then how will this State be restored ?

Onry one answer remains. Either under
Radical or Conservative auspices. We must
admit the existence of the two parties We
have watched with breathless interest the
Virginia campaign. We are anxious ob-

servers of the contest now progressing iu
Tennessee, and these two States, particular-
ly the first, illustrate our political condition.
We cannot fail to see iu this, and in the ad
vocacy of conservative principles by lead
ing Republican journals, that there is a
trrowinsi tendency to a reaction in our favor,

Wisdom su2ests that we should lend our
energies to the policy that promises the b---

results, rather tliatexnaust ourselves m vain
efforts for what we all must admit is uiiat- -
tuinanle.

Now we say it is manifestly our policy
suggested by reason,and,we may add, dicta
ted by our necessities, to avail ourselves ful
ly of this favorable reaction, and in no way
can this be done except by support ing the
reeent'v organized Conservative Party.

It seems to be admitted by our thinking
men, that a Democratic ticket in the coming
eKuinaiirn. is impracticable. All seem to
feel that a Democratic triumph at the ballot
box, would be rejected by Congress.

Whether impracticable or not, we have
every reason to believe that no Democratic
ticket will be announced.

Then the whole question presents iUelf
a simple alternative. Shall we support

No true man can hesitate between tne two.
No mau .who Is not so wrapped up in his
own vanitv.so absorbed in the contemplation
of his own pet ideas, as to be unmindful of
the vital interests of the people, can be neg-
ative in this contest.

This party has plant-
ed Itself upon the most conservative ground
occupied by any part of the Republican
party North. It proposes to give to every
white man bis rights, and to administer the
government fairly and liberally, thereby
softening many of the asperities of laws
which we regard as oppressive. By this
party we will secure, if not the nerfrty sym-Iv7t- hi-

at least the of the
Executive Department, and the certainty of
a fair election ; anaiasuy, memos im pur-te-nt

of all. the great probability of a ratifi-
cation by Congress, without which all effort
on our part Is vain. Can we ever trope for
better terms than Universal Suffrage and
Universal amnesty, promised by this party ?

la not the only open question in this State
whether we, the white population, shall have
our political rights f Are not the other
questions closed upon us by a power which
we must all confess is, so far as we are con-

cerned, supreme. Every Jurist knows that
from the political questions arising under
acts of Congress, there is no appeal to the
courts. The great question of negro suf-

frage will soon be irrevocably settled by
constitutional amendment. Congress will

never reverse its. action.
Uinv of these facts alluded to are painful

to us, and they are only alluded to because
they are existing realities, and because we
must recognize and act upon them, and tura
them, if we can, to good account. We must
as a morally brave people, turn irom ui
past, and gather up all tint is left of our
liberties, and not dispairtngly relinquish the
attainable because we cannot gain all we
desire. We should, in a word, go to work
as a philosophical, earnest people, to rebuild
with the material at band, the fabric of oar
liberties, restore the State government on
the best practical basis, ana loster tne mate-
rial interests ol onr State.

ineirmill, for this purpose. Is capable of
grinding six tons per day. It is interesting
10 witness how readily, and with terrible
force, the largest bones are reduced to the
Imest dust the best known fertilizer to
enrich our mother earth. The demand fur
this fertilizer, during the past season, was
far greater than they were uble to supply.
;sow, however, they are fully prepared to
fill orders, planters ordering from this
mill will get the pure article, and at less
cost than bone-dus- t can be purchased else-
where and brought here. The only draw-
back Is the want of bones rather, the
want of the disposition to gather them up.
Mr. Newcomer has advertised for half a
million pounds.

The next thing we noticed was a Grist
Mill, capable of grinding lifty bushels of
corn per hour. This mill serves the public
on Wednesdays and Saturdays, and has al-
ready proven a great accommodation to the
people In West Jackson and vicinity.

The fruit crates, patented by Messrs.
UndSey & O'Sullivan are Inade at these
shops. The Messrs. Stewart devised and
put in operation the necessary machinery
for turning out a box every three minutes.

