But when the mass of the
white residents of the conservative party
suspend their own organization, waive
a choice of men of their own party, and
cordially and unreservedly support Na-
tional Republicans who are in accord
with the policy of Gen. Grant, and have
been consistent advocates of universal
suffrage and the bestowmenton the blacks
of all the political and civil rights which
belong to the whites, no shadow of ground
remains for their support of the Extrem-
ists, The power of the Loyal League
conspiracies to wield the votes of the mass
of the "colored people, will be broken,
whatever transient ascendency they may
be able to retain over the minds of the

But admit that you ean carry the
election with a purely Democratic ticket
over all opposition and in defiance of the
doubts and misgivings of very many well-
disposed colored voters, who would other-
wise prefer to affiliate with you than with
the mischievous adventurers.

The Republican party of the na-
tion, whose will is the supreme law, will
not admit the State into the Union un-
der, nor permit its military government
to be superceded by, a Democratic Admin-
istration. It cannot discriminate between
wings of the Repnblican party. It can-
not refuse to recognize Republicans who
stand squarely on the Grant platform,
and whose record is in perfect accord
with the reconstruction policy of a Re-
publican President. It cannet venture
on this step without imperilling its own
safety ; but it can and will reject the ap-
plication of our State for admission un-
der purely Democratic auspices, for
Democracy, in the minds of the controll-
ing power of the government, means dis-
loyalty.

Hence, we have cordinlly endorsed the
cours®of the wise and good men of Vir-
ginia in withdrawing their own ticket,
every man of them, and accepting the
Walker Republican candidates, who did
actually “‘bolt” the regular organization
of their party. And hence we have re-
joiced at the wisdom and self-denial which
marked out a similar course in Tennes-
see, with like cheering results.

You reply that this is a hard rule of the
governing party of the nation; that it is
unjust—monstrous—even cruel. We will
not join issue with you on this point. We
will take for granted that all you say on
this head is true; but nevertheless, the
rule exists, and will be remorselessly exe-
‘cuted.
