Is it the
purpose of owners and factors of cotton to he
reduce the standard one grade?

To which the Journal replies as follows:
Karly last season the sales for forward de-

livery were made chiefly of "middling." of
This led to much trouble as there was not
enough of this quality to fill all the aou-tract- s,

and to insist on specific performance
was in many cases to corner or emharriiss of
the seller. As a general rule lines of cotton
have run unevenly for several years, and the
growers have been of late more anxious
about quantity than quality, the change in
labor, too, affecting the condition and classi-
fication. Later In last reason contracts were
made for low middling: and as more of this
quality was on the uisrkct their settlement
gave less tronnie. Mriy iuib season tne
Mew Board of Cotton Brokers by resolutions
recommended that all contract for forward
delivery should be made "on the basis"' of
the grade to oesoiu. i.e, tne delivery should
be promised as an average of the quality
gpecinea. ror me reasons aoove named,
and also because of the improved machinery
which enables spinners to use the lower IU
grades to better advantage than heretofore,
the grade of low middling has now been
generally adopted as the basis of sales. As
cotton now comes forward it is easier to fur to
nish that average than either strict mid-
dling or an assortment that would average
this higher grade. by

oneof unalloyed pleasure and enjoyment.
A drive of an hour and a half brought us to

BROOKrtELD
We were certainly unprepared for the

beautiful display and excellent taste in ev
ery arrangement: upon a beautiful aud
tasty lawn were seen long lines of tables
flanked upon either side by immense bam
per baskets filled with substantial for the
occasion, while at a little distance tbe "pit
where the meats were being barbecued,
emitted a savory odor to tempt the appetites
of the gods. The entire affair was conduct
ed by the colored people, though the whites
contributed generously to the dinner

The morning was occupied with a grand
parade and procession, numbering about
one thousand colored people, .with ban
ners flying, headed by fifes and
drums, under the direction of Grand Mar-
shal Wade Randolph, and Assistant Mar
shals Henry Jackson, Henry Neal and John
Allen.

Sir: In reply to your note of the 16th
inst., requesting a rPiort from me giving
sucn information as l may d possessed or,
coming within the pcope of the inquiries
made by the Senate of the Lnited Mates in
their resolution of the 12th instant, i have
the honor to submit the following :

With your approval, and also that of the
honorable Secretary of War, I left Washing-
ton city on the 27th of last month for the
purpose of making a tour of inspection
through some of the Southern States, or
States lately in rebellion, and to see w hat
changes were necessary to be made in the
disposition f the military forces of the
country; how these forces could be reduced
and expenss curtailed, dc.;and to learn, as
far as possible, the feelings and intentions
of the citizens of those States toward the
General Government.

The State of Virginia being so accessible
to Washington city, and information from
this quarter therefore being readily obtain-
ed, I hastened through the State without
conversing or meeting with any of its citi-
zens. In Raleigh. North Carolina, 1 spent
one day ; in Charleston, South Carolina, two
days ; Savannah and Augusta, Georgia, ea'Ch
one day. Both in traveling and while stop-
ping. I saw much and conversed freely with
the citizens of those States, as well as with
otlicers of the army who have been stationed
among them. The following are the con-
clusions come to by rne :

I was pleas-
ed to learn from the leading men whom I
met, that they not only accepted the decis-
ion arrived at as final, but, now that the
smoke of battle had cleared away and time
has been given for reflection, that this de-
cision has been a fortunate one for the whole
country, they receiving like benefits from it
w ith those who opposed them in field and
in council.

Four years of war, during which law was
executed only at the point of the bayonet
throughout the States in rebellion, have left
the people possibly in a condition not o
yield that ready obedience to civil authority
the American people have generally been
in the habit of yielding. This would render
the presence of small garrisons throughout
those States necessary until such time as la-
bor returns to its proper channels, and civil
authority is fully established. I did not
meet any one, either those holding places
under the Government or citizens of the
Southern States, who think it practicable to
withdraw the military from the South at
present, lbewuiteand the black mutual
ly require the protection of the General
Government.

There is such universal aoiuiescen.ee in the
authority of the Uetierui Government through
out the portions of the country visited by
me, that the mere presence of a military
force, without regard to numbers, is suff-
icient to maintain order. The good of the
coi ntry and economy require that the force
kept in the interior, where there are many
freedmen, (elsewhere in the Southern States
than at torts upon the sea-coa- st no force is
necessary,) should all be white troops.. The
presence of hlack troops, lately slaves, de
moralizes labor both by their advice and by
furnishing in their camps a resort for the
freedmen tor long distauces around. White
troops generally excite no opposition, and
therefore a stnaii nuuioer or tnem can main
tain order in a given district. Colored
troops must be kept in bodies sufficient to
defend themselves. It is not the thinking
men who would use violence toward any
class ot troops sent among them Dy theGeu
eral Government, but the ignorant in some
cases might, and the late slave seems to be
imbued with the idea that the property of
his late master should by right belong to
him, or at least should have no protection
from the colored soldier. There is danger
ot collisions being brought on by such
causes.

My observations lead me to the conclusion
that the citizens ot the southern Mates are
anxious to return to self--government within the
Lmon as soon as possible . that while recon
structing, they want and require protection
from the Ooveraraent; that they are xn ear
nest in wishing to do what they think is requir
ed ly the Government, not humiliating to them
as citizens, and that if such a cor teas point
ed out the would tursue it in good faith. It
is to be regretted that there cannot be
greater commingling at this time between
the citizens of the two sections, and partic-
ularly with those intrusted with the law
making power.
