We feel that all of that gallant assembly will
endorse us for extending thanks to the good
people of Bolton's and vicinity for their gen-
erous hospitality. Where all were so kind we
we could not make distinctions. Mar their
thriving town become, as it promises to do, a
city, and when they again have a merry time,
may we be there to see.

Washington, October 14- - The Cotton tax
before tbe Supreme Court will soon be ar-gue-tl,

and involves an amount of forty-tw- o

mllliensot dollar". The only point in the
cases, is tbe const itutionallty of the tax of 3
cents per pound, levied a year or two ago
on cotton.

". I. L. ALCORX'S "

Secession Record !

What is the record of J.L. Alcorn, mho
prates so loudly about his consistent support
of the Union, and Is pnt forward as the es-

pecial champion of the Dssfrancblsers?
The tale is a plain one, and shall be related

uuvarnlshed as it is told in the journals of
the Mississippi State : Convention of 1861.

whioh passed the ordinance of secession.
- First, let us premise by stating what the

record will presently show, that he was
elected a delegate from Coahoma, to the con-

vention not as Unionist, but as a
that is to say, he was pledged to

carry Mississippi out of the Union, in the
event a certain number of the Southern
States wonld go with her. His ULionism
amounted to that and nothing more.

Thus elected, he took his seat In the Con-

vention, and the first we hear of him after
bis defeat for the Presidency of the body is
explained in the following extract from the
proceedings: ,

Mr. Lamar offered the followiug resolu-
tion which was adopted :.

Resolved, That a committee of 15 be ap-
pointed to prepare and report as-- speedily a
possible, an ordinance providing for the
withdrawal of the State of Mississippi from
Che present Federal Union with a view to
the establishments a new Confederacy to
toe composed of the seceding States. "

The President appointed the following
gentlemen as said Committee: -

L Q.C.Lamar, of Lafayette, G. R. Clay-
ton, of Lowndes,W. P. Harris, of Hinds,
S. J. Gholson, of Monioe, J. L. Alcorn,
( Whig) of Coahoma, and 10 others.

The next we hear of Mr. Alcorn is report-
ed in the following proceedings:

Mr. Walter, of Marshal, offered the fol-
lowing resolutions:

Resolved, That the Committee on Consti-
tutional Amendments be instructed to re-

port as soon as possible alter its appoint-
ment an amendment to the Constitution ol
this .state authorizine it to borroit money for
the purpote af military defense and to pledge
the faith of the Stale for the repayment of the
loan.

A discussion ensued wherein,
Mr. Alcorn aid he tea prepared to go with

him tcho goes farthest to realize money for the
dejense of the Stale. The Constitution point-
ed out the mode iu which it should be
amended, submitted to and voted ou by the
people. He held, however, that this Con-
vention has plenary povcer that its ordinances
were afcote the Constitution, that we must
stand above it, or if we uudertake to be
governed by ir, then we must6tand by it in
all its details. II had no hesitancy to
vote upon an ordinance to place the
State on a war footing..

The object of the motion was to obtain
means to resist the authority of the Union;
and Mr. Alcorn (he had not theu become
General) --was wiliiug to go with him w ho
goes farthest'' to put the State on a war
footing" iu order to make a successful fight
against the Hag. The State had not then
voted itself out of the Union, and Mr. Al
corn bad not the plea that he governed
in his action by the will of the majority.
He was for takiug time by the forelock.

On the memorable 9tli of January, the
committee of fifteen, of which Mr Alcorn
was a member, through their Chairman, re-

torted the Ordinance of Secession.
Pending the consideration of this Ordi-

nance, Mr. Yerger, of Washington county,
offee 1 the following as a substitute :

An ordinance providing for the final set
tlement and adjustment of all difficulties
between the tree and slave Mates ot the
L'uited States by securing lurther Constitu
tional guarantees within the present Union.

