I ht secession step by tep,
till borne downe}:iy the popular tide hat
swept my beloved South into the votex
of ecivil war. 1 maintained my Uson
sentiments throughout the strugle,
though I should have considered mwelf
less than a man if I had not sympattized
with my neighbors and kindred who vent
forth bravely to battle even in & mistiken
cause. And had it not been for physcal
disability, doubtless I should have dwge
what thousands of other Union men lid
after war commenced, took my chames
with my neighbors in the ranks.
