Having no rellance in the veracity or bon-
esty of Johason, [ send you a statement of
the aftair which Is reliable, as it ls condensed
from the report of two worthy gentlemen
Ma). James M. Watt and Col. A. J. Liddell,
Who were seut o Greenwood near the soens
of the disturbance for the purpose of lnves
tigating the matter, and s based upon the
testimony of credible witnesses,

It soems that on the 17th Inst., Combas)
ut the head of aboot 15 or 20 negroes, armed
each with & gun and plstol, crossed the Y azou
river from the county of Sunflower into
Carroll & few miles below Greeuwood. 1
will be seen from the testimony of Mr.
James Young that Combash had threatened
Wwceross o Greenwood and elean out the
town and destroy it. Young endeavored to
dissuade him from so bloody a purpose, but
he would listen to nothing. Meeting »
white eltizen samed Dennls, they dragged
him from his horse without sny provecation.
cursed him, and swore that the blacks shoulo
rule this country, that the rebels had ruled
it long enough nod that they would now
take it in hand.

Having arrived at Greenwood they de-
manded the surrender of a conservative
negro who had been engaged in a fight with
# radical negro and had worsted the latter.
The citizens refusing to surrender him to
the infuriated and armed mob, the leader
Combash was very violent In language aod
artion ; he rode through the streets denoune

ing vengeance and swors that he would
return to Sunflower and raise 600 or 1.000
met. and would “clean out the town,” tha
he “would wipe It out"—and cursed the
whites in most blasphemous terms The
citizens being fearful that his threats would
be speedily carried out, as he dispatehed
couriers to summon his followers, sent mes-
sengers to various portions of the county for
assistance. A warrent was {saued for tls
arrest of Combash and placed In the hnuds
uf the Sherifl.

In obedience to thecall fornssistance s
number of citizens, probably & hundred or
more, acscmbled at Greenwood, for s pro-
tection and for the purpose of aldlug Ui
Sheriff to arest Combash. The latter hav-
ing got wind of the movement remalned In
sunflower and the citizens orossed over intse
that county to make the arrest, us they wery
fully satistied that If Combash were ones

placed in arrest that the negroes whom ln

had deluded would retura to thelr homes

twenty men
were advancing up the bank of the Tulla-

hatchie river they were repeatedly fired on
from the opposite bauk of the river, and
finally were fired on by the plekets whickh
Combush had thrown out from his negro
foree, and two whites were waounded., The
citizens returned the fire and two negroes
were killed and one wounded, The negroes
then fled, and Combash escaped.

After
a few moments Mr. Pillow remarked, don't
come o me cursing that way ; if any one
has insulted you ’gu to bim and talk, and
don't curse me and the whole community.
Combash replivd that he would curse “who
Ae tiod damned LY Pillow told him b«
should not curse him and went into the
groce1y as | supposed o get a weapon. At
that time Combash 1emurked to the negroes
rmnt who huil scattered around to fall into
ine.
