MamiiiS Fruit '.The sea-o- il fr transplanting trees is

now at hand. A few practical hints on
the way to do it so as to ensure their
healthy growth, may be of value to those
who purpose to engage in the work. It
only needs attention and a little knowl-
edge, but it is essential that that knowl-
edge should be acquired and that atten-
tion paid, if it is expected that the trees
should live and thrive.

The writer set out a number ofaiit
trees in the beginning of under the
direction and management of Dr. lierck-mu- n,

the famous pomogolist and botanist
of Augusta, la., and out of the number
planted not more than one tree in one
hundred failed, and that failure was
more attributable to a defect in the tree
than in the mode of planting. More vig-

orous, thrifty or fruitful trees than those
whieh I)r. Jkrckiiian planted cannot be
found now in any part of Georgia.

The following is the method which he
pursued, and we can confidently recom-
mend its adoption, because we know it is

good.
First. Tho hole for a fruit tree of or-

dinary size, should lie made from three
to four feet iu diameter, and of sufficient
depth to receive all the roots without
cramming or twisting them, and so as to
allow them us near as jKsilile to retain
their natural direetion and osition. Let
the tree le set in the same position in
which it in the nursury, and do not
plant it too deep. Cut oil all bruised or
torn roots with sharp pruning scissors,
and prune the top of the tree freely so as
to balance it thoroughly.

Goodrich compost, of which finely
pulverized mould should be principal in-

gredient in no case stable manure
should be applied close to the roots, and
as the earth and compost are being shov-

eled in, the tree should be gently shaken,
taking care to preserve the perpendicular
until the tine earth has filled up all the
hollow places round the roots, and the
tree has become firmly set. This is a
very inqtortant work, and should be care-
fully and patiently done. After this is
done the earth should be lightly pressed
round the tree, commencing at the, outer
edge of the hole, and ending close to the
stem.

Water should not be used in transplant-
ing fruit trees.

Fruit trees should have plenty of room,
and should not be planted closer together
than twenty feet each wav.

Cookixu Oysters. As the oyster
season has commenced the following
recipes for cooking them will be generally
approved after a trial

Spiced Oysters Two hundred oys-
ters, two dozen cloves, five dozen allspice,
also mace, cayenne iepper and salt to
taste. Strain the liquor through a sieve,
put it in a saucepan and add the oysters,
spice, pepper, alt and half a pint of
cider vinegar ; place them over a slow
fire, and as soon as they come to a boil
take them off, pour them into a large
1hw1, and set them away to cool ; when
cold, cover them close.

Oyster Patties. Make a rich paste,
roll it out half an inch thick, then turn a
teacup down on the paste, and with the
poiut of a sharp penknife mark the paste
lightly around the edge of the cup, then
remove the cup and cut eutirely through;
then with the point of the knife make a
circle about half an inch from the edge,
cut this circle half way through, place
them on tin and bake in a quick oven:
when done remove the centre and fill
with oysters prepared as follows : Kinse
the oysters, put them in a pan over the
fire, and when they become hot stir in the
cream, butter and cracker; season to your
taste with salt and jepper. When they
are scalding hot they are
cooked.

Scolloped Oysters. Oue hundred
oysters, a baker's loaf crumbled, four
eggs boiled hard, salt and cay enne pepper
to taste: chop eggs very fine, and mix
with the crumbs, which season highly
with cayenne and salt. Riuse the oysters
in cold water, cover the bottom of a deep
pie dish with egg and crumbs, then with
a fork place a layer of oysters with two
or three small pieces of butter, and so
continue until all are in, reserving suiS-cie- nt

crumbs for the cover. For those
who like it, a little nutmeg or mace may
be added. Bake in-- a quick oven three-quarte- rs

of an hour, and serve hot.
Oyster Fritters, A pint and a half

of milk, a pound and a quarter of flour,
four eggs; the yolks of the eggs must be
beaten very thick, to which add the milk
and flour, stir the whole well together;
w hisk the white to a stiff" froth and stir
them gradually into the batter; take a
spoonful of the mixture; drop an oyster
into it and fry it in hot lard; let them be
a light brown on both sides. The oysters
should not be put into the batter all at
once, as they would thin it.

Milkesg'Bee? Cows. No cow or fe-

male of any kind of animal, can grow fat
or fleshy while giving milk one-ha- lf as
fast as if they were not milked- - When
there is a good flow of milk little or no fat
is secreted. And why? Simplv because
all the nutriment in food which they
consume, which would form fat or flesh,
goes into the milkpail. Therefore, the
sooner we discontinue to milk a farrow
cow, when we have concluded to fatten
her, the sooner she will be ready for the
shambles, and the greater will be the
amount of tallow and flesh in her carcass.

How to Cook a Turkey. We have
