This is, jrhaps, the most Important ejxch

in the history ot MiuissippL It is the epoch
of RmaUwnce. The new Conttitutioa has
been adopted, which Qiakes many radica
changes la onr pqjity, and the Legtelatare
is now In session for the purpose of adapt
ing. our law to the new order of things.
Many change, are actually necessary, but

Ut may be justly feared that these will be
wore ultra than will be wise, or than is de
manded by our present statutes. It U bet
ter ui a i our law makers: snail move more
slowly but surely ; that what they shall do
shall not have to be soon undone. One
thing they ought to certainly do pass all
necessary laws for developing the material
interests of the State encourage immira
tion, and levee the Mississippi river so as to
bring into cultivation all of the alluvial
lands npon its banks. Our whole State
should be connected with a net work of
Hail roads, because experience has .proved,
that they are the most economical in con
veylng our products to market. It is also
of importance, that we should build up a
commercial mart withi i our owu borders.
A Railroad from some point npoH our sea--
coast, connecting with the other roads, is of
vast importance. At Ship Island, and also
at Cat Island, there are harbors that would
almost accommodate the navlea of the world
Both of these harbors are sate and easily
approached from the sea, without detention
on cars, and without the necessity of tow
age.

Both of these harljors may be approached
by a railroad, within a very short distance,
say less than a mile, by building the road
from the main land to Cat Island, at a point
near PassChristi in.' The distance is only a
little over five miles. A Kail road from Can
ton or Jackson, to the sea coast would devel--
opeavery valuable portion of our Stat-e-
More than halt the distance is fine farminjr
lands, and the other half the best timber re
gion uow existing in the world. Our prime
val forests of pine, have nearly everywhere
been destroyed, or used up. Even while the
country is sparsely populated, where are we
to procure our supplies, when our popula
tion shall increase to fifty or sixty millions
The consumption of lumber is increasing in
a greater ratio than our population, and it
will soon become a question where the sup-
ply is to come from. A railroad from Brau--
don to the sea-coa- t, witU a branch to enter
prise or 3Ieridiau, would develope not only
the best timber retrion, but the healthiest
region of country in the South, peculiarly
suited for small farmers. Such a road would
also pay. It weuld not only build up a
great commercial entrepot upon our Sea-cas- t,

but it would furnish our prairie coun
try with a supply of lumber at a reasona
ble price, and would be the means of bring- -
ng into the State a large foreign population,

from-German- Switzerland, and Sweden,
the best farmers iu the world. Let the char-
ter of the Gulf and Ship Island Kail road be
revived, and if Congress will renew the
grant of land which they once made it, cap-
italists will take hold of it, and in three
years the work will be accomplished.

The bill for the organization of a pub

ic school system, submitted to the Legis- -
ature by II. R. Pease, Superintendent

of Public Education, is a ponderous doc
ument, and has at least the merit of
ength. It contains ninety sections and

about ten thousand words proaiinent
among which are "salaries," "compen-
sation," "appropriations," and "taxes."
The bill provides:

That the SuperinUndeut of Public Edu
cation shall have a general supervision of
all the schools to be established, to prescribe
a uniform series of text-book- s, to appoint
professors of the State Normal Schools and
fix their salaries.

It eives the Superintendent a Secretary
and Clerk, and each a salary, and the super-
intendent is to be paid in addition to his sal-
ary, hia personal and traveling expenses.

it provides lor a state Board, ana for
County Boards of Education, nnd gives the
State Board afreneral supervision of all Col-
leges, Universities, etc, under the patronage
of the State.

That all lands escheated to the State for
want of heirs, or by purchase or forfeiture
lor taxes, shall be sold in parcels not exceed-
ing eighty acres for the .'benefit of the Com-
mon School Fund.

Authorizes Boards of County Supervisors
to levy a tax not exceeding ten mills ou the
dollar for school-hous- e purposes: and au
thorizes the Auditor of Public Accounts to
levy a tax annually, for school purposes, of
three mills ou the dollar, upon all the tax
able property in each county. .

liiai a ireepuDiic school or schools snail
be maintained iu each School District of the
Stare, for a period ot six months in the year,
and suitable school facilities shall be afford-
ed to each and every youth, between the
ages of five and twenty-on- e years, residing!
in sucn ocnooi jmiricc

That separate free public schools ior white
and colored pupils may be established in
each School District of the State, and each
school thus established shall have the same
and equal advantages and immunities under
the provisions of this Act.

That whenever any County, Municipal,
Corporation or School District shall fail to
provide separate free public schools for
white and colored pupils, with the same and
equal advantage and immunities, and shall
have established but one free public school
in such County, Municipal, Corporation or
School District, shall be entitled to all and
equal privileges and advantages for instruc-
tion iu such school ; and any school officer,
County, Municipal or State, or any teacher
of any such free public school who shall re-

fuse to admit any white or colored pupil of
legal school age, and who shall be lawfully
entitled to admission into the same, and who
shall have complied with such rules aud reg-
ulations as may be prescribed by the State
Superintendent of Public Education, shall
be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon con-
viction thereof, shall be punished by a fine
of not less than two hundred dollars, nor
cuore than five hundred dollars, and by im-
prisonment in the county jail, for cot less
than three months, nor more than twelve
months; and all such cases-ehal- l have pref-
erence before other criminal eases upon the
docket ot the Court before which It shall be
brought ; and such person so offending shall
also be liable to an action for damages by
the parent or guardian of the pupil so re-
fused.