A Planing Machine, and an iiiMueuse oven
for the rapid drying of lumber are among
the other features of their shops.

The engine in use is almost entirely of
their own manufacture. It is about thirty-hor- se

power. They have recently lilted up
an engine for our Press Room, which we
hope to have In its place next week, when
we will be better prepared, to use up the
raw material, and give the Messrs t te arts
a better blow!

We will add that Mr. Win. Stewart is one
of the most accomplished draughtsmen in
the country, and is very frequently called
upon for designs aud plans fur public edi-lice- s,

Five Thousand Dollails fou the
Oiii'HiNs' Home. On the l"tli inst-- , we pub
lished a series of resolutions adopted by the
Board of Trustees of the Orphans' Home,
expressing th.eir disapproval of the eflorts
of certain parties iu Xew York to secure a
certain lottery franchise by the payment of
live thousand dollars into the State Treasury
for the benetit of the Orphans' Home. . Just
prior to the time mentioned, a representa-
tive of the Xew York parties had made a
formal tender of the money to the State
Treasurer, who declined to receive it, under
instructions, from Gen. Ames the latter
emphatically endorsing on-th- e application
his disapproval of lottery schemes, even
when conducted ostensibly in the interest
of orphans. The ew Yorkers, however.
were not to be foiled in their benevolent( ?)

efl'orts in behalt of the children at Lauder
dale Springs, and have actually secured
from Gen. Sherman an order directing our
State Treasurer to receive the money when
tendered ! This order, with the money, is

now at Columbus and will be here in a few
days. In this attiuide of the case, the Trus
tees w ill, of course, accept the hve thousand
dollars, for the benelit of the Home. It will
be paid Into the State Treasury for that pur
pose, and can be applied only in that behalf

You are doubtless aware of the fact, that
tne President of the United States, en the
10th day of July, i960, issued his Proclama-
tion, appointing the 30tb day of November
next, as the time for voting on the ratifica-
tion of the Constitution, adopted by the Con-

stitutional Convention, which assemWed In

this city on the 15th day of May, 1SG8. At
the same time officers of the State Gerern-men- t,

members of the Legislature, and
members of Congress will be chosen. " '

The President, iu hiS proclamation, has
ordered that the following highly objection-

able features of the contitution.shaH be vo-

ted on separately, viz: that part of section
No. 3, of Article 7, whieh reatls as follows :

'fcThat I am not "disfranchUed in any of
the provisions of the acts known as the re-

construction act of the Thirtv-iiiut- h and
Fortieth "onvre. and that 1 admit the po
litical and civil equality of all men, so help
me Lrotl;' provided, that il tongress snouiu
at any time remove the disabilities of any
persons disfranchised in said reconstruction
acts of the said Tnirty-.iint- h aud Fortieth
Congress, and the Legislature of this State
shall concur therein, then so much of this
oath only as reler3 to the reconstruction
acts shall not be required of such ptrsons
so pardoned, and entitles him to be regis
tered.

Also, the whole of scctiou No. 5, of article
No 7, whieh is as follows:

No person shall be eligible to any office of
profit or trust, civil or military, In this State
who was a member of the Legislature thai
voted for the call of the convention ina
passed the ordinance of secession, or as a
delegate to. any convention, or voted for or
signVd any ordinance ot secession, orwno
gave voluutary aid, countenance or encour-
agement to persons engaged in armed hos-

tility to the Uuited States, or who accepted
or attempted to exercise the functions of any
office, civil or military, uuder any authority
or pretended government, power or consti
tution within the Lnited Mates, uo6iue, or
inimical thereto, except all persons who aid
ed reconstruction by voting for this Con-
vention, or have continuously advocated the
assemblage of this Convention, and shall
continue hi good faith to advocate the same;
but the .Legislature may remove sU'-- uisa-biliti-es,

provided nothing in this section,
except voting for, or signing the ordiuance
of secession, shall be so construed as to ex-
clude from office the private soicliers of the
late so-call-ed Confederate States army.