The preamble to this ordinauce recited
the "utifriendly and unconstitutional lee- -
islation of a majority in the Northern

'States, evincing a fixed and determined
"hostility" to the Southern States and
cited among other acts of this sectional
majority, the election of Mr. Lincoln, who
was alleged to have been committed to the
dogma of the "irrepressible conflict'' be
tween the sections and moreover that it
was the opinion of the Convention that a
further continuance of the State of Missis
sippi in the Union, was "incompatible with
the Interests of the State uuless additional
guarantees should be given by amendments
to the Constitution of the United States,"
Ac. And it concluded with a proposition
for the holding of a Convention of all the
Southern States "at Lexington, Kyn on the
10th of February next," for common con-
sultation with a view to the adjustment of
the difficulties, Ac.

Be it known that this was the extremest
Union ground taken io the Convention. It
was the only mode suggested of settling
the trouble and averting disunion. The
vote on the substitute stood as follows :

Yeas Messrs. Brooke. Blair, &c, c. 20.
Navs Mr. President, Messrs. Alcorn, c,

Se. 78.
Mr. Alcorn was not even willing to have a

conference of the Southern States to consult
in reference to a plan of adjustment. When
he declared that he was for "putting the
state on a war footing," and "would go as
far as the farthest" he meant business, and
hence he voted against the proposition ot
Mr. Yerger.

We extract further from the journal (in
secret session) as follows:

Mr. Alcorn submitted the following :

Sec. . Be it ordained that this Ordinance
shall not go into effect until at least the
states of Alabama, Ueorgia, Florida and
Louisiana shall, through their respective
conventions. reolve to secede from the Fed-
eral Union, and resume their sovereignty
and Independence.

This proposition set forth Mr. Alcorn's
Disunion idea. It claimed for the States
the sovereign power to secede at their op-

tion, and did not want Mississippi to with-
draw except in company with four other
States. lie did not want to stay In else he
would not have voted against the proposi-
tion ot Mr. Yerger. The object he sought
was practically attained. . The four States
named went ot about the same time with
Mississippi, and several others followed in
due season.

We will resume our extracts.
The eventful hour had come.
The Ordinance of Secession was then read.

The yeas and nays were called for; and the
question of the President, shall the ordi
nance now pass, was responded to as fol-
lows :

Yeas Mr. President, Messrs. ALCORN,
Anderson, Aldridge, Barksdale, (of Yalo-
busha.) Baldwin. Ac. tc S3.

Nays Messrs. Blair, Bonds. Bullard,
Cummings, Farrar, Hurst, Marshall, Myers,
I'ariier, ueynoids, baumiers, l horn ton, w in
Chester, Yerger and Young 15.

The first section of the foregoing ordi-
nance for which Mr- - Alcorn voted as above,
is in the words following, to-wi- t:

That all the laws and ordinances br which
the State of Mississippi became a memer of
the federal Union of the Unit, d State of
America, be. nd the same are hereby re-
pealed, and that all obligioioas on the part
of said State, or the people thereof, to ob-
serve the same, be withdrawn ; and that the
said tate ootn nereDy resume all the right,
function and Dowers, which bv anv of aaid
Laws or ordinances were conveyed to the
government ol the said United States, and is
absolved from all the obligation, restraints,
and duties incurred to the said federal Union,
and aHAix from kkxcrtoktm be a free.
SOVSKXIGK, AND IXBEFKXDEXT STATE. .

'"We have seen above that Mr, Alcorn
though voting for this ordinance, preferred
that it should not go Into effect until four
other States which were then in the act of
withdi awing, had seceded. , '7

Pending the final vote, Mr. Alcorn, among
others, who voted in the affirmative, ex
plained as follows : - ri.': t : cr:

Southern Confederacy" Mr. Ilogers of Mon-
roe, moved,

That such (Confederate) Constitution or
plan (of Confederacy) shall be referred to
the people of this State for ratification or
rejection, to be assembled In Convention by
a call made either by tne Convention as
sembled at Montgomery, or by the Legisla-
ture of this State.