Also, Section 5, of Article 0. which is as
follows :

The credit of the State shall not be pledged
or loaned in aid of any person, association
or corporation, nor shall the State hereafter
become a stockholder in any corporation or
association.

Also, that part of section 2G, articl 12,
which prescribes the oath of ouice to be ta
ken by all State officers, aud which is iu the
worus following:

That I have never, as a member of any
convention, voted lor or signed auy ordi
nance ot secession ; that I have never been
a member of the State Legislature that vo
ted for u call for any Convention that pass
ed any such ordinance. .

lue jriesident also directs mat that por
tion of the ordinances contained lu the Con
stitution from sections 4 to 15, of article No.
13, inclusive, shall not be considered as con
mutiny auy part ot tne Constitution.
It will thus be perceived,, that many of

those objectionable leaturesof the Constitu-
tion of ltG8, against which the iteopteof the
State so Justly complained, aud which led to
the rejection ot that instrument, at the bal
lot-bo- x, have been extracted from the body
of the Constitution, and are to be voted upon
separately at the November election. In
reierence to the clause prohibiting the faith
of the State from being pledged, and which
is to be voted on separately, the.uudersigu- -
ea express no opinion.

The adoption of the Constitution, divested
of the disf ranchising clauses above copied,
may now be regarded as a fixed tact, the
Radical Republicans, who framed the instru-
ment, having pledged themselves to vote
against these odious provisions, the Con-
servative

I

Republicans having giveu a simi-
lar pledge aud the people of the State, gen-
erally, having signihed a willingness, under
the cirenmstauces, to take the Constitution,
thus amended, as the fundamental law of the
State. Although it is true, that there are
some other provisions of the constitution
which are objectionable, and which we.
would have been pleased to have seen de-
signated for a separate vote; yet,. recurring
to our deplorable condition as a people, and
considering the hole 'situation,'' wc deem
it fortunate that we shall have for our or-
ganic law, even this Radical Constitution,
shorn of it prominent enormities.

There will, then, be no contest between
parties, in voting on the Constitution. There
will, however, be au issue as to the. men
who shall be elected to administer the. re-
constructed State government and represent
us in Congress; and on that question we de-
sire to give expression to our views, and to
submit our conclusions to the consideration
of the people.

There are two organized parties in the
State- - The Radical Republicans, sometimes
called the Eggleston party those who en-
deavored by iguoble means to force uou us
the Constitution of 1S6S, as a v hole, after it
had been fairly voted down by a large ma-
jority of the people, of both races have
perfected their tolitical organization for the
coming election. They will shortly present
a tickej w hich, we doubt not. will'be main-
ly composed of that class of adventurers
who have constantly endorsed and strug-

gled for all the oppresions and unjust prin-
ciples and practices of that odious party.
Perhaps, in their desperation, and in order
to deceive and delude our people, they may
bid high enough to secure some ambitious
aspirants amougst our "home folks" willing
enough and credulous enough to lend them-
selves. . to their nefarious schemes
of . wrong and pluuder. At all
eveuts we entertain no doubt but the ticket
of the Radical Republicans, when announ-
ced, will be. in every respect, a type and re-
flection of the Eggleston party.

On the 23rd of June last, the Conserva-
tive Republicans assembled in Convention
in this city, organized themselves into a po-
litical party, under the name of "National
Union Republic's," and promulgated a
Platform of principles. That platform an-
nounces universal suffrage and universal
amnesty, and a speedy removal of all the
political disabilities imposed upon our peo
ple, aud an early reconstruction of the
Union on the Congressional plan, as the
prominent principles governing them. Their
platform denounces the principles of the"
ultra Republicans, or Radicals, and advo-
cates the restoration of Peace and frater-
nal relations between the North anJ the
South. The "National Union Republican
Party" has issued an official call for a State
Convention, to assemble in this elty, on the
8th day of September, 1SC0, at which time
they propose to nominate and present their
State and Congressional ticket. In
that call, they invite all persons. Irre-
spective of political antecedents, race or
color, and who oppose the men, measures
and pfinciples of the Radical party, to unite
with them.