On motion to lay on the table this resolu-
tion which was designed to euable the peo-

ple under the influence of the sober second
thought to review their action and correct
any error into which precipitation may
have plunged them the vote stood

Yeas (to reject) Mr. President, Messrs.
Alcorn, fc. 41.

Nays 14.
Mr. Fontaine offered a substitute for Mr.

Rogers' proposition, as follows :

That such Constitution or plan shall be re
ferred to the Deonle of this State for ratifi
cation or rejection to be assembled in Con
vention, xc

A vote was taken on the adoption of this
amendment and decided as follows ;

A YES 4.Nays Mr. President, Messrs. Alcorn, c
49.

Mr. Alcorn having "crossed the Rubicon"
was unwilling to give the people an oppor
tunity of another vote.

Mr. Brooke moved to strike out the Cth

resolution which provided that if the Mont
gomery Convention "should adopt a Con
stitution and plan for a permanent govern-
ment establishing a Southern Confederacy

then such a constitution or plan shall be
"referred to this Convention for its action"

Provided tnat if this Convention shall then
have adjourned sine die then aaid Constitu
tion or plan shall be referred to the people of
the State Tor ratincatiou in sucn manner as
the said Convention at Montgomery shall
prescribe.

On the motion to strike at this resolution,
the vote stood :

Ayes Messrs. Alcorn and others 38.
Navs 64.
The Resolutions as reported were then

put on their final passage, the yeas and nays
not being recorded.

During the session, on the 18th day, a
special committee was appointed on the Ad-"dre- sa

setting forth the Declaration of the
"immediate causes which induce and justify
"the secession ot Mississippi from the Fed-

eral Union."
This Committee consisted of Messrs. A.

M. Clay ton. W. P. Anderson, D.C Glenn,
L. Q. C. Lamar. J. Z.. Alcorn.

From thUaddresa. for the sake of the truth
of history, at the risk ot tearing open old
wounds, we will extract as foHows :

It has Invaded a State, and iuvested with
the honors of martyrdom, the wretch (John
Brown) whose purpose was to ap4ly flames
to our dwellings, and the weapons of des-
truction to our lives.

It has broken every compact Into which
it has entered for our security.

It has given iudubitable evidence of its
design to ruin our agricultural, to prostrate
our industrial pursuits, and to destroy our
social system.

It knows no relenting or hesitation in Its
nurposes. it stops not In its march of ag
gression, and leaves us no room to hope for
cessation or for pause. .

It has recently obtained control of the
Government, by the prosecution of its un-
hallowed schemes, and destroyed the last
expectation of living together In friendship
and Drotnernooa.

Utter subjugation awaits us in the Union,
if we should consent longer to remain in it.
It is not a matter of choice, but of necessity.
We must either submit to degradation, and
to the loss of property worth tour billions of
money, or we must secede Irom the union
formed by our fathers, to secure this as well
as every other species of property For far
less cause than this, our fathers seperated
from the Crown of England.

Our decision is made. We follow their
footsteps. We embrace the alternative of
separation : and for the reasons here stated,
we resolve to maintain our rights with the
full consciousness of the Justice of our
course, nod the un doubting belief of ability
to maintain iu - r .

J.L. Alcorn was now deemed a proper
man to represent in the field the cause of
secession tor which he had given the votes
and made the strong declarations quothe.
The Convention elected him Third Briga
dier GeneraL . He accepted the office and
thus crowned fcli Secession Eecord. '

Mr. Martin Gilbert was killed . near
Woodville. on the 14th inst . bv a negro boy
aged about 20. Mr. Gilbert had been ap.
pointed overseer of the road, and the diffi-
culty grew out ot the failure of the negro
to obey some order of bte. fThm : negro, sur
rendered kimseu to tne bneno. - .