It Is well understood now, after free dis-
cussion and consultation, that the real citi-
zens of Mississippi, the old inhabitants
and owner- - ot the soil. will not place any
ticket before the people at the coming elec-
tion ; nor will they make any effort to effect
the organization of any third party. On
this subject, there seems to be great unan-
imity of opinion amongst men of all polit-
ical antecedents although there are a few
persona, at different points in the State, who
still think that a third party should have
been organized. j .

Inasmuch, then, as we shall have two Re-
publican Parties In the field, and no party
peculiarly our own, the people of Missis-
sippi are forced either to take no part what-
ever in the approaching election, or to give
support to one of the two Republican tickets.
What course should we pursue, In view of
our anomalous and prostrate condition as a
people t Shall we remain mere inactive
observers of the straggle, or shall we fa the
present campaign, lend onr aid to one of the
Republican Parties f Which course is like-
ly to be promotive of ear Interests?

On this vital question, the undersigned
desire to submit their views. We certainly
bave no disposition to dictate to oar fellow--
citizens : nor are we unmindful of the fact,
that we have no delesrated- - authority to issue
a political address on behalf of any party;
anu yet, as private citrzens, solicitous for tae
future welfare of the State, we shall venture
to express our own views, and to advise our
fellow citizens aa to the nwrw. - which, in
our opinion, they should pursue In this im
portant crisis in our acairs.

The Orphan Without a Home.
On the 13th of July the property, which

has beeu occupied for iearly three years a
Home for destitute Orphans, wa sold at
ubllc auction, in the city of Jackson. Col.

L. Power, one of the 1 rustees, was pres
ent and bid nine thousand dollars for the
Home. Joshua K. Sliced, of Louisville, Ky,
through his Attorney, Judge Will turn Yer-
ger, bidding more than nine thousand, be-
came the purchaser. We can continue to
occupy this property, only so long as Mr.
Sliced thinks proer to permit us to do so.
An effort, however, is being made to rent
the property, until the means can be secured
and arrangements made to prov ide a Home
at some other point. The Hoard of Trustees
met on the 15th ol July. The principal bu-
siness before them, was the selection of a
new locality for th lioiiie. and to devise
some plan of raising additional means to
enable them to start at some other point.

A number of propositions were before the
Board, offering sites at various oints.

One of these propositions was so exceed-
ingly liberal, that we deem It proper to re-
fer to It. Dr. C. M. Vaiden, who is well
known throughout the State, proposes to
give to the Home, about 1200fca-re- of land
near Forest Station, on the and
Meridian Railroad. If the Trustees will lo-
cate the Home there. This laud sold for ten
thousand dollars be hire the war, ilils pro-
position, togethei with many others. Induced
the Hoard to defer action for sixty days, mi
that these various sites could be examined.
It would also have been almost Impossible
for the Board to bave taken dellnite action.
unless they bad had more means at their
command.

There is within reach of the Board only
about six thousand dollars. This includes
all that has been contributed as a repurchas
ing fund, all that has leen contributed f--

the support of the Orphans, and all thntis
on hand arising from subscriptions to the
Banner. The children must live while the
Board Is making arrangements for another
Home for them.

Only a part of the tlx thousand dollars,
therefore, can be ued to procure a new
Home. The people have been kind, and In
many places nave responded nobly to the
calls upon them; but friends, the work Is
only half done. 1 f the Orphans are to have
a Home, the Trustees must have more mo-
ney. It Is no light matter to provide a shel-
ter for two hundred children. We do feel
deeolv erateful to the people of Mississippi.
Alabama. New Orleans. Maryland and other
localities for the aid wnicn tney uave given
us; and we do most respectfully ask our
friends to continue their efforts for the next
sixty days.

Will not the ladles of every neighborhood
take this matter In hand. Ask everyone
vou meet for one dollar: some will give you
more, some less. If one-four- th of the ladies
of the State would do this, the Orphans
would soon bave a better Home than the
one they have just lost. During the sixty
days, propositions for a site for the Home
will be gladly received send all such prop
ositions, to some one of the following Trus
tees: uev.
